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UNIVERSE FILLED WITH DIVINE

Since His Advent there has been
almost a head long rush by the divine
forces functioning behind the world stage
to reveal the framework, the superstruc-
ture, and many of the details of His
magnificent Creation. In all the physical
Sciences, particularly in Physics, Astro-
nomy, and Biochemistry, we are becoming
privy to an unprecedented serics of revela-
tions and understandings that provide an
overview of the Universe from the minu-
test to the largest bits and pieces that make
up the whole.

The dominant feature that stands out in
the makeup of the Universe is the intercon-
nectedness and interdependence of all the
various parts, including all the many types
of stars and galaxies and the Space inbe-
tween. including all the subatomic particles
and molecular forms, including all the
different forms of energy, fields and forces,
and including all aspects of life that have
developed on Earth. We appear to be part
of a grand play being acted out on a vast
stage. in which we are both participants
and observers. As observers we are becom-
ing aware of the existence of a master plan,
which is functioning behind all the myriads
of structures and details that we see when
we look out at the macroscopic world, or
when we look in at the microscopic world.
There is the realization that the Universe
has a central purpose. Each feature, each
of the bewildering array of details seems to
have its part to play in the main theme-that
of the emergence of human consciousness,
the awakening of the Soul from its long
sleep and its return to its natural home,
towards union with God. Wherever and
whitheviowe aok Fattie Cosmos with a

discerning eye, we see evidence of the
creation of an almost limitless succession of
forms and structures, each following the
other in an orderly evolutionary progres-
sion ranging from the simple hydrogen
atom to complex life forms, all providing
the groundwork for the highest and noblest
expression of the Creation that of the
development of the spiritual heart in man,
the vehicle that carries the awakened Soul,
as it reaches up to the Divine.

A principal characteristic of the Universe
as a whole, as well as of all its component
parts from the smallest to the largest, is
that the Universe has a finite life span. It
had a birth or beginning: this was followed
by a period of growth and development as
the grand stage was assembled: then it
entered a period of maturity during which
it is able to achieve its principal purpose:
finally, when its work is done it will enter a
period of decline followed by its eventual
death, the end of the Kalpa (the mystical
day of Brahma in the Hindu Theory of
creation). This steady change from one
epoch to another in a life process is the role
that Time has been assigned in His scheme.
We are so used to the time-ordering of
events that we rarely take the opportunity
to step out of the time frame to look
beyond at the totality of the Creation. The
purpose of this article is to stimulate some
thinking in that direction and to help us
develop an overview to see this noble
drama of God creating a magnificent vehi-
cle., the physical Universe, and then as
Avatar coming down in the form of man,
to help lead us back to the Divine Source.
Far from being a cold, hostile, infinite
world, His Creation is beneficient beyond
measure, here only to serve and protect
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and rekindle the divine atmic spark within
us. With that foremost in our minds let us
proceed.

THE EVOLUTION OF THE UNIVERSE
AS VIEWED BY SCIENCE

Before we discuss the divine Lingam, let
us look at the creation and evolution of the
physical Universe as viewed by modern
Physics. As stated above in the introduc-
tion, we are used to seeing all world
phenomena in a continuous time sequence,
an evolutionary progression wherein forms
are born, exist and die, and new forms
follow the old in a growing order of
complexity. Species of living beings or
species of heavenly objects such as stars,
given sufficient time, all seem to evolve to
more complex forms, even while indi-
viduals within a given population take
birth, live their limited lives, and die. Such
a time-ordered process is also the common
view in Science of the evolution of the
Universe. Physics has now established with
some reasonable certainty (based on evi-
dence of the universal expansion of Space
and the recession of galaxies given by the
well-known ‘redsift’ and also on the
discovery of the ¥smic background radia-
tion). that in the Bétinning there was a Big
Bang, a massive explosion of pure energy
cxpanding outwards in all directions at
nearly the speed of light. That expanding.
rapidly cooling fireball was our early Uni-
verse, made up primarily of radiant energy
. This is believed to have occurred between
15 and 20 billion years ago. Within a short
time, on the order of minutes of that
cataclysmic event, all the stable atomic and
nuclear particles that we know today. the
elecrons, protons, neutrons, neutrinos,
and their anti-particles, had been formed
and were racing about under the influence
of the high flux of radiant energy. Then
through the action of one of the four basic
forces of Physics, the clectromagnetic for-
ce, these particles came together to form
huge clouds of neutral hydrogen gas (as
well as some deuterium and helium gas
which were formed from nuclei that had

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been synthesized during the first few mi-
nutes). The gas clouds, in turn, clumped
together through the action of still another
of the basic forces, that of gravity, to form
clusters of galaxies, then individual galax-
ics, then clusters of stars, and finally
individual stars. Stars go through a life
cyele in which they burn hydrogen through
the process of thermonuclear fusion to
convert their hydrogen into higher atomic-
mass elements. This conversion or trans-
mutation of hydrogen into helium, and
then into other elements during the later
phases of a star’s existence, results from
the other two basic forees of physics. the
strong and weak nuclear forces. The burn-
ing (by thermonuclear fusion) of hydrogen
release energy from the core of the star
which temporarily halts the contraction of
the star due to its own gravitational self
attraction; the result is a stable life period
of star existence, until the thermonuclear
fuel 1s exhausted. When that happens the
star goes through a period of expansion
followed by a period of contraction, and
then either dies a quiet death and becomes
a cold body in space. or if it is of
sufficiently high mass it will have rushed
through a rapid life span., burning its
hydrogen fuel very quickly, and finally end
its existence in a violent series of explo-
sions, lighting up the whole galaxy in its
death throes. These are the supernovas
which propel much of their burnt products,
in the form of higher atomic-mass ele-
ments, back out into the interstellar space
to provide the raw materials for future
generations of stars. Our Solar System with
its 92 different elements, formed out of the
gjecta of a series of short-lived massive
stars that came to cataclysmic conclusions;
their remnants are now rapidly rotating
neutron stars (pulsars) or have vanished
into black holes wandering in space.

The explosive initial conditions set by the
Big Bang resulted in an expanding space
with all galaxics receding from each other
like spots on the surface of an expanding
baloon. In time, however. given sufficient
total mass in the Universe, the mutual

Camipus
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gravitational attractive force acting be-
tween all matter everywhere, will halt the
expansion and will bring all objects in
space crashing into each other. The result
will be a huge cosmic implosion, heralding
the end of the Universe as we know it. In
that final end, coming perhaps 50 to 75
billion years [rom now, all structures,
characteristics and organizations of matter,
from subatomic particles to stars and galax-
ies. from matter to antimatter, will*all be
completely wiped out and converted back
into encrgy. (Perhaps after that another
Big Bang may set off beginning of a totally
new Universe, the start of a new Kalpa;
but that would be a different physical
world than the one we are in now. )

So we see that Physics postulates a
beginning and an end to this present
physical world. During the total Universe
life-time of about 80 billion years. the
initial energy gives rise to physical matter,
which clumps and granulates into some
simple forms and structures, and then all
forms and patterns meet their eventual
end. Our Solar System and the life that has
developed on one of its planets is part of
this evolutionary sequence characterizing
the history of the Universe every where.
Through the exquisite balance of the four
basic forces of Nature acting on all matter,
and the resulting interconversion of active
(kinetic) and latent (potential) encrgies.
the eventual demisc of the Universe is
postponed into the far distant future. This
fortuitous delay sets the stage for life to
develop in a benign and essentially stable
environment, progressing towards the
emergence of man, who has achieved the
evolutionary sophistication to cognize the
very weave dnd makeup of the Creation,

But physical life, as all other physical
structures that have developed in the
Universe, will also eventually come to an
end, to be washed away forever without a
trace in the sands of time. Long before the
implosive end of the Universe, the sun will
have pone through its dying red-giant
phase, in the process engulfing all the
planets in the Solar System. In time it will
shrink to a white dwarf and slowly cool oft
to become an inert, lifeless body hurtling
aimlessly through space, until it is finally
devoured as if by kali, in the gigantic black
hole believed to be at the center of our
Galaxy, this in turn will merge with the

INDIA LOSING ITS PATIENCE OVER SRI LANKA!

India has warned Sri Lanka to put a stop to the air, sea and land attacks it is making in the Northern Jaffna Peninsula,in the
continuing war between Sri Lankan armed forces and Tamil Eelam Freedom fighters! Minister Chidambaram who went to
Sri Lanka on a mediating role has categorically refused that Sri Lanka make the conflict an issue that will be allowed to be
solved by the Commonwealth. Mr Chidambaram said that no country other than India can play a mediatory role!
Meanwhile Sri Lanka had told India that it is now in favour of holding Proximity Talks with Tamil Groups. Proximity Talks
means that delegations from the Sri Lankan Government and the Tamil Freedom Groups will be present at the same venue

but will conduct dialogue through an intermediary.

While the Sri Lankan Air Force was carrying out indiscriminate
bombing raids on Jaffna's civilian targets, London’s Tamil Eelam
Pioneer, Mr Sinnappu Maharasingam sent the following Telegram to
Shri Rajiv Gandhi:*Indian Intolerance is mistaken by the aggressor for
intransigence. No effective Parliamentary or outside opposition as Miss
Bhutto to Pakistan, amongst the Sinhalese for the continued and open
barbarism. Friendly hand of India is itself bitten! On the other hand the
procastination of the Bagavath Gita in the battlefield is fast losing its
timing. It will be all too late when the aggressor has begun to strike with
extermination technology and mercenaries. We who have no other
protector. We appeal to you as our Karma Yogi to act now! Sinhala
regime only understands sudden sharp shocks!” Telegrams and urgent
appeals have also been sent by many organisations and individuals to the
United Nations and many governments including India.

Indian Anger over Jayawardene tirade

India’s External Affairs Minister P Shiv Shankar joined the Govern-
ment and the Opposition members in the Rajya Sabha, in condemning

for his “intemperate and
irresponsible™ utterances against India and Rajiv Gandhi in an interview
given to London’s Sunday Times. Mr Shiv Shankar said that it did not
behove a leader of Mr Jayawardene's stature to talk in such a fashion.
His accusation that Mr Rajiv Gandhi was backing the Tamil separatists
was singularly unfortunate he said. Mr Shiv Shankar was replying to a
four - hour duration call-attention motion on the Sri Lankan - Tamil
Eelam ethnic crisis. Mr Shiv Shankar further said that if the purpose of
Mr Jayawardene's outburst against India and the Indian Prime Minister
was to secure arms and money from the West to crush the Tamils in his
country, it would be even more unfortunate.

During the call-attention motion’both the Government and Opposition
members urged the Indian Government to shake off its ‘vacillating and
weak response to the happenings in Sri Lanka. Mr V Gopalasamy
(DMK), who tabled the motion, urged the Government to give Sri
Lanka an ultimatum and break-off diplomatic relations in case it did not
end the 'genocide’ of Tamils and resolve the crisis speedily. He said that
under the pretext of negotiations the Jayawardene regime was cleverly
using up the time to arm itself to the teeth to crush the Tamil movement.
The Sri Lankan authorities, he said, were out to annihilate not only the
Tamil populace but stamp out every vestige of Tamil culture in the
Island.

Mr P Upendra (Telugu Desam) wanted India to mobilise world opinion
and bring international pressure on Sri Lanka. It would not be enough to
move the Human Rights Commission. The UN itself should be
approached. He wondered how India was still treating it as an internal
problem of Sri Lanka, since it was the Tamil race which was being
systematically butchered. Mr Chitta Basu (Forward Bloc) said it was
clear that Mr Jayawardene wanted to have a full-fledged war with the
Tamils, for which he had sought assistance from the Western powers. Mr
Jaswant Singh (BJP) criticised the Indian Government’s approach which
was one of helplessness.

All India Support for
Protections of Tamils
in Sri Lanka

An All India Conference organised on
May 4th under the auspices of TESO in
Madurai attracted 1.5 million sympathisers
and many All India Politicians!

When pitched battles break out between warring faction within a
militant group or between groups, the whole Tamil polity’s
consensus of Tamil Eclam consciousness is shaken at the
very core of its embryonic development! 1 sensed this danger
while I was in Tamil Nadu as an independent observer, which
prompted me to write to “London Murasu” of the immediacy of
action within the five prominent Freedom Organisations —
“Enemy Within"—(London Murasu, July 1985 edition, page 18.)
I quote, “The Freedom Movement leaders must recognise this
fundamental base to cradicate self-inflicting wounds on the body
politics of Tamil Eelam, without which the eradication of the
twin evils of caste and dowry system, from our midst once and
for all, will not take place. This is what I mean by the “Enemy
Within”. Tamil Eelam people should take note of this very
seriously.™

Tamil Eelam struggle should not be seen as the ancient
Aryachkravati adventurism which will only defile the sacredness
of the birth of a genuine revolutionary cultural vehicle. Towards
this birth violence in this present state is fundamentally of no
significance. Then what sparked off the violent upsurge of
militancy in the prolonged and irreversible constitutional,
demographic and cultural genocide of the Tamil Eelam. The
political nationalism of the Tamil United Liberation Front could
not effectively thwart with their non—violent stance The Jayawar-
dhene’s paranoid projections and his state extermination of
Tamils Why paranoid? Because he recognises neither the
Sinhala inherent sense of dignity nor the extermination of the
Tamil people. He is no more responsible to himself. His
avoidance is understandable, for he will not face up to his own
terror, lonliness and isolation. Within the Sinhalese people, he
has institutionalised paranoia, and struck a dcath-blow for
responsible people to emerge to move from the known into the
unknown, where possible transformation to reverse the myopia
of the people could take place in order to go beyound the
boundary of so-called 'legitimacy’ in their struggle against the
Sinhala Buddhist revivalist chauvinism. Its tentacles are a
powerful means of strangulation of the voice of dissent (except
only one Communist Member of Parliament. Sarath Muthatuwe-
gama and he has now met with a mysteroius “accident™ and
died!).

If rank and file fails, leaders will undoubtedly fail to deliver.
The recent internecine warfare, in the face of so many deaths of
my young brethren with civilian casualities, is a clear reminder to
the Tamil community, in particular those living abroad, who
have denied to themselves the right to genuinely take part in the
objectives. values, methods, and structures of the revolution of
the youth towards the achievement of Tamil Eelam; but become
slaves to making money and become victims of the western
Consumer Socicty and the Usuristic Monetaristic Exploitation-
isms, without any creative purposes, but for the greed of it, is a
clear warning to come out clean, forgetting private struggles and
honestly say that they have done everything that they could to
give the revolutionary youths the inspiration of a united struggle.
Four groups that closed their ranks under the Ealam National
Liberation Front have broken up unable to fuse their common
grounds. notwithstanding their ‘Marxist® clamour for unity.
Contrary to this national trend of fragmentation the four groups
in Berne - Switzerlund, where I was recently, EROS, EPRLF,
PLOTE and LTTE — showed great sense of responsibility of
standing together in their struggle to fight a racist Government,
against the deportation of the Tamil refugees. It gave great
strength, when 1 joined them in their struggle to fight their
deportation. I felt 1 was only serving with them our cause to
achieve Tamil Ealam.

The confrontataion between the TELO and LTTE should not
be dismissed as a battle for power between two leaders. Both
had deep respect for cach other. I know that. In fact it surprised
me that these two groups who are emergingoutstrongas

potential military strategists could not recognise each other’s
strengths. This is an ugly incident that should never occur in
Tamil Ealam. Nevertheless by now it must be recognised that the
LTTE leader Prabaharan is emerging ahead of all others as a
genuine military leader, as his rank and file are facing the brunt
of the real enemy’s barbourous attacks. This young man has built
a disciplined army with limited resources. While the Sinhala
Enemy is publicly going about saying that they have openly
declared war on the Tamil people, and buying in the open
market “extermination weaponery” Why can't the five groups
merge together at least at this desparate hour? That could at
least spare the kind of disaster that had struck to hundreds of
trained Tamil youths in the rece: nt internecine killings!

This is a time of great crisis, and only in times of crisis, ones
mind sees the truth. Clarity of purpose is fundamental in a
revolutionary process. This is not to satisfy petty personal
egoisms. Do not allow your minds to be manipulated by
mediocres, Everyone of you is an honest warrior. There can be
no compromises in a true revolution. A true revolution is like a
river in floods. There will be many destruction of lives, property
and kith and kin. Destm} the family concept and treat all as your
brethern-allow boys and girls to come to the front. This is their
battle and let all of us support them. There are those in the
United Kingdom, USA and Canada, who have reverted to their
vices of dowry, ‘donation’, and caste. How can. they observe
their virtues? They have no place in Tamil Ealam nor those who
manipulate others minds. These actions are causing great harm
to the revolution which is a spontaneous reaction by the youth to
cleanse our society of these evils, which are so deep-seated, and
even surfacing within the revolutionary process, that the society
should be cleansed to the very core. All must be free within. If
the right leaders are not given their rightful place, they may turn
dictators!

There will be no revolution in the Sinhala South, for the powers
of the Executive President, so well manipulated by this one man,
have killed it in the womb itself. The monopolistic control of his
dictatorial powers will deny the Sinhala society its right to
assembly speech and movement. But within the Tamil polity,
where eternal vigilince has developed a right to self-
determination and a willing sacrifice of their lives on a mass
civil-disobedience, no dictatorship can ever germinate. But my
24 years exile from my society is to see that everyone is free to
feel their freedom without ever thinking about it or reminded
about it. Uma Maheswaran, Prabhaharan, Padmanabha, Bala-
kumar, the new TELO leader Selvan and the TEA leader
Thambipillai Maheswaran must sit and dialogue about the
political strategy. I have already had long dialogues with Uma
Maheswaran and found his sincerety in his political analysis and
in this he would not move without the concesus of: other leaders.
A new political awareness is important without the fragmentary
forces manipulating for a definite course of thinking of our
people. This Tamil Eelam revolution is not to hand over a
systematised poliltical thinking. This revolution is to free the
people in their minds to further action. Therefore Marxists
sychophants are out, nor religious fanatics. But there will be a
religious mind and marxist understanding of the new develoment
as the people see it. There will be no monopolistic control of any
form of ideologies. Marxist revolutions are fought for the
ascendancy of socialism over capitalism, but in the poorer
countries it is seen as a battle between socialism and barbarism.
We are just going through that and the intelligent Tamil people
are fully aware of it.

To confirm the intentions of the Sri Lankan Government
present and past here is the text of his recent speech as appearing
in the Sri Lankan newspaper The Island of 24 march 1986:—

“President J.R.Jeyawardhene yesterday pledged that the Gov-
ernment would launch the Yan Oya project in Trincomalea and
the Lahugala project in Amparai district once the on going war in
the North and East come to an end, “This is a Sinhala country.
The Sinhala people have no other place to go. The Mahaweli is a
project that belongs to the Sinhala people of this country. It will
be the Sinhala peasants who will benefit by this project.™ The
President told a massive gathering at the closing ceremony of the
Randenigala reservoir project. He further went on to say that,
The Moraghkande project in Vavunia would be started with
Japanese assistance, no soonet the terrorists were controlled.”

Freedom fighters must not create frictions within, for the
enemy will feel comfortable. It is the cause that matters. Respect

the concensus of the people!

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JIDDU KRISHNAMURTI- A WISE TRAVELLER
IN A PATHLESS LAND

INDIA mourned one of its greatest twentieth century philosophers, Jiddu Krishnamurti, who died in
California. He was 90. Prime Minister Rajiv Gandhi said: “Our country and the world are poorer with

his death”.

Krishnamurti was one of the most extraordin-
ary spiritual leaders of his period. An unknown
Indian youth with romantic good looks, he
became a messiah for the Theosophists and their
followers in Europe, Asia and America. Even-
tually he rejected this role, and even a more
modest leader's position, telling his followers to
look within”.

Unlike many world leaders, both religious and
political, his message didn't change as he grew
older. “I maintain that truth is a pathless land”,
he told audiences throughout his mature years,
“By any religion, by any sect, by any political
organisation”.

His style also didn’t change. A short, slim. bird
like man with huge, luminous eyes, neatly
dressed in a dark suit and tie (except in his
native India, where he dressed in the national
style), he usually appeared without any intro-
duction, sat upright on a hard-backed chair,
waited until late—comers had found their scats,
and then talked quietly into a microphone,
never raising his voice and seldom even gestur-
ing.

At first audiences were disappointed by his
low-key delivery and lack of drama, but gra-
dually his serenity began to have a hypnotic
effect as he insisted, “We are not trying to
convince you of anything. Please believe me.
But if we could actually think together. it would
be a marvellous thing”.

Aldous Huxley, who was more apt to praise
scientists than religious leaders. described a talk
by Krishnamurti as “like listening to a discourse
of the Buddha." Henry Miller, an American
writer more inclined to rebellion than adulation,
said, “I know of no living man whose thought is
more inspiring”. This self-effacing Indian mystic
also included among his admirers philosphers as
different as Nehru and Bernard Shaw. Yet his
deepest thoughts about the pathless land of truth
often involved mystical flights that even his most
devoted followers found hard to understand.

His dedicated biographer, Mary Lutyens, once
remarked after one of his “talks™ that while she

seemed to understand what he was saying while
he was actually talking, “T could not afterward
have given any coherent idea of it to someone
who had never heard him.” What seemed to
impress his audiences so strongly was the consis-
tent modesty of his philosophy and appearance.
In a world increasingly beset by the aggressive
“hard sell,” of religion as much as anything else,
Krishnamurti's lifelong insistence that no leader,
guru, or even a plain old mystic like himself
could know all the answers, had a unique
appeal.

The way Krishnamurti reached this conclusion
was as dramatic a story of spiritual awakening as
a Dostoevsky novel. Born on May 11, 1895, at
Madanagalle, 150 miles north of Madras, he was
the cighth child of Telegu—speaking Brahmin
parents. His father was a rent collector em-
ployed by the British, so the family wasn’t poor
by Indian standards. His mother died when he
was 10 and his father, who had been a
Theosophist for years, took the family to the
International Headquarters of the Theosophical
Society at Adyar, where he became an assistant
SdCrEtﬂr}-’.

Most Theosophists at that time believed a new
messiah or world teacher was soon to appear as
Jesus had nearly 2,000 years before. Charles
Webster Leadbetter, a leading figure in the
Theosophical Society who believed himself to be
clirvoyant, picked out young Krishnamurti on
the beach one evening from a crowd of other
Indian youths to be the “vehicle” for the world
teacher. He claimed the beauty of the young
Krishnamurti’s aura had no selfishness in it.

Although Krishnamurti was dirty and skinny,
seemed to be in a dream most of the time, and
was beaten at school for stupidity, Leadbeater
soon fattened him up with big meals, bicycle
rides, tennis and swimming, and Kristnamurti
blossomed into a very striking looking youth or,
as one Theosophist put it in her extreme
enthusiasm, “a young god™,

His spiritual training was undertaken by Lead-
beater’s own occult master, Kuthumi, who, it

was said, could be visited nightly on the astral
plane during sleep. The young atheletic Krish-
namurti was soon having extraordinary mystical
flights out of his body, he claimed, and these
psychic experiences helped to mature him.

Mrs Annie Besant, the president of the
Theosophical Society, became his legal guardian
as the first step in preparing him for the great
role he was to play. Later his father tried to get
him back through the courts, but by then
Krishnamurti had rcached his majority accord-
ing to Indian law and needed no guardian.

The young Krishnamurti has given an intensive
grooming in Europe that must at first have been
exciting and flattering, but soon became increas-
ingly nerve—racking and restrictive as his follow-
ers began to prostrate themselves before him
and insist he play the role he had been given,
They became very demanding. His Indian good
looks were exotic in Europe and several women
gave up their families to pursue him, but found
that he didn't respond to their advances.

Just as the women who pursued him had to
learn that he wasn't available, so, too had the
Theosophists and the other followers who east
him as a new messiah. Unhappy at the increas-
ing pressures on him to play the role. he finally
broke with the Theosophists with his famous
declaration, “Truth is a pathless land”. The
Theosophists didn’t have the right “path™ any
more than any other religion or political faith.

Instead of being the head of a huge organisa-
tion, a revered world teacher treated as the
second incarnation of Christ, he insisted on
being a solitary mystic, even though many of his
devoted followers continued to crowd his meet-
ings as if he were their leader. A shy man, who
enjoyed golf and was very interested in new
machinery and gadgets, he did his best to project
a modest human image. but retained a very
unusual charisma and powerful presence into his
nineties, a facinating survivor in the pathless
land of truth and an excellent example of the
philosophy he preached and lived by.

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black hole remnants of all galaxies in the
final implosive dissolution of the Universe.

Most of the information used to put
together the above story comes from the
explosion of new knowledge in this cen-
tury, primarily through observational
knowledge in Astronomy and Nuclear
Physics, and the insights coming from two
great human achievements of this century,
namely the quantum and relativity theories
of modern Physics. For some time we have
known that everything material in this
world, animate and inanimate, microscopic
and macroscopic, i1s made of the same
building blocks and follows the same physi-
cal laws. With the discovery of the fine
structure of the DNA molecule we come to
realize that the genetic material of all
forms of life from bacteria to humans is
made of the same stuff and uses the same
code. In recent years the availability of
information has quickened and evidence of
the unity and interconnectedness of all
things in this world, has sharpened. This
world is.
properly called the Universe. We know
now that life could not have evolved on this
planet but for distant events in the Galaxy
as well as in the Solar System. For exam-
ple, it is known that shock waves which are
the result of certain turbulent features of
the magnetic field in the Galaxy make
possible the condition for the formation of
stars, as the Sun, from huge dust clouds
found in the spiral arms of the Galaxy. It 1s
known that only a series of supernova
explosions could have provided some of
the higher atomic-number elements such as
iodine, selenium, tin and zinc which are
vital for life. It is known from computer
studies that, fortunately for us, Jupiter has
just the right orbital parameters and mass
to provide the orbital stability to keep all
the planets on course around the Sun. We
now suspect that the tidal forces created by
the Moon, produce a magnetic dynamo
effect in the liquid-iron core of the Earth
which, in turn, is responsible for the
magnetosphere surrounding the Earth,
protectin}g life from the otherwise lethal
effects of corpuscular radiation from the
Sun, the so-called Solar Wind, But this
Solar Wind itself penetrates into the far
reaches of the Solar System out beyond the
orbit of Pluto, setting up an electromagne-
tic shield which protects the Solar System
and the life on our planet from the
enormously energetic cosmic ray showers,
that could have wiped out life long ago. It
is known that the existence of a particularly
rare resonance condition in the nucleus of
the carbon atom, an apparent accident of
Physics, gives rise to the exceptionally rear
event of the formation of a carbon nucleus
from the simultaneous collision and fusion
of three helium nuclei within a dying star,
an event which accounts for existence of
life as we know it. On the other hand, the
surprising nonexistence of a stable nuclues
containing two protons has the effect of
enormously slowing down the thermonuc-
lear process in a star, allowing it to burn
peacefully for billions of years (governed
Ey the reaction time of the weak nuclear
force), instead of blowing up.like a hydro-
gen bomb in a matter of seconds, (gov-
erned only by the strong nuclear force). As
far as the actual evolution of life on Earth
is concerned, it is known that major cli-
mactic changes caused by disturbances and
reversals in the Earth’s magnetic  field
resulted from large meteor impacts on the

Earth; these had wide-ranging influences
on the evolution of life, producing major
changes in existing life forms (such as the
probable demise of the Dinosaur species).
Many other unusual or extremely rare
events, accidents, and energy hangups in
various arcas of the Cosmos and in the
physics and chemistry of subatomic parti-
cles and molecular structures, conspire
together to permit life to evolve to its high
level of sophistication. What was once
regarded as a cold, hostile, randomly-
developing Cosmos, completely uncon-
cerned with the existence and preservation
of this remote, isolated planet, is turning
out to be a very friendly world indeed,
organized to protect and enhance man’s
mission here on Earth. It appears that
whatever is needed to encourage life on
this planet is provided by the Cosmos,
including many of the chemical precursors
of life some apparently entering piggyback
on meteors and comets.

THE CREATION SEEN AS
THE DIVINE LINGAM

Having discussed the view of Science in
accounting for the beginning and evolution
of the Universe, we might well wonder if
this spectacular but purely rational story of
the Creation is complete. Science does not
postulate the concept of God. It works on
the basis of parsimony or what is also
called the minimum hypothesis; simply
stated this holds that if physical phenome-
na which are observed to occur in the
world can be accounted for without invok-
ing divine intercession or creation, using
only existing or modified physical laws,
then such explanations or arguments based
on physical laws sans God, are strongly
preferred to any alternative metaphysical
explanations. Perhaps the only area where
God may be invoked in the Cosmology of
Science, is in the question of what happe-
ned before the Big Bang, who created that
incredible fireball that got it all going, and
who set up the parameters for the various
force fields and relationships between par-
ticles that permitted the Universe to evolve
in the unique way that it has. Here even
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Science may concede the possibility of 4,
act of God. But to limit God to just thyt
solitary initial act back in the distant Pag;
and to presume that everything since thep
has been a function only of blind physicy|
laws and chance events betrays a 'grm
spiritual ignorance and naivite. We,
children of God, who have personally
experienced the Grace of Bhagavan, mug
have a grander and more magnificen
concept of His Creation, but one which, g
the sme time,. includes the rational para-
digms of Science.

Baba stated that He created the world for
His own pleasure with the one word OM,
At once all the visible features of the
physical Universe sprang up, including |
living beings and man. Then, He added, in
man's mind He placed all His knowledge,
and so we must be grateful, and serve Him.
and always love Him, love Him, love Him.
This is essentially the same divine message
as spoken by Sri Krishna in the Bhagavad
Gita, or coming from Jehovah in the Book
of Genesis in the Holy Bible, or from St.
John in the New Testament. What, we may
ask, is really meant by these mystical
statements of the Creation: how do we
reconcile them with the slow evolution of
material matter and life forms that are the
observations and deductions of science? Is
it necessary to choose onec belief over the
other? As is true for so many questions in
Quantum Mechanics (such as the classical
one, ‘Is the electron a wave or a particle?’)
both possibilities, though appearing to be
diametrically opposite, may be equally
valid depending on the viewpoint of the
questioner or the observer. For all of us,
inclined as we are to rational and linear
thinking in a time frame, the evolutionary
story is generally more satisfying and less
disturbing. The other requires a leap of
faith. But there is another possibility of
thinking, unlimited by linear time con-
straints which logically leads to the view of
God'’s instantaneous creation of the world,
To explore this let us consider a simple
thought experiment.

Imagine a ball of yarn or ball of wool
made up of a single continuous filament
which courses back and forth, creating the

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essentially solid three dimensional form of
the ball. If the ball of wool yarn were rolled
up by Mom rather than by some machine,
it would not necessarily be purely spherical
or of uniform consistency; it might be more
egg-shaped with a bulging middle, and it
might be lumpy with a variety of surface
features and patterns where she bobbed
the thread back and forth more or less
randomly, bunching up adjoining winding.
Now if we draw 3 mutually-perpendicular
coordinate axes through the center of the
egg-shaped ball, and call one of these axes
‘time’, and the other two ‘space’ (we have
to suppress or ignore one dimension of
space to keep this visualization in three
dimensions), then we will have a solid
figure which can be used to represent the
shape of the Universe as described in the
previous section. If we sweep across the
time dimension from one end of the egg-
shaped ball to the other we see that there is
an edge where the surface of the solid
figure begins. We can label that time 20
billion years ago’ and that spatial edge ‘the
Big Bang'. As we go forward in time we
see that the solid volume of the egg-shaped
space expands, up to a maximum; we can
call that time ‘20 billion years from now’,
the time when the gravity has overcome
and halted the outward expansion of the
atomic Universe. Then as we continue to
go forward in time, the solid volume of
spacc again contracts until we reach the
other edge of the egg, 40 billion years later,
where all matter has inploded into itself
and vanished into energy. Individual ato-
mic particles making up the solid matter in
the Universe would for the most part have
an existence equal to the total life of the
Universe, following a trajectory which
goes from one edge to the other, much as
the filaments of the ball of yarn do, giving
the figure its solid shape. Some particles
would have a shorter life span, ending their
existence in a burst of energy and being
reborn within the total life span of the
Universe, giving the world some of its
lumpy and grainy features. The ‘Now' of
the present moment would be a plane cut
through the egg at about a fourth of the
way from the ‘Big Bang’ cdge, at a point
where the solid shape of the egg, and hence
the Universe, is still expanding significant-
ly.

Continuing with the image of the ball of
yarn; if in fact we cut it clean across some
distance from one edge and look in on the
plane of the cut, we would see millions of
dots representing the cut ends of the
previously continous thread, distributed in
various patterns, with some local areas of
concentration, interspersed with regions of
low density or empty space. If we were
looking at this without having the overview
of the total ball of yarn, we would conclude
that there arc millions of separate indi-
vidual dots or entities, many in local spatial
relationships to each other. If we make
some additional fine slices in the ball
parallel to the first slice, and hence repre-
senting earlier or later increments of time,
we would see the patterns and concentra-
tions of dots changing from slice to shce;
but there would remain correlations in the
clumping of cut ends from slice to slice.
Over say 10 successive parallel slices (rep-
resenting 10 incremental periods of time)
some clumps would form, in a given area of
space come into relationship to neighbour-
ing clumps, and then dissolve, the indi-
vidual dots scattering out-wards and the
clumps being replaced by empty space.
Again without the overview of the total

ball of yarn, we would conclude that all the
patterns and entities seen as clumps of dots
in space at any one time, change their
shape and structure at successive incre-
ments of time. So we could develop a
science of observation and laws governing
some of these patterns, and postulate
certain theories regarding long-term trends
observed over time sequences, which we
might label with such names as ‘Evolution’
or 'Life Span’, etc.

Reflecting on this thought-experiment of
a Universe shaped like a Cosmic Egg, (ie)

like a Lingam, or like a solid ball made up
of one continuous divine thread (wound up
by the Cosmic Mother), suggests that the
Creation did not just happen in a time
sequence, following from some original
divine cause (the %ig Bang); the figure
suggests that all of the Past and all of the
Future already exists, and that the whole
grand Lingam of the Universe was created
by Bhagavan’s Sankalpa all at once, includ-
ing all the Space-Time that ever has been
and ever will be associated with the world
that we know. This idea is not totally
foreign, to the modern concepts of Physics,
as shown bi:the following quote from great
Physicist, Louis De Broglie; “In Space-
Time, everything which for each of us
constitutes the Past, Present and Future is
given enbloc, Each observer, as his time
passes, discovers new slices of Space-Time,
though in reality the ensemble of events
constituting Space-Time exists prior to his
knowledge of them.”

Physicists are still looking for the one
elementary particle that underlies all mat-
ter. Protons, neutrons, electrons, and hun-
dreds of short-lived particles with exotic
names have given way to quarks, and
these, in turn, are now suspected of being
made up of still more elementary units of
matter-energy. The thought experiment
given above suggests that the elementary
cosmic particle when it is finally found will
be the one divine atmic particle, coursing
back and forth through out the Space-Time
Continum of the Creation, vitalizing and
constituting all forms of matter and energy
in the Universe. Its effect is much like the
one continuous filament in the ball of yarn.
As it moves backwards and forwards in
time it creates the solid figure comprising
the physical Universe over its total history,
including all its manifold features, objects,
inhabitants and processes. Somewhere in
that cosmic ball, man’s mind is formed long
enough to cognize the divine process, stand
in awe of its Maker, and free himself from
the tangle of threads to rise up out of and
beyond the cosmic web of the physical
Universe. to the heights of the Creator
Himself.

NEGATIVE TIME

The concept of negative time, of a particle
moving backwards in time, may create
some difficulties for those who have never
considered this before. We meet up with
negative time in Physics in relation to anti-
matter. The existence of anti-matter was
originally theorized by Paul Dirac in 1928,
when investigating one of the offshoots of
the Theory of Relativity, which postulates
the existence of negative as well as the
familiar positive energy states of our nor-
mal world. These negative energy states
constitute an imaginary or virtual world in

which particles of matter exist by scattering
backwards in*time. This turns out to be
anti-matter in the actual world, a form of
matter which is a vital part of all high-
energy nuclear phenomena (such as those
that occur in the thermonuclear burning of
hydrogen within a star), and is believed to
make up half of all the mass that exists 'in
the Universe. It cannot exist in the same
space as ordinary matter, since the two
forms would annihilate each other; but
there would be no difficulty in separate
organizations of matter in Space, such as
galaxies, being made up exclusively of anti-
matter stars. In the ball of yarn that we
previously considered it can be observed
that the positive-going windings tend to be
displaced to the other side of the ball from
the negative-going windings that follow
them, since they are both wrapped around
the outer circumference of the ball. Simi-
larly successive positive and negative-going
tracks of the atmic particle would also be
significantly displaced in space since they
would span the total life history of the
Universe. In that way we might expect that
an object such as a man or a rock or a star
in our galaxy would be made up of
positively-going passes, whereas in another
part of the Universe objects made of anti-
matter could arise from the corresponding
negative-time passes of the divine particle.

To return for a moment to Atomic
Physics, the only known way in which a
certain quantum of energy can be totally
transformed into mass, or vice versa, by
Einstein’s famous mass-energy equivalence
equation (E=mc’), is by the formation of a
matter/anti-matter pair out of a high ener-
gy photon or gamma ray. One interpreta-
tion of this process of pair creation and
subsequent annihilation, as suggested by
the Nobel Laureate, Richard Feynmann, is
to consider that throughout this process
there exists just a single particle. Let's
consider an electron, for example, that at
some point gives up its normal existence in
the world, and in vanishing from the scene
releases a quantum of energy. As a result it
falls down into a negative energy state, a
virtual world, (a different world from our
real world of known physical matter); here
it moves backwards in time, until it again
absorbs a quantum of energy at an earlier
point in time. At that point it is reborn in
the familiar world of positive energy states,
where it resumes its normal existence,
moving through space in the forward direc-
tion of time, as
before. The stretch of time when it was an
electron moving backwards in time in a
virtual world, is equivalent to it being an
anti-matter electron (a positron) moving
forward in time 'n the real world. The
positron would appear as a separate parti-
cle which is formed, moves forward in
time, and is annihilated. In fact, at some
given point in time it will appear in the case
just given that there existed three different
particles, two electrons and one positron,
having different tracks in space, when
really just a single particle moving to and
fro in time and changing energy states
could account for all the observed pheno-
mena.

A further observation of the single parti-
cle coursing back and forth in time is that it
has the effect of transporting a quantum of
energy from one point in Space-Time to be
released again at another point in Space-
Time. (with physical matter in the form of




the particle, serving as the intermediary
transport vehicle): the transfer of energy
occurs completely, without any loss during
the process. If the one particle is the divine
atmic particle in the model of the Universe
we've previously considered, we see that
the energy from the Big Bang will be fully
recovered at the end of the Universe,
substantiating the Law of Conservation of
Energy and Mass. In other words, energy
and mass are in equilibrium. In the end as
much energy comes out as went into the
formation of the Universe. But here there
is an essential difference. The quality of
the energy at the beginning of the Universe
is exposive, expansive, kinetic, rajasic,
very capable of performing useful work
(creation of structures and forms; it is the
initial shot of Petrol that gets all the
processes in the Universe going. As time
passes in the Universe the quality of the
energy gets degraded. More and more of
the original, kinetic, radiant energy be-
comes locked up in inert masses such as the
carcasses of dead stars (made up primarily
of iron), or in the cosmic background
radiation, and as a result is unable to do
any further useful work in the Cosmos. We
see the initial explosion turn finally to
implosion, the expansion turn to contrac-
tion, kinetic to potential, growth into
dying, rajasic into thamasic; it is not until
the very end when all matter has returned
to energy that the dynamic state of explo-
sive energy again becomes possible. This
degradation in the quality of energy with
time is sometimes related to the concept of
Entropy developed in Thermodynamics,
where the famous 2nd Law states that in a
closed system the Entropy (and hence the
Disorder) increases with time, whereas
Order and Free Energy (which is energy
available to do useful work) decrease with
time. In other words, the Universe as a
closed system runs down with the passage
of time; it ages and finally dies.

A closed system implies that there are no
new sources of energy coming in from the
outside. The Earth's Biosphere, for exam-
ple containing all the earth’s mineral plant
and amimal life, cannot be considered a
closed system since there is a constant
influx of vital energy from the Sun, which
keeps the Entropy and Disorder in the
Biosphere from increasing. Can we truly
say that the Universe is a closed system
with no new sources of vitalizing energy
flowing into it from outside during its life
time? We can in a purely physical sense; in
the Universe there can be no ‘outside’. But
doesn’t the Universe have its sun in the
form of Bhagavan, who constantly shines
on it, vitalizes it, radiates His Grace on it,
with His Love and Blessing? And just as
the Sun does for Earth, wouldn’t we expect
that His warming rays would keep the
Entropy and Disorder of the whole Uni-
verse from increasing? If that is so, and yet
we know that the overall Universe is
physically running down and getting more
disorganized with time, then there must be
a subtler plane of existence which is getting
more organized and ordered with time. so
that the net Entropy can remain constarit
and Order can be preserved. That subtler
plane of existence is the domain of con-
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sciousness, the spiritual domain, whose
dynamic is contained in the upward thrust
of Evolution towards constantly higher
consciousness, in all forms and species. We
can conclude that in the physical world
there is a steady expansion of Disorder, set
by the initial boundary conditions of the
Big Bang and the subsequent increase in
Entropy, with energy-mass becoming de-
graded with time. In the subtle domain
within the physical world, there is a con-
stant expansion of Order set by the evolu-
tionary pressure towards more complex
organizations embodying more and more
consciousness, and leading ultimately to
man'’s return path to divine consciousness
and wisdom. We might say that in the
physical dimension there is a descendence
from the Sattwic quality represented by the
Will of God (the initial Word), to the
Rajasic quality of energy at the time of
Creation, which with time compacts into
the Thamasic quality of inert matter. At
the same time there is the ascendence of
the Thamasic quality contained in unde-
veloped energy and matter, developing
through Evolution to the Rajasic quality of
a huge multiplicity of forms embodying
some group consciousness, ultimately to
the Satwic quality of man’s rise to his
divine origin. The two opposing trends can
be thought to be in equilibrium, so that we
might postulate a Law of Conservation of
Order which applies to Universe as a whole
and parallels the Law of Conservation of
Energy and Matter. It simply states that as
the Order contained in the material and
physical energy of the Universe decreases
with time, the Order contained in the
Consciousness and subtle (spiritual)
dimension of the Universe increases with
time, thereby the Universe to achieve the
principal purpose of its existence. In the
end man alone reaches the level of cogni-
tive consciousness which transcends the
disordering effect of matter, and he alone
has the potential for becoming totally free
of the weaving patterns of material attach-
ments and bonds created by the divine
particle’s journey in Time-Space.

At this point we might refresh our minds
by a quote from the Gita:

“The Evolution of the Universe starts
with the One and ends with the One.

That Yogi who realizes the whole variety
of manifested matter and beings in the
Universe as issuing from the One, evolv-
ing, devolving, and then blending again
into the One, that enlightened One comes

© B FURTHER REFLECTIONS
ON THE ONE ATMIC PARTICLE

Consider another thought experiment.
We are watching a football game on a
television receiver. Play follows play, and
so absorbed are we in the action being
revealed on the screen that we forget that
all we are viewing is made up of a single
electronic dot scanning across the screen,
intensifying at certain electronically-
designated points to leave a temporary
recard that can be seeny, The scanning dot
may atsome givercinstant of time, go from
the ear of one player to a finger of another,

to the tip of the shoe of still another player,
to a part of the ball, to some other visual
feature of the field, and then return to scan
another part of the first player, followed by
another part of the second player, etc.,
until one frame has been completely swept
out. For a while the scanning dot is
blanked out as it returns to the starting
point of the next frame, and then the whole
procedure repeats again. It is only when we
view the rapid sequence of frames that we
get the illusion of a continuous action, with
every figure on the screen apparently
having a separate and individual existence
in Space-Time, although it is all just caused
by a single dot. Here is a small example of
man creating in the image of the Divine
Creator. Looking further into the process
just described we see that as far as the
television apparatus is concerned, each
frame, which represents a new slice (or
increment) of time, is completely indepen-
dent of every other frame; it is only in the
mind of the viewer that the frames are in
any way connected, If the sequence of
frames were mixed up in the received
singnal, this would cause no difficulty in
the operation of the television set. but the
illusion would be spoiled for the viewer. In
a similar way, for the single divine atmic
particle previously hypothesized, every sli-
ce of time, every new moment can be seen
to be a totally new creation of the whole
Universe, unrelated to any other moment
except through the illusion of Time. Since
it is assumed to be a discreet particle,
rather than the continuous filament of the
ball of yarn, it leaves no memory of its
existence behind in its sojourns; we would
conclude that only that moment exists in
time which is being experienced. for it is
only at that moment that the sum total of
the forward and backward coursings of the
particle make up the apparent multiplicity
of objects in space. A further subtlety is
that because of the conjectured possibility
of movement in negative time. the particle
can be present at many points in space the
same time; this permits us to circumvent
the speed of light limitation for the simulta-
neous occurrence of an event at different
points is space. (This may be the only
rational way of explaining the simulta-
neous explosion of all points in Space at
the time of the Big Bang in the Cosmologi-
cal Model proposed by Science).

With all that has been said above. we
might now reflect on Baba’s Leelas and on
His divine statements regarding the crea-
tion of the world. Of course it must be
understood that all of this discussion is
pure conjecture, intended only to stimulate
thinking in novel directions, with the prin-
cipal object of helping us to sce Bhagvan's
divine handiwork and divine participation
in all events and materials that we experi-
ence in our daily lives. We will never be
able to truly understand Baba’s cosmic
powers. but we can expand our conscious-
ness by reflecting on them,

In terms of the Atmic Model of the
Universe given above, can there be any
doubt that with the One word, Bhagavan
can designate any moment, any frame in
the Space-Time history of the Universe
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created by the atmic particle, and Immedi-
ately the Space-Time slice of the Cosmic
Lingam appears, complete with all its
objects and inhabitants. Each moment He
recreates a new frame; by permitting these
moments of creation to follow a given
sequence He gives us the illusion of the
Time-connection. Now let us consider
what may happen when Swami miraculous-
ly heals an individual. Does He do so by
overruling the laws of nature, instantly
changing the pathological functioning and/
or structural damage that may exist in
millions or perhaps billions of individual
cells. He certainly can do so because He
recreates the whole Universe every mo-
ment. But He might also do it another way.
Having created all aspects of Nature, God
has given each its dharma to perform, each
keeping within its hierarchical structure
and performing its necessary duties, as
assigned. Surely, God does not normally
interfere with those dharmas but lets them
take their course. as the mechanism of the
Universe that He created appears to run
itself. Having created Time as the principal
illusory instrument of Maya, He allows it
to act out its dharma of past, present, and
future progressions, a vector relationship
that takes events along a certain unfolding
track. And as manifested creatures, we and
the whole Universe and all of Scicnce are
all immersed and ensnared in this Time
that He has created. But if He has created
Time, wouldn’t you think that He could
have created anti-Time as well, in the same
way that he created anti-matter to go with
matter. Free movement in anti-Time or
negative-Time permits Him to move back-
wards to Causes, a higher level phenome-
non than dealing with the effects which
manifest at a later time, as a direct result of
those Causes. So here we see another way
for Swami to function within the illusion of
time. An Act of Grace. a miraculous
healing can be seen in this context as
changing a Cause; this might be just a
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thought, or an error of judgment, or a
maturing Karmic seed, or some traumatic
event, any of which could have occurred
years earlier. Instead of interfering with
the Laws of Nature and changing millions
of individual elements that together make
up the apparent present reality or experi-
ence, how much easicr it would be to let
the Laws stand without interference, but
instead go back and just change the one
initial Cause of a certain complex of
phenomena that have manifested them-
selves into present experience. By setting
right just the one thought or deactivating
the one Karmic seed or changing the cause
of a single traumatic incident in the far
Past, He can influence billions of physical
clements in the present to resume their
natural healthy functioning. As a result the
individual is miraculously healed. It is
assumed in this that just as anti-matter and
matter when coming together mutually
annihilate each other (although from
another point of view that is all just an
illusion if we assume there is only the one
particle moving backwards and forwards in
time) in the same way it might be conclu-
ded that Time and anti-Time when follow-
ing reciprocal tracks annihilate each other,
and memories and cvents pertaining to that
track are wiped out; than a change in an
earlier Cause is free to mature to a new set
of conditions in the present, (ie) a healing.

A clue to this divine ability to [reely move
backwards (as well as forwards) in Time 1s
given to us by the story of Hislop’s crucifix,
where Swami said that He went back to
find the original atoms that made up the
wood in Christ’'s Cross. From these He
constructed the small crucifix. He wills the
Time, and instanly the universe at that
point is revealed; perhaps then He follows
the divine particle forward in Time as it
sweeps through some atoms of Christ’s
Cross and then those atomic particles
become part of some object in the present

world, (which He thén either fetches, or
He may have programmed to become part
of the little crucifix from the beginning).
How much joy He must get from this play
backwards and forwards in Time!

CONCLUSION

The principal message of this paper is the

good news that the Universe is benign; it'is
warm and friendly, filled with the Divine
Shakti and therefore filled with Love. It is
only our Minds that create the distance and
isolation, and it is our pride or ignorance
which creates the image of the lonely
embattled human spirit facing a cold, vast,
hostile world. We have everything to be
thankful for, and everything to be happy
for. The whole world everywhere for all
time is saturated with Sai.

Swami has said that if we make
one step towards Him, He will match it
with ten, a hundred, a thousand steps
towards us. In a moment He will recreate
the whole Universe; move heaven and
earth to help a devotee, who lives only for
Sai. Let us pray that every moment we
remember to renew that choice to come to
Sai, to see only Sai, to adore and worship
and love and thank Him, who has given us
so much.

THE SHAPE OF
THINGS TO COME

Law Studies’ School of Law & Social
Science celebrates with an Annual
Lecture

LAW STUDIES School of Law and Social
Science presented its annual lecture “The Shape
of things to come™, on the 9th April 1986, at the
White House Hotel, London. A distinguished
audience of diplomats, academics and students
gathered at the.Hotel's deluxe Albany Room for
the occasion.

The audience were taken up by Dr Adrien
Antoine’s carefully charted address titled "Politi-
cal Ideology and Development in the Third
World’, Dr Antoine gave a brief analysis of the
two separate ideologies, Capitalism and Social-
ism, how they are poised in their respective
camps and their impact as strategies or remedies
upon the range of international activities. He

briefly described how the two substantive posi-
tions differ and how they affect the socio —
political and economic existence of poor coun-
tries, especially those countries geographically
labelled "Third World® and which straddles the
globe from Africa to the sub continent of Asia to
the Arab World and Latin America.

Dr Antoine stressed the importance of ideolo-
gy to both the industrialized as well as the
developing countries. He suggested the social
contention that industrialization and technology
are far more important to the present stages of
Third World development than ideology.
However, society, he said cannot be analysed
without a proper understanding of the socio-
political system. There were many crucial con-
cepts that he outlined which left the audience
with a set of open — ended notions to ponder.

To emphasise the difficulties of socialism in the
Developing World he illustrated by reference to
programmes operating in various parts of Afri-
ca, Asia and Latin America. All of these were
unsuccessful by the usage of liberal democratic
means as professed in the West, and experience
shows that Socialism, was influenced by other
factors such as Negritude, Pan Africanism and
sometimes violence. Altogether Dr Antoines's
address was succinct and encapsulated many of
the current arguments on this subjeet.

There were several worthwhile contributions
from Course Convenors and Course Tutors who
outlined the future programmes of the College.
Among these were Dr M.Mostata of Cairo
University, International lawyer, authoress of
several books on International law, and current-
ly Senior Lecturer at Law Studies, in Internatio-
nal law. She briefly explained the contents of the
Advanced Diploma in International Affairs, and
intimated the benefits this kind of knowledge
can relate.

Mr E.Moeran, Solicitor and Author of Practi-
cal Conveyancing and An Introduction to Con-
veyancing, presented an outline of a Course to
be conducted in May 1986, on “The Practice of
Conveyancing’. He stressed the importance of
understanding the stages in a conveyancing
transaction.

Mr R. Braithwaite, Sociologist, author and
Senior Lecturer on the Developmental Studies
Course referred to Consciousness in relation to
one’s life chances. He emphasised the advantage
of the Course to students from Developing
countries, and pointed out that quite apart from
the inherent value and interest the Course has
for individual students, the programme is geared
more generally to the development of a core of 2
people with an inter-disciplinary background.
