Einrich Hertz who had found out that there are waves of energy

ich travel through space. After reading it, Marconi made up his mind
to find out whether these waves could be used for sending out messages
gnd receiving them.

When he went back to Italy, he set up a simple apparatus in his
laboratory. He spent weeks making and testing equipment and then
up again when they proved to be useless. He often wanted to give up
his work but he had enough determination to persevere.

One day he succeeded in making use of wireless waves to ring an
electric bell in another part of the house. Full of joy, he ran to tell his
exciting discovery. Some time later,

Marconi found a way of sending out Morse Code signals.




He and his brother, Alfonso, set up a receiver a short distance away
from their house and tried to see whether signals could be sent out in
the open air. He asked his brother to stand near the receiver and to
wave a red flag if the signal was received.

| Then Marconi went back to the laboratory and sent out a signal in
Morse Code. To his great joy, he saw Alfonso excitedly waving the
red flag. The brother were jubilant that the experiment was a success.
