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About Today's Programme

KAALATHI VEDAN - Drama by the children of
South London Tamil School, Croydon

This is the story of Kannappa Nayanar, one of the sixty three saints as related in Periya
Puranam, a Saiva literature by Sekizhar. The story tells about a hunter who, while roaming
in the forest with his companions, finds a Sivalingam and begins to worship, offering meat,
water and flowers. His devotion was so intense that one day when he finds one eye of the
idol was bleeding, he removes his own eye and transplants it on the idol. When he notices
the other eye too was bleeding, he transplants his second eye. To locate the position of the
idol's damaged eye he places his sandalled foot at the spot. The idol reveals itself as the
Lord Siva and prevents the action of the hunter and blesses saying "Stop. Kannappa!"
Kannappa meaning,"Pasting the eye". Hence,the hunter became venerated as Kannappa
Nayanar.

SUMMARY OF ITEMS PANCHA "VEENA"

Sargestha vidwan Srimathi Kalaaivani Indrakumar is a well known and talented violin
teacher gualified in Madras she was devoted herself to spreading her knowledge to
children in the U.K."

Both Arani and Shoba are pupils of Kalaivani. They learn both eastern and western music.
They were in the youth symphony orchestra in Lincolnshire and Grimsby repetively
playing the violin.

BHARATHA NATYAM ( a South Indian Classical Dance)
