\We are sorry to record the demise of Mrs. Evangeline Bicknell which
took Place at her house in Little Deer Island in USA on Saturday the
4th. Mrs. Evangaline Bicknell was the wife of Professor John Walter
Bicknell and daughter in law of Rev. John Bicknell, of revered memory.
Rev. John Bicknell had only one son and Evangaline was his daughter
in law.

Evangaline and Prof. J. W. Bicknell came to Jaffna in 1983 and were
the chief guests at the Jaffna College Prize giving. Mrs. Bicknell was
an-accomplished musician. She had an exciting and through training in
singing in Europe and America and had studied with some of the finest
artistes in the best schools in musical arts. She had as a contemporary
and Tellow student no less a person than Keith Falkner, a director of
the Royal College of Music, London. She studied French, German,
Italian and Russian to master the art of music, and to relish it in depth.
She had heen a consistent soloist in Church and co-authored a book
on the science of singing.

Mrs, Evangaline Bicknell came to Jaffna College as a bride to the
house of Rev. John Bicknell in 1936 and had ever since become a part
of Jaffna College. Even though Rev. John Bicknell had one son, Prof.
Walter Bicknell Evangaline had seven children. Mrs. Evangaline's father
was a wealthy busineeman and her mother was also a great musician.
Our readers will know Prof J. W. Bicknell visited Jaffna College when
we celebrated the 175th anniversary in 1998. He is a member of the
board to Trustees of Jaffna College Funds.
