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SCHOOL REFORM.
R
y (Communicated)

No subject has been 80 prominently befors
the public for the last six months, as the one
about School Reform. The changes proposed
by the acting Director of Public Instruction
for raising the gunality of English Instroction
and which have now been incorporated in the
Ceylon Educationa: Codefor 1896, have engaged
the serious attention of Managers of Schools agd
thuae_nctually employed in the work of eduoca-
tion in the Tsland, The discussions bearng
npon the various uestions raised by the Code
have been the subject of numerons newspapsr
articles and correspondence and still oceupy
the leading place in edacafional circles. The
meetings held in important edacational centres
and notably the representative meetings of
School Managers held in the Metropolis and as
a result of these meetings the depntation of
Managers that waited upan the eating Dizector,
show clearly the gravity of the reforms and the
great interest involved,

The principles that underlie these changes
are good and sonnd in themaelves, but in their
practical application to gchools in Caylen, we
find that the maferial condition of the people
and the poculiar cirenmstances of the country—
factors which onght to have weighed much in
the determination of the extent and limibs of
steh reforms—were totally ignored. There has
been a desire to sweep av ¢ the old order and
establish in its stead a new order of things,
rather than to allow the old order fo develope
and grow of itself. The principle of evolifion
holds good in the case of educabional instifu-
tions; it is a process of slow degrees, The
oducational organism canno$ euddenly adapt
itself to the changzed eonditions and the educa-
tional policy ought to be, to lead to the wished
for changes not hy hasty innovations that
would disturb tho healbthy dévelopment of its
parts, but by prudent measures that would aid its
harmonions growth. Who doubts tor:a momen§
the soundness and nsefulness of the ends the
framers have in view? but who doubts not that
the means they have adopted will so far
disturb  the old order perfecting towards the
new as to arrest its onward march and perhaps
eveu throw it back?

Let ua go from general statements to parti-
culars. W hether we admitt or nob the truth of
the statement that the quality of the instruction
imparted in English Schools in Ceylon has of
late become deteriorated, still we Admit the
truth of the fact, that the quality of the instruc-
tior imparted will greatly improve if measnres

are adopted to encourage those who intend to

adopt the profession of teaching and enforce

the appointment of qualified teachers in aided-

Schools, The difference that exista between a
skilled #nd an unskilled practitioner is observ-
able in the Teacher's profession as in all other
profesifions, and any tencher whatever his natural
gifts nud aptitude may be for his special work,
will bb all the better for knowing the principles
of education and for the practical training that
he r¢ceives. But the framers in their too great
desire, to initiate & new and improved state of
thinws in educational matters, have over-shot the
mark yof prodence in institating comparison
betweel the rate of feesin England and in
Ceylon Ywithout wisely comparing their rates
with thodse that now prevail in similar instit)-
{

fions in India. We admit that fees onght to
be raised, but what we waut is that they ought
to be reasonably increased—the fees bemg
reduced to two-thirds of the minimum rates now
prescribed by the Oode. To ensnre better in-
struction in  Hnglish Schooly it is equally
necessary that Government grauts ~zhould be
made more liberal, As things are at “present
and we wish to. confiue onr remarks to“the
Northern Province with which alone we ca
claim to be personally acqoainted, tha four-
hundred per cent incresse in the rate of fuea
will undoubtedly lead to the withdrawal of
many Schools from Government aid and miy
lead to the collapse of many till now safistyin
the edacational needs of villages, if the ra.t.'eE
fixed upon are insisted on. 3

Practically this ill-advised and jll- :
School-fee notification will lead to ]:Liglanniﬁ
every English School—at lesst so far as. the
Northern Provinge i concerned—shonld be self-
supporting, and instead of remedying the evils
1t will leave matters in & state of chaos, Thi;
cropping up of adventure Schools will disturb
the good work of long established institutions,”
which have till now rendered the work of thn;
State in its ralation to education comparatively
easy In India, where the peopls are compara-
tively better off and can afford to pay for the
English education they receive, thongh the
standard rates are enforeced in the case of
Government, Municipaland Local Board Schools
yet as regards private aided Schools the Iav;
of fees is left to the discretion of Managars
when the Schoel ismanaed by qualified teachers.
though for passing salary grants to teachery.
the fee income of the institution is calenlated
at the standard rates. But. on a comparison of
the standard rates obtaining in India with those
Hraacribaﬂ by the Ceylon Ednecational Code, we
find that Ceylon ratesare higher. The follow-
ing are the rates for & term of six months in
the Scondary and Primary Dapartments in  the
Madras Presidency. '
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The ratea propesed in Ceylon for the VAIL
and VI1 standards very nearly correspond to
the rates charged in the Junior and Senior F.
A, Classes of the College Department in Sonth
India.

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is 80 modified as to make the minimum rates
in private sided-schools two-thirds of the rates
now fixed upon, the scheme will work well; if
not, the introduction of it into the Code will

mar all the good hoped to be obtained from it.

This is its weakest point, but thers are strong
points on which it is useless to dwell, for the

weakest point does not allow any trial to be
givenito it and to judge it by its fruits,

Oue immadiate good the scheme has done, and
that is the formation of the “Managers’ Asso-
ciation” which if it had existed earlier wonld
not have laft Kdueational matters to drift in this
way and come to this fix. By Dbitter experience
they have learnt the value of united action and
we hope that this nuelens will grow and develope
into the future Ceylon University.

Avd we hope that wiser counsel  will prevail
and she Government will modify the school-fee
notification and stop the rude check it will
give to the progress of Euglish education in
this country.

past, Jafina folk wake but little effort to shake off the
lethargy that has come over them and to struggle for
the inuuguration of s better eystem,

What again has,become of that spasmodic effort in
favour of Railway Exteusion Northwards? We have
heard little or nothing about the Commission that was
appointed about the beginning of the year to inquire
into the subject, At least the public have not yet been
informed as to the resnlt of their deliberations. Like
the Crimes Commission, this one also seeme to be ina
torpid @doudition and requires o be stimulated into
action f.!-om without’ _We bad hoped that, with the
nomination of Mr. Neville to the Chairmanship ¢f the
Jaffua Railway Committee, 8 new eraiu the history of
1ta operations, betokening greaterjenergy than had been
displayed before, had commenced. And 5o it was for
a while—like so many plans and movements in our
island. Mr. Neville has, we believe, resigned his clfair-
manship, and with his retirement things have again
lapsed into their normal—that i3 into & dormant condi-
tion. This is nov as it should be. Nothing but per-
sigtent agitation will be of any avail; and the fact that
the last commission was appointed by the Government
MERO MOTT ought to teach the Committee that if things
were properly represented, if more trustworthy data
were obtained,if estimates were framed for a different
guage showing a favonrable difference in the cost of
construction, the Government would feel bounnd to
proclaim its decision whether to nndertake the work or
not, inktead of permitting things to slide from year to
year without giving a definite answer. We think that
now is & favourable opportunity forreviving interest in
the gneatiou. From all report the coming Governor
appears to be s man of liberal and progressive views,
and we daresay he would be desirons that his name
should be associated with some great enterprise in the
country he is akout to rule. Now therefore will be the
time to collect all available information, statistical and
otherwise, and make a vigorous appeal on behalf of the
dwellers in the North, A stroog deputation should
wait on Sir West Ridgeway and the matter be pro-
perly put before him. We do not think the resources
of the Colony are in auy way unable to bear the burden
of the construction of this Railway; but if the Govern-
ment have other projects of greater importance and
more immediate necessity reqoiring the expenditure
of large sums, there seems to be uo reason why privats
enterprise should not be allowed to undertake the
Jaffna Railway at once instend ofits being suffered
to be shelved fo some indefinite future. At all events
it behoves the Jaffna Committee to bestir themselves
and to do their best for their constitnents without loss
of time.

There is further another matter in the North which
appears to require attention. Althongh a large sum of
meoney has been voted for the renovation, or rather
restoration, of the Giant’s Tank, we learn that the
goheme is nob sufficiently comprehensive and that the
benefits that will acerue from the expenditure vobed
and that is now being incurred will fall far short of
what conld be easily gained by an additional outlay
that wonld be quite justified not only by the good that
will besecured for the inhabitants, in the neighbourhood
but also by that obher test so n%;raqahiu to Government
way= of looking at a project, o being more largely re-
munerative than the present scheme of partial restora-
tiom. It ie a pity that throngh a short-sighted policy
wo should fail to realiss 5o ; l;‘nany iq:pqrt-fnm. advant-
ages, Wer ber seeing the ext of operat
aiﬁ'omﬂ\' advocated by the Asst. Govb. Agent of
Marnar. But we are afraid there i8 an influence at
work in the North which interfores with all trne pro-
aress and which it is high time should be prevented
from running its prejudicial course any longer, In this
very matter of irrigation we find that a petition has been
lately presented to Government by some of the Jaffrese
whose wants had evidently been treated with scant
consideration. Wo do not think that had it heen sthere
wise the extreme step of petitioning the Legislative
Council wonld have been taken by these people, ap
we consider that this is another proof that the system
of affairs in the North requires complete revelubion.
Stagnation has been the resultof too longs rule by
ene individual, and there seems tobe no valid reason
why the provinee of Jalfna should not be dealt with in
the same manner ns the other provineesin the islan
in respect of periodical changes of ita chief adminis-
trator, Its sbabe just now is a striking comment on the
smpolicy of an_exceptional method of administering
public affairs that has proved 80 detrimental 10 re

progress; and the Jaffnese will bave but themselves

and their own apathy to blame if they aro reckaned the
most backward division in the whole goﬂim-y._
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
