The prospect of the Victoria, Ulpitiyawa and Lunugam-
vehere reservoirs irrigating one million acres of our paddy land in
both Yalz and Maha (our harvesting seasons) may not be omly in
the realm of vision. It may bea reality afteralopg gestation period.

The fifth Sunday in Lent or
{he second Sunday before Easter
ig widely known as Passion Sun-
day because on this day our Lord
began to make open predictions
of his coming sufferings.. From
now to Good Friday the cross
becomes central in the Church's
teaching. The Epistle to the
Hebrews, from which the Litur-
gical Epistle for this day is taken,
has been called the Epistle of
Priesthood and, as you koow, It
is the characteristic and distinc-
tive function of a priest to offer
sacrifice, and to bless, The author
of the Epistle uses the sacrificial
system of the Old Testament to
illustrate and explain the mean-

ing of sacrifice of the death of
Christ, and meaning of His
heavenly and eternal priesthood.

The analogy is, im fact, a con-
trast: for it is of the essence of
the argument that, by compari-
son with the High Priesthood of
the son of God, the Levltical
priesthood was a dead end.

The author of Hebrews iS
here contrasting the old, agree-
ment (the Law) and the pew
agreement (Christianity, the Gos-
pel). Under the old there was
a tent or tabernacle, which was
the dwelling-place of God, and
in which the High Priest offered
sacrifices as the Law
But now, under the new agree-
ment, Christ himself is the High
Priest; he enters ‘‘a grater and
more perfect tent which no human
hand has made”, the inner sanc-
tuary which is God's presence.

the blood of apimals, he offers
