Laying on of hauds and a sub.
sequent act of baptism are recog-
nized as acts of confirmation,

(a) The disciples in Sama-
ria received Christian  baptism
(Acts 8:12), but they received tbe
Holy Spirit by the laying on of

hands (8:14-17). Baptism was
confirmed by the laying on of
bands.

(b) The disciples at Ephesus

who™ received Joho's baptism ear-
lier were baptized again with the
Jayiog on of bands (19:1-7). In
this example the anticipatory and
the confirmatory aspects are very
clear: " And Paul said, John
baptized witn the baptism of re-
pentence, telling people to believe
in the one whe was to come after
him, that is Jesus” (V. 4). This
is clearly anticipatory. Then, "on
bearing this they wero baptized
in the pame of the Lord Jesus
Christ.’ (V, 5). This act of bap-
tism did not annul the earlier

one but confirmed it. They must
be considered as two acts of one
baptism.

It must be stressed that there
is only one baptism (Gal. 4:5)-
Aocording to 8 (a] baptism follow.
by laying on or hands can be
regarded as one baptism, the lat-
ter confirming the fist aet. In
the light of this, the practice of
baptism followed by confirmation
Is justified, and those who have
gone through this process must
be assured that their baptism Is
complete. Howeaver, according to
8 (b) there ean be two acts of
one baptism, one confirming the
other. There could be no objec-
tion therefore, of infant baptism
being followed by adult baptism,
the one being anticipatory and
the other confiematory. This prac-
tice if adopted, will be a major
break-through, in the present im-
passe regardiog baptism,

While the ‘religious’ say that
even the whole of humankind may
be wiped out to save God, the
God of the Bible says that even
God himself can be 'eliminated’
on the cross to save a sipgle
lost sheep,

“The factor to be taken into
consideration ", the Bible seems
to say, ''is people, net God,"

For the simple reason that
God can look after himself. But
people cannot save themselves.
They need God's protection and
his sustainiug presence,
need one another in Christ.
