The first four months of
the stay wasin Rumford, Rhode
Island where I was invited to
be an Associate Minister along
with other two Ministers at the
Newman Congregational Chuth.
This church played host during
those four months in many WAyS.
They arranged for me to live
with two familles from the
chureh, both of whom were
most cordial and understanding.
This experience introduced me to
two types of typical American
family situations. The church
members in general, both young
and old made me feel a part of
them and there was hardly any
function in the church without
the ' Missioner's’ presence. Many
families took time to invite me
to their homes and discuss many
things relating to life in Sri Lanl_;a.
It was a memorable evening in-
deed when they met to say " Fare
well” and present me with a stolg
and a take-home-communion-set.

During those four months, I
also had the privilege of study-
ing at the Andover Newton Theo-
logical School. 1 was able to do
some courses for credit and audit-
ing a few more. It was at the
game time an introduction to an
American Theolegical  School
where 1 was able to come in
contact with some of the well
known theological writers of our
time. However, I should men-
tion that it was more of an in-
troduction than proper detailed
study of any definite study pro-
gramme. But it was a worth-
while experience indeed.

November was a month of
