The speeches, delivered by the Prime Minister, her Cabinet eol-
leagues and other able supporters, in the numerous election meetings
throughout the Island, claimed proudly — and rather arrogantly — that
they were absolutely sure of being returned to power with an over-
whelming majority. How is it that their loud proclamation has mot
proved true?! The reasons are very clear and obvious: the ever
spiralling cost of living, the scarcities of essential copsumer items
like food and clothing, (This was empbhasised by a group of voters
who went to a polling booth dressed only in amudes.), the mepotism
so flagrantly practised by the Government, the corruption that had
corroded various Government Departments, specially the Co-operative
Department, and Corporations, the dependence of the Premier on the
advice of her political appointees, stooges and sychophants, and the
supression of individual and collective rights of people, also of free-
dom and democracy. Incidentally, we should like to refer here to the
charges of bribery which had been made against some Members of
the last Assembly. The Speaker of the Assembly was expected
to study these charges and turn over to the Bribery Depart-
ment instances, where there were prima facie cases, for mecessary
action. He took a good deal of time over this, but ultimately turned
over a few cases to the Bribery Department. But nothing came out
of it even till the dissolution of the Assembly, How swiftly action
is taken against small fry|

And, then, Mrs. Bandaranaike treated the Natiopal State Assem.
