we travelled to Jaffna with about 14 others, it
ok us 18 houtrs to get from' Vavuniya to Jalfna and
xperienced for ourselves how dilficult the journey is.

We had a day to rest and recover, (then the
Diocesan mesting started.  We were orateful all the
reports were printed in English and Tamil. Unfortu-
* hately our Tamil skills are not sufficient to cope

with a church meeting, but we feel it is good that
the proceedings of the annual meeting of the (ol B
q tamil church, is held in. its native tongue.

Following the conclusion of the meeting, we Visi

ted different CSI projects around Jaffna including
Uduvil Girls’ College, Levi Spaulding Boys' Home,
House of Hope, Green Memorial Hospital, City

Mission and Jaffna College. We were impressed that

\despite the war, the economic embarge and the repea

ted destruction, the CSI in Jaffna is growing and

-developing mew projects.

Our work in Vavuniya is in two parts - refugee
work and work at St Peters Girls' Home. The refugee
work is very much a team effort. We rely heavily
especially Rev. Suriyakumar. They
have provided insights into people’s situation, cultural
principles and practices. They have learnt a lot and
have followed their lead when we were umsure about

what to do.

Qur focus for the refugee work has been to help
in such a way as to encourage self reliance. helping
people as they help themselves. So far we have con—
centrated on small seale chicken farming for eggs.
This has been people’s interest and is a reliable, re-
gular income as eggs are sold every day. We have
provided some materials for shed construction, day
old chicks and feed for the chicks until they begin
laying.

The participants  build the shed and raise the

chicks and once they begin laying, buy feed and sell
the egps. Tt i our hope that they will continue
chicken farming and expand in time. securing an

income for the future.

As we worked with people on this projest it be-
camé obvious that hounsing was a priority for people.
For some, their shed for the chickens was better
This was ‘a concern for us. Often
the amounts needed were not large, but out of reach
of these people who did not have a regular
(as yet.) Inadeguate housing affects the
the income generation programme.

How wicked the enemies of Jesus could have “been, she
might have thought- They insulted him,humiliated him and cruci-
fied him. But now, not satisfied with killing Him en a cross, they
were inflicting further indignities on His dead body. Then
my mind drifted a little backwards and 1 remembered how a
few people in Jaffna tried to identify their loved onesamong
the debris. The armed forces have burnt a few cyelists with
tyres on a New Year day, afew years back. Were they burnt
‘alive or killed and burnt - nobody knows. But one thing is
sure, man is so brutal that ke will not leave even the dead bo-
dies of his ememies unturned in the grave, Man is not satis-
fied until the last traces of his enamy are wiped off the
face of the earth.
