Remembering the Poet:
Rabindranath Tagore

Tuesday the 9th May is obse~
rved as Rabindranath Tagore’s
Day in India. He was bornin
1861 to well-accomplished' and
cultured family in Bengal, Both
the Poet’s father Thevendranath
and Dwarakanath his grandfath-
er wer¢ leading members of the
Brahmo Sama; founded by Ra-
jaram Mohan Roy. This sect
propagated Theism and was
strongly opposed to idelatry and
ritualism practiced by the majo-
rity of Hindus. Tagore was oppo-
sed to British rulein India, but
at the same time he was str-
ongly —eritieal —of this
and cringing attitude of many

servile

Indian Politicians of the time.
He exhorted them to turn their
zeal into channels of edueatio-
nal and social rcform_that'lqy
well within their powsr. In 1901
he founded Santiniketan,the world
Famous school —to 'provi'da an
ervironment where the mind of
the young ‘‘migzht expand into
love of beauty and of Geod.’s
Tagore’s literary achievement i§
prodigious;itovershadows every—
thing else. In 1913 Tagore was
awarded noble prize for Litera-
ture.  Gitanjali brought him
laurels. The inspiration of Gitan «
jali is clear and unsullied. It i§
the authentic voice of one who
through much suffering had at-
tained j yous serenity. According
to Maeterlinck some pages in
i are among the loftiest mist
profound and most divinely hu-

man ever written.
