location in the far North- West
of New South Wales in Aus-
tralia, in October 1994. He
stayed four and a half days
in Goodooga, and visited
Weilmoringle, a muach smaller
aboriginal hamlet about 80
kilometres away, along a black
soil dirt track, West of Goo-
dooga. At Weilmoringle, Sam
annan spent about two heurs
at their school, talking to
the single teacher amd all
the students, who were osmly
ten in number, on that day.
Nine of those ten school
children¥ were of  aboriginal
descent. He wunderstood and
absorbed W 4fa little bit of
aboriginal culture, their expe-
ctations, and their content-
ment, from the most interes-
ting  dialogue with these
children. He also visited the
home of an outback grazier
family in Weilmorigle, and
chatted at length with Ron
and Merri Gill over afternoon
tea. Sam annan and Gill
family were mutually absorbed,
enchanted, and fascinated with

each other. In Goodooga,
Sam annan conducted a church
service attended by eight
people, which formed the
full congregation, im a church
where only one service s
held each month. There, he
met two grazier families in
Goodooga, the McCumstie

family and Jamie Richmond.
