The YMCA and the Refugee
Rehabilitation

At a dinner hosted by ths Rarional Council of the
YMCA’s in the North, The General Secretary of the National
Council of the YMCAs in Sri Lanka emphati cally stated that
the YMCA is committed to the extentionof the Kingdom of
Heaven on Earth. YMCA is ecumenical and is involved in a
dialogue with people of other faiths, which will draw others
as well into our way of thinking This will enable us to
build a just society where justice and peace reigns.

He also said that they werc not solely involved in
refugee rehabilitation, but there ar: many other items as well
on the agenda. The National Council was able to convince the
donors that all their money was not eaten up by feeding the
refugees. The question that was racing in my mind was,
should we have an item called ‘Refugee Rehabilitation® on
our agenda at all? Or rather, why are we still having this
Refugee Problem on our soil? We all should ask ourselves.
Are we not ashamed that we have refugees or the internally
displaced amidst us?- a very pertinent question. People boast
of their rich culture; they are proud of their 2500 years old
heritage. One wonders whether our culture and heritage was
responsible for this refugee problem.

We fight; we kill; we want to have dominion over
others, whom we call our neighbours. We are a sophisticated
nation. We are indeed, for. we wuse
where as our forefathers used sticks and arrows. Where is our
rich culture? our heritage? Every one tries to paint a picture
depicting others as savages, but all the time one hides ome’s
savageness within. Every onme tries to fpose himself as inno-
cent asa dove can be. But all he wants is to kill and plun-
der others. Those who killed, bombed inmnocent civilians®
houoses, forced people out of their dwellings and prevented
people from teceiving their daily bread still are agains;
the government’s lifting the economic blocade. Their blood
