A Wave of Genuine Concern

The mystery of the Upali Learjet with its six people on !mard
[three business executives and three members of the Crew,. is ar:l
event that is unique in our annals. There have been major air
disasters earlier. But the wrekage and casualties have been spotted
and identified within hours of the crash.

Here is an air disaster where a seven nation search, with some
of the most sophisticated array of modern equipment on board the
rescue planes, and some of the most trained personnel battling against
heavy odds in land, sea and air have not yielded significant results for
a protracted period of over ten days. The latest news, at the time
of our writing, is the discovery of a wheel from the missing jet off
a village along Sumatra's remote coastline.

Whatever the ultimate result of the search, Sri Lapnka should

derive one great lesson from this grim episode in her anonals.

Fanpatical ethnic, religious or national chanvinism is difficult to
maintain in the backdrop of a common unpredictable destiny that
hangs like a pall over this country in the context of our hurricane
economic and political developments. The toll of the air, the toll of
the road, the toll of human barbarism, make now our headline news.

For the moment (during the pericd February 13 — 23 ) people’s
minds have been taken away from the " Fifth Amendment", from
the price - hike of consumer goods (as a result of the increase in
the BTT tax) and concentrated on the intriguing disappearance of
the Upali ILearjet which left Sabang airport at Kualalampur at
8-41 p.m, on 13.2.83 and whose fate is yet to be known,

Two Eminent Indian
Educationists

India bas lost two outstand-
ing Iodian Eduocationists in recent
months.

Dr. Chandran D. §. Devane-
san, died in Madras. on Decem-
ber 19, 1982, He was 65 years
old, He was the first Indian
Principal of Madras Chrictian Col-
lege, Tambaram and was appoint-
ed Vice-Chancellor of the North
Eastern Hill University of Shil-
long in January 1974. He found-
ed in 1979, the Institute of De-
velopment Education in Madras.

He was a prolific writer, a
popular speaker and also a poet
who had a velume of verse to
his credit.

Dr. Devanesan had close Sri
Lankan ties. He bad his early
education at Kingswood College,
Kandy. His wife;, Norma is a
gister of Mr. Leslie Goonewardene,
Of his three sons, one is married
to a grand-daughter of the for.
mer Principal of the Goveroment
Training College, Colombo — Mr.
A, J. R, Vethavanam.

Dr. Devanesan has been to
Jaffna on many occasions., He
was the Chief Guest at the Union
College Prize Giving on the 14th
of March, 1952, He was then
Professor at the Madras Christian
College. His last visit to Jaffoa
was in 1980 when he was invi-
ted by Jaffna College to open the
Daniel Poor Library oo 31-5:80.

Dr. 8. P. Adinarayan, for-
mer Vice-Chancellor of the Anna-
malai University died at Ottawa
in Canada on 13:12-82, He was
78 years sld.

He had a brilliant academic
career and worked for some time
as Professor of Philosophy at the
Madras Christian  College, He
joined the Annamalai Uaiversity
in 1957 as Head of the Depart-
ment of Philosophy. He was ap-
pointed Vice-Chancellor in 1959
and held the office for
years.
