} Believing in the Good News

A modern experiment in Evangelism reported from some developed
countries is the *“Church in the Market Place".

Wa read that in the eastern suburbs of Sydney, more spaciﬁca}ly
at the Bondi Junction Plaza Complex, is 'such. a Church builll with
the noble ideal that a Church should be physically and spiritually
** where the people are'’. ;

But the experiment had its owan risks, one of which was that
eome youth complained that the ‘Church in the market place’ was
pot fulfillivg its mission. The poor, the unemployed, the dr.'fg addicts,
the .alcoholics found its ‘atmo phore’ repelling. It h:_z.d a smooth
image ™, with its coffee-shops, i< w-ll furnished Buditﬂt‘l.lllm, Ian‘d pluefl
offices for the Ministers of the Church to meet their ' pirishiopers™,

There are, of course, risks anl ppertunities in any migsionary out-
reach. The presence of the ‘Churca in a market place' would be a
reninder fo mmny that thers ars other goals 1n lfe worthier than
increased profits.

“The Week of Evangelism of the JDCSI should, however, remind
us of the realities of the Christian Church in Asia whers the disin-
tegrative influence of the western “individualistic ethic” is still a
blot on the basically community-oriented nature of the Asian family,

If the drama of Asian society is the struggle for social justiee,
then we have to be extremely vigilant that onr Churches in Asia do
not project ''a smooth image .

A shopping plazi, cemplete with a Church in its premises may
be an attractive phenomenon in Asian countries. But it will have
littls relevance to a people who, according to the Regiopal Represen-
tative for Asia and the Far East of the FAO never quite make the
1000 calorie level in their food while their counterparts im the Waest
copsume g staggering 3300 calories every day,

The ‘scandal of hunger’ in Asia is not, as we know, an econo-
mic problem, It has been established, beyond any doubt that there is
enough food to feed everyone in the world adequately (with 3000
ealories a day per person) if those who need it had the means to
buy it or the means to profit by the improvements wndertaken to
inerease production. The 'seandal’ is a pelitical prob’em.

_ Political conditions in Asia, for example, favour now modernisation
i & large scale of agriculture to make the countries self sufficient in
food. But' what is often forgotten is that the new techniques only
profit those who already possess land, money and political clout. These
whe reaily need the improvements do mot have the means to profit
by them.

1_-,'I:h|_prablem in Asia is the problem of challenging and chang-
ing l_i_e_hn_hianiéing structures and freeing man from the inadequacies
and inhibitions which shackle him and give him ‘' the courage to be”,

As used by Jesus, the Kingdom of God does not mean a place
ruled gver by God but a place through which God shows himsslf
actively to be King,

“Evangelism is not an easy task in Asia today., Most societies
are changing so radically that it is impossible to keep, abreast of
the changes. The Christian Church in Asia should try to uaderstand
‘people’ — why they act as they do, what they understand as truth
and reality, and why they give themselves to what they do.

The Chris-
tian Church in Asia should pay this price if peeple are to believe
‘the good news’ we proclaim.

Message from the Presidents of the
World Council of Churches

Through the centuries Chris-
tinms have confessen the Holy
Spirit as " the Lord and giver of
life "',

At creation, when '’ the earth
was without form and empty,
and darkness was upon the facs
of the deep, the Spirit of God
moved over the face of the
waters' ( Genesis 1:2). It was
through the Spirit that God
created light and life, and above
all humanity, male and female,
for good.

When the people of Isrel lost
their way through disobedience
or were in danger from outside
powers, It was the Spirit who
spoke and acted through those
open to its discernment and
power.

It was to the believing heart
of Mary that the announcement
was given that light and life
would become imcarmate in her
womb — Jesus Christ, the Son
of God our Saviour,

It was in the Spirit that
Jesus began his ‘ministry in
baptism and in proclaiming good
news to the poor and liberty
to the oppressed.

At Pentecost, as the disciples
gathered in prayer waiting for
the promise made by the risen
Christ, the Spirit came upon
them and renewed their life,
and opened their lips to pro-
claim the word of lifs, which
was received by the multitude.
The Church was born and went
forth to witness to life as a
gift from God in Christ to the
world.

Once more, at Pentecost the
Church and Christian people every-
where are called to affirm joy-
fully the Spirit both as the source
and resource of their life and
being, and of that of the warld,
This year we do so with special
emphasis, because the theme for
the Sixth Assembly of the World
Council of Churches meeting in
Vancouver, Canada, on July 24 —
August 10, will be " Jesus Christ
—the Life of the world”. We
remember that Jesus said: i
am come that you may have life,
and have it in all its fullnegg
(John 10:10). He also told pis
disciples: "It is the Spirit that
gives life, the flesh is of ng avail;
the words that I have spoken o
you are >Spirit and life'” ( John
6:63).

University Admissions

The University Grants Com-
mission hopes to finalise admissions
by June 30. The delay, according
to the Commissioner of Examin-
ations, is due to the wunusually
large number whe applied for re-
seruting — a staggering 20,000,

The number of places available
in the seven universities is 5345.
The number who bhave qualified
is 26,833. Last year 67.9 per cent
of the gqualified students applied
for admission. On this basls, about
18,220 are expected to apply this
year. The largest number to
qualify is in the Commerce faculty
where 1372 have qualified.

Composition of Parliament

With the UNP winning 14
out of the 18 parlimentary seats
at the by-election on 18-5-83, the
composition of the 168 - member
House will be as follows:-

UNP - 139 ( excluding speaker) ;
TULF ‘16; SLFP -9, CWC-1;
CP-1; MEP-1.

The by-elections were held
following the resignations of mem-
bers of the UNP who did not
secure a majority for the party at
the Presidentidl Election in
October 15982 and the Referendum
in December 198Z.

Four setting members retained
their seats - Dr. Ranjit Atapattu
( Beliatta) ; Mr. Jinadasa Weera-
singhe ( Tangalle ), Mr. V. L.
Wijemanne (Kalutara) and Dr.
P. M. B. Cyril (Tisjamaharama ).
