September 11th is observed
as poet Bharathi diy by the
Tamil speaking people all over
the world. jt was on this day
Subramaria Bharathi the grea-
test Tamil poet since St Vallu-
var, died in his small house
in Triplicane, Madras.

Bharathi identified himself
with all the good causes of
his times - freedom of the
country. freedom from hunger,

liberation of women. abolition
of casteism, revival of Tamil
linguage and literature,

Some years ago poet Abdul
Rahmaa in an apostrophe said

**Bharathi your life is more
beautiful than your poems’'!
Eventhough in his life he was
stricken by disease and went
through periods of contiuned
disappointments, his poems
brought jey and hope te innw-
merable hearts.

Bharati was born in the yea®
1882, when Britain’s presence
in Imdia seemed permanent. Six
years before his birth, Queen
Yictoria wrote. J

**We¢ Victoria have been
touched by the evidence of
Indians loyalty amsd .attach
ment to our house and throme'’
It was during this period
Bharathi appeared in the scene
and propagated the message of
liberty, equality, and frateraity.

Ths nationalists were hun-
ted, harassed and sent to
Andaman lslands to be persec-
uted. The nztionalists were com-
letely estrocized because the
Govermment machinery was all
pervading-

Bharathi had
and they also corresponeded
with him most cautiously. It
was reported that when he died
at the age of 39 leaving be-
hind his beloved wife Sellam-
mah and his two daughters,
Thangammah and Sagunthala,
only about 20 pecrsons attended
the funeral.

Rev J. K. Sinnathamby

Rev. ] K $innathamby was
the son of Mr E. A. Kings-
bury, Mathemathes teacher of
Jaffna College and Mrs Archi-
kutty Kingsbury.

Mr. E A Kingsbuary was
the brother of Mr C. W,
Thamotharampillai, who put in
print many ancient Tamil bookS
which were in ola leves.

Rev- Sinmathamby was born
en 2- 5- 1875 He had his
education at Jaffna College’and
passed the 8- A. Examination
of the Calcutta University.

He taught at Jaffna Collegz
for sometime before going to
the Tondi Ewvangelical Mission.

He served at Tondi from
1908 to 1909. When he returned
to Jaffma, he was ordained
Minister. His first station was
Pandatherippu, but in 1913 he
was transferred to Chavakachch-

eri. He was pastor at Udnyil
when he was suddenly called
home om 27. 7. 1931.
