puses from 3000 to 5000, KEven
then a large number of Arts stu-
dents will be shut out, Whether
the grades assigned to pupils is
on raw marks or on mediawise
standardised marks are not offici-
ally known.

One Lakh thirty-seven thous-
and students will sit the N.C.G.E.
Examination to be held for the first
time in December this vear but only
fifteen percent will be eligible for
higher education. ' The G.-C.E.
(0. L)) Examination will be held
this year and two years more for
the repeaters. Informed souTces
indicate that all fuestions in each

of the fen subjects will not be
compulsoty at the N, Q.G E. i
Examination, ’

She carved out an edifice of
a life which took in sueh building
bricks as Religion, Seience, Maths,
Music, Literature and 'cor‘:j;nunity
service, working hard to bring
into fruitions her dreame for Kandy
High School and for her commu-
nity,  Uncompromising standards
and refusal to cow down to up-
reasonable authority charactericed
ber action. Ilmmaculately groomed
in every detail, a stately figure of
dignity, she disapproved of slop-
pimess in speech, dress or manners
in others. Her speech was beauti-
ful, her wards carefully chosen,
her rich contralta voice vibrant.
She and I shared much of our
experience. If either of us read
a siriking article, or learnt a new
piece of music, or found an usual
plant, we shared it with the other.
If either of us published an arti-
cle, it was the comments from
the other that we*walued most,
It was she who first introduced
Randyan dancing into: the Kandy:
High School, and the Swarna
hansa ballet of vivid memory still
seems to vibrate with its drum
beats and tiokling bells,

For her last birthday, Ipressed
some flowers that she ard my
mother loved, — chrysanthemums,
marguerites, violets entwined with
maiden hair (so much like her
curly tresses of younger days, now
turned silver) and mounting them
on a card, I sent them with an
original poem. She wrote that I
could nmot have chosen a better
greeting. From Jerusalem I would
write to her of every holy site
we visiled, every Jewish festival
we attended, of Jacob’s unfatho-
mable well, and the quiet hours
of meaditation on the shores of
Galilee, and she would write back
to say how thrilled she was, for
she had become part of that ex-
perience herself. There was one
water-colour painted by a friend
in Jerusalem, of the Sea of Galilee
which stirred both of us to our
inner-most depths, That picture
of the Sabbath rest of Galilee,
where Jesus knelt to share with
us the ''silence of eternity ", the
fleecy clouds melting into the hazy
mountain’s of Moab — she had
hung where she could see it from
her bed, all the while during her
last days. The same picture is
before me as I write. The struc-
ture, the guistness, the primness,
the wholeness of the craftmanship
of that edifice we call Grace Paul,
spills its beauty even when life
is fled, and wil continue to ins-
pire family, frisnds and students,
for she has fi'led her niche in
Time and Eteriity.

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Education, Training and Employment
Youth today stands at the cross-roads. Educators, social workers
and parents, too, share in their confusion, bewilderment and frus-
tration. Formal education which in the past was a passport to
Tertiary education or employment now seems to lead them nowhere,

Various factors are responsible for this crisis, The expansion of
educational opportunities, the failure to diversify these, the economic
crisis, the ‘doctoring' of grades by standardization at the A-level
and the district-quota system of admission to the University, We
are glad that those in the IEducation Department and the University
have realised that the attempt to help students in backward areas by
admitting them to the University on a minimal basis is not at all
equitable or fair by the very students who are admitted, as they lag
behind in their studies while hundreds of others whose performance
far exceeded theirs, languish in frustration or gnash their teeth at the
perpetrators of this strange standardless standardization. In the inter-
ests of Higher Education, merit should not be ignored while these
from the districts with their minimum performance should be condi-
tioned to enter into the full life of the University by being oriented
at Junior University Colleges where gaps in their learning can be
well supplied. We hope that the sad but lamentable instance of a
candidate with two A's, one C and an S being batred out of the
Engineering Faculty last year while others, with poorer minimal per-
formance, sailing smoothly into the University, will not occur again,
We are glad that the National Planning Council Sectoral Committee
under the Chairmanship of Mr. Pieter Keuneman, himself a product
of one of the best universities — Cambridge, has recommended that
70 % be admitted on merit and 30 % on the district quota basis.
Failure to recognise merit will be unwise and shortsighted — in the
long run the nation will suffer by training the person with the one
talent and not the one with more talents,

But we cannot stand at the cross-roads — we have to move on,
Man through his long and varied history has demonstrated his resi-
lience and ability to adapt himself to changing situations, The recent
Report of UNESCO has challenged leaders in Church and State to
re-think the role that the learning process hasto play: " Education,”
it says "is faciog a critical challenge and we must think it out
afresh in its entirety.” A gap between academic and manual work
has been artificially introduced by society. There has been a higher
premium on the white-collared worker, while the man with the khalki-
shorts involved in manual pursnits has been assigned a lower place,
The Department of Education has with ite emphasis on Pre-Voeational
studies attempted to bridge the gap. Greater interest in non-academic
subjects have been shown by pupils and teachers. But when Art for
Art’s sake is ignored and aesthetic pursuits are tested with the yard
stick of an examination then the joy of participating in such_ pursuits
is lost and the fear of failure to cross the educational hurdle looms
large and prevents the pupil enjay his Pre-Vocational studies— P, T
Coir-work, Carpentry, Carnatic Musie, or Bharata Natyam. The num.
ber of subjects moreover, a pupil takes at the National Certificate of
General Education is far too many, While retaining a few core sub-
jects, pupils must be allowed to limit the number of subjects to §
or six subjects as is required by the Cambridge School Certificate
Exzamination and other Public Examinations.

There is also a necessity for developing the critical awareness of
pupils, Formal education has been referred to as a * banking system’
where the rational faculty of the pupil is nat encouraged to develop.
Examination of such false generalisations as “all menare liars’” and
developing in students the eritical faculty bas to be encouraged.
There must be more opportunities for dialogue, within the formal
educational system so that in the inter-play of mind upon mind the
truth may be grasped and accepted,

The UNESCO Report bas further emphasised that " Education
18 a life-long process involving the whole person not for his own
benefit but for the whole community.” The On-going Social emanci.
pation that education can achieve through life has been ignored in
the past, and national leaders like President Julius Nycrere of Tan-
zania have set up crash-programmes to educate their adults so that
the entire people may move forward together in the social and eco-
nomic development of the nation, Thus education should be a conti-
nuing process within the walls of the school and beyend it — through
adulthood to middle age and old age. When a person refuses to he
educated ie dies — mentally, spiritually, and finally physically.

New ground has been broken in recent years by governmental
and non-governmental organizations to help with the problems of edu-
cation, training and employment. Within the schoo) system there has
been a gradual orientation to help the individual socially, vocationally
and personally to become a useful member of the community, and to
this end his abilities trained, develuped, intensified and sharpened,
The Trinity College Farm at Pallekslle is a case in point within the
school system and Navajeev.nam, Paranthan is one for the push-outs
and rejects of the school syitem, BEut these only touch the fringe
of the problem and provide partial answers, They do not deal ade.

A brother's tribule

This International Women’s
Year also marks the passing away
of one of Sri Lanka's greatest
educationalists, Born in humble
surronndings, daughter and grand-
daughter of country parsons, she
nevertheless bore the toreh of
learning aloft. Several times dur-
ing her life she had bemoaned
the fact that all the 'high-ups’
she had to deal with, were men,
who could not appreciate the wo-
man's point of view. Managers
of schools, contractors, Mission-
aries, Directors of Education, they
were men born with an inborn
conviction that no woman could
equal men in any field of endea-
vour,

When Grace was offered a
scholarship to America, at the age
of twenty, and was preparing to
depart her father was down with
a raging fever. Nevertheless he
urged her to go, saying that it
was God's will she should gg,
even though he may not be alive
when she returned.

On her return from the States
she joined her Alma Mater, the
Uduvil Girls' School asa Science
mistress. When the school split
up into two sections, the Uduvil
English School and the Uduyvyil
Bilingual School, she became prin-
cipal of the Bilingual Section,
This school did so well that the
late Mr. H. S. Perera wrote in
his report that this is the only
schéol in Jaffng which has regis-
tered positive gains in the experi
ment of Bilingual education. (I
quote from memory.) The per-
formance of the Bilingual students
in the English 5.8, C. examina-
tion equalled those from the other
section,

Sadly she bade farewell to
Uduvil which held so many me-
mories for her, and accepted a
post as Maths. and Science tea-
cher in Gurls' High School, Kandy,
This change was & blessing in
disguise, for the people of Kandy
adopted her as their own. When
she was appointed Principal of
the school;, the school was in debt
financially, By her own efforts
and those of her sympathisers the
debt was wiped off, and moreover
the school was left with a posi-
tive balance, A new Science build-
ing was put up with the help of
architects and engineers who gave
her help and advice generously

and voluntarily, A Science Labor-
atory up to the H, S. C. standard
was organised. [ personally helped
her to obtain a mains clock for
the building, which had a spring
reserve which cuts into the action
when the mains failed, and cuts
out when the mains come again.
It was my hope that the clock
will keep on ticking long after
she died [ don't know whether
it still ticks om.

After retirement from Kandy
she functioned as principal of
Milagiriya Girls' School, for some
years. She also functioned as
National Secretary of the Y. W.C.A.,
as General Secretary of the N.C.C.,
and served on the commiitees of
the A.C. W.C., A.V.A, of the
N. C. C., and Religious Education
committee of the N.C.C. She
also read and wrote widely, and
enjoyed the feilowship of a large
circle of friends,

We do not mourn the passing
away of such a person. Rather
do we rejoice that there has lived
such a person who has enriched
the lives of so many by her sin-
gular devotion fo duty, and care
for the under-privileged children
who always found her a second
mother.

We may or may not believe
in a future corporeal existence.
But the intrepid spirit which re-
fuses to be cowed down, and stirs
in spite of difficulties, lives om,
