It was an epoch - making ‘evéat because it is the first time a
priacipal of a college is mads Bishop: Bishop Jebancsan 1S also
the first student of the Tamilaadu Theological Seminary to be
consecrated Bishop.

Although a new ‘epoch is born with the consecration of
Bishop Jebanesan, old - traditions will he centinued, perhaps
with new vigour aad mew dimensions. Gad chooses leaders from
time to time to lead His own people; but He —chooses human
iastruments te do that.

Staff that was
handed down to Bishop Jebanesan at St. George's Cathedral on
‘the Pentecost Day was the very same one given (o the
Bishop Kulandram when he was consccrated the first Bishop in
the same Cathedral on 27th September 1947. Lsying of hands
over the Bishop elect by many Bishops confirms the apostelic
tradition. It is the same spirit which 'was poured dowa upon
St. Pater and other apostles om the {first) Pentecost, anointed
the new Bishop on th: Pentecost Diy this ycar by the laying
of hands, He is therefors called to contioue with the same
ministry which the apostles did-to prozlaim the ‘Good News
of Christ’.

Bishop Jebanmesan is a man of traditions, but with new
vision. He researched and wrote. books on the works “of
American missionaries. He therefore, is conversant with their
mission werk. Bishop Jebanesan had been living front doar of
Bishop Kulandran for many yemrs and is aquainted with his
puritanic lifestyle. He was in and out of Bishop Kulandran’s
house and theught with him ; he knew the animosity 1hat
developed in the lzte Bishop’» mind towards the new irends of
the theologians of dialogue which tended 1o denv the centra-
lity of Christ, When Bishop Jcbamesan wrote 1he ‘life history
of Bishop Kulandran, he was actually writing the testimony of
Bishop . Kulaudran like St. Mark writingthe testimony of
St. Peter. Bishop Jebanesan also knows the mind of " Bishop
Ambalavanar, whose mantle he took: He¢ knows how Biskop
Ambalavanar was troubled when he saw the ml'l’e'l"ij:'lgs of his
people; he witoessed the great amoumi of stone peltiag his
predecessor received - even frem his owa people - becausc of his
stand for justice.
