The Proportional Representation system has its merits
and demerits. One of the demerits has been borne out clearly
at this Election. The People have clearly voted for change
apd decided to turn out the former party in power, but the
PR system has given the victorious People’s Alliance only
a wafer thin majerity in Parliament. The UNP’s claim that
its defeat was only by & narrow margin has to be seen
in the light of the fact that apart from the two Districts
in the Northern Province where the Elections were nothing
but a farce, in the other 20 Districts the PA romped home
in 13 Districts whereas the UNP could claim victory oaly
in six. These included Nuwara Eliya, Kandy, Badulla. Diga
madula and Trincomalee, all of them with considerable Tamil
populations. The PA could thercfore claim a clear mandate
from the people of the South. [t is therefore all the more aston-
ishing that no sooner the results of the Elections were known
' the UNP could even have dreamt of holding on fo power
by runping a minority Government. Thank God it is all now

past history.

Much has already been written by analysts interpreting
| the events of the last few weeks and the results of the Polls.
| The pcople have said in no uncertain terms to the UNP,
. »You have had your chance. You have had 17 years to put
things right. It is time for you to go."

The People’s alliance ook a clear stand on the ethnic
_ issue favouring a peaceful settlement. On the contrary the
. UNP leader, the President of the country promised a military
~ victory within two weeks of Elections. Dinesh Gunawardene
and his party which vigorously opposed the PA’s policy on
 the ethnic issuc were completely routed while Vasudeva Nanaya-
kara who advocated the reognition of the the traditional
Tamil homeland and granting autonomy to the Tamil region
was returned tepping the list in the Ratnapura District.

All these are atleast hopeful signs that there is a change
of mood among the Sinhalese masses and en eagerness to
stop the war and work for a peaceful solution,

The voting in the Eastern Province is also significant.
The predominantly Tamil constituencies voted for the TULF
and the predominantly Muslim constituencies voted for Mr.
Ashroff*s Muslim Cengress. This again indicates the stand of
the voters of the Bastern Province on the merger issue and
the Tamil Homeland.

The great star of the Elections is obviously Chandrika
Bandaranaike Kumaranatunge who has now emerged as a national
leader in her own right. Possessed of a compulsive charm,
she has shown sirength of conviction, courageous determi-
nation and an astute judpement combined with a remark-
able political skill. All these we feel sure will gtand her in
good stcad in the exccution of her office as Prime Minister
of this country. Her late father S W R.D. Bandaranaike we
recall was fond of the quote about our living in an age of
transition, between two ages, the one dead and the other
struggling to be born. The daughter now takes over after
35 years of a not too enviable period in the history of
this blasspd Isle where politicians have indulged in the art
gf muddling through. Her mother Sirimavo too had a cons-
iderable share in this, The new age of peace and justice,
of freedom and prosperity for Sri Lanka is still going
through the process of struggling to be born.

I The new Prime Minister has rightly identified the prob-

lems she has to tackie of which the ethnic problem is the
uppermost. It is to her credit that she is, in our view, the
first Sinhalese leader of a major political party that has
spl_l{ned the use of communal chauvinism or anti- Tamil
baiting to gain votes in the South. On the contrary, she
has been bold to state clearly as her party's policy, uncond-
itional talks with the LTTE to arrive at a politically negotia-
l;d gftllem:nt. She has also pot hesitated to acknowledge
the just d_em_ands of the Tamil speakiog community. There-
fore, she i3 in a strong  position
