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MR. CVYRAMUTHU, THE UNFORGETTABLE

W.S.SENTHILNATHAN
ATTORNEY AT LAW

It is indeed a great pleasure to sit back, taking a little time off one’s professional commitments,
and ponder over one's past, bringing back nostalgic memories of one’s school days, both as a
student and as a teacher. I had been associated with Mr. Vyramuthu for more than thirty years in
three capacities — first he was my teacher, then we were colleagues and later he became my
client. In 1932, I believe, at the age of four I joined the LKG class in the Tamil school, then
known as Vivekananda Vidyalaya which was a separate entity coming directly under the
management, the Ramakrishna Mission, independent of its English counterpart, the
Vaidyeshwara Vidyalaya though both were situated a few yards away in the same premises. In
1938 after passing the Fifth standard in the Tamil school, I joined in the 1* year English medium
class at Vaidyeshwara.* By this time the then principal of the school, Mr. C.Ragupathy had left
(and later became an advocate) and Mr. S.Ambikaipakan who was then a teacher at Shivananda
Vidyalaya, Batticaloa was appointed new principal of Vaidyeshwara. Being a young graduate of
the Madras University without any administrative experience, he was fortunate in having a host
of able and loyal assistants led by Mr. C.Vyramuthu. The others on the staff were Messrs.
P.G.Narayana Iyer, an Indian, the only other graduate on the staff and an able teacher of English
and Mathematics, T.Seenivasagam, V.Vytilingam, V.Thillainadarajah, C.P.Sundara Sarma and Miss
P.Thambimuthu. Mr.Vyramuthu started teaching after passing his London Matriculation and later
he obtained his degree from Calcutta University. When he was appointed Vice Principal of the
school, Mr. Narayana lyer who also staked his claim for the post unsuccessfully, left
Vaidyeshwara and joined Jaffna Hindu. Messrs. Seenivasagam and Vytilingam also got their
London Degrees subsequently.

It was then a Grade III school with classes upto the 1.5.C. (8" standard). The Prep. S.S.C.
Classes were started in 1940 and five students, including myself, were sent up for the Final
S.S.C.Examination in 1942; all five got through and a holiday was declared when the results were
out. Mr. Vyramuthu taught us English and History.

During our student days we were scared to approach Mr. Vyramuthu for anything because
whenever we-asked him something in Tamil as we small boys usually did, he would say "Tell that
in English, boy”. Though we were scared, we yet liked him and had a great regard for him.
Whenever he was seen approaching, boys used to say fondly “Diamond Pearl July July coming”.

After sitting for my final examination at the Ceylon University in 1950 I went to Jaffna by the
night mail on a Friday. The following evening I went to Dr.Subramaniam Park where we friends
usually meet whenever we go to Jaffna during vacations. Mr. T.Muttucumaru, then Principal of
Chavakchcheri Hindu College who lived close by down Chapel Street also used to visit the Park.
That day I was introduced to him and he immediately gave me an appointment; “You come to
my school on Monday” he said. Thus began my teaching career at CHC. It was so easy to get a
job those days.

After two years I moved to Vaidyeshwara in January 1952. I was really very happy to be with my
old teachers in my old school. That was also an important year in the history of the school. HSC
classes were started and the school was raised to Grade I. The Old Students’ Association was
inaugurated and I was elected a Joint Secretary along with Mr.C.Vamadevan, who later retired as
Superintendent of Surveys.

*Later, however, both these units were amalgamated into one institution, the present
Vaidyeshwara Vidyalaya.
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After teaching there for ten years I retired in 1962 when the schools were taken over by the
government. It was really during this period that I was able to move more freely with my old
teachers. In 1953 a Carnival was conducted and Mr.Vyramuthu was in overall charge of its
organization; it was a grand success and with the funds collected thereby the present majestic
Vivekananda Hall was put up demolishing the old large cadjan-roofed hall which was our “Hall of
Learning” since the school was founded. Thereafter the school started progressing by leaps and
bounds in all spheres, needless to say, with the able assistance and co-operation of the Vice
Principal and the staff and as a result it stood at par with the other leading schools in town.

Though Mr. Ambikaipakan was the Principal, the entire administration of the school was done by
the Vice Principal, Mr.Vyramuthu as the principal was mostly involved in extraneous activities. All
used to say those days that Mr.Vyramuthu was the “Moolasthaanamoorthy” while
Mr.Ambikaipakan was the “Eluntharuli”.

During the December vacation Mr. Vyramuthu would call me and a few other teachers to draw
the school time table for the following year. That job would take a few days and we would
normally be working from morning till lunchtime. By about eleven o’clock he would send and get
down some vadais and tea through the school peon Rasanayagam from Thamothara Vilas to
keep us going till about 1.30 or 2 p.m. He had his own way of getting things done and he was a
good taskmaster; he used to call everybody "Thamby” and when he met anyone he would first
inquire about his health, family etc. When he so inquires, we would know that something was up
his sleeves. And finally he would end up as “Thamby, can you come tomorrow ...”. Even though
I had some differences with him at times, we always had a mutual regard for each other. He was
very kind-hearted and was a gentleman in the true sense of the word. After I started practice as
an Attorney at Law, he would always come to me for all his legal work.

In those olden days, most of the schools were either state assisted or private; government
schools were a few in number. Teachers were”appointed by the Principal or the Manager from
among old boys or from the vicinity. As such, the parents of most of the students knew the
teachers and there was a good teacher-pupil-parent relationship; hence maintaining discipline in
schools was also easier. But after take over of the schools by the government in 1962 teachers
were appointed by the state or are transferred from other schools. This has resulted in the
growing indiscipline in schools.

The names of Messrs. Ambikaipakan, Vyramuthu and Seenivasagam were always identified with
that of the school and they are often talked of as the Trinity of the school like the Trinity of
Carnatic Music referred to as "Mummoorthigal”. I had been a student under the above three and
also under Mr.Vytilingam. And I had the good fortune to have been a colleague of theirs for ten
years and to have retired long before all of them.

Mr. Vyramuthu had spent all his teaching career at Vaidyeshwara and during all these years all
his heart and soul were always in the school; and his body too, for, he would stay in school for
long hours even after the school had closed and during weekends and school holidays. It was
really his “Second Home"”. The school had made tremendous progress during the period when
the Trinity was at the helm and it can proudly be termed as the Golden Era in the history of
Vaidyeshwara. It will not be an overstatement to say that all the success achieved can easily be
attributed to a great extent to Mr,Vyramuthu. Finally he retired as its Vice-Principal. In fact, when
Mr.A.E.Tamber who was the Principal of Jaffna Central College retired, Mr.Vyramuthu was offered
that post; if he had only accepted it he would have retired as the Principal of his old school Jaffna
Central. But he declined the offer saying that he would rather retire as the Vice Principal of
Vaidyeshwara than as the Principal of Jaffna Central. There lies the greatness of the man!
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Reminiscence of a Distinguished Vaidyeshwaran

Dear Distinguished Artists, Guests, Friends and Family, Members of Vaidyeshwarans
& Vaidyeshwarans,

I am drawn today with the privilege of giving this speech by Anandacumaraswamy,
my long time schoolmate and friend. His request has made me, not only to recall my
long years of experience at my Alma Mater and the recent activities of my colleagues in
London but also the name of that Great Sage, Kala Yogi Ananda Coomaraswamy.

It was just over 100 years in 1900, with First Class Honours in Botany and Geology the

Sri Lanka’s one and only Ananda Coomaraswamy passes out from University College of
London. He was later a Doctorate of Science and Fellow of the University College of London. Every one,
especially every Sri Lankan and Indian should be proud of this Kala Yogi. He made this whole world
aware of not only the philosophical explanation of the Nataraja statue but also the details of the various
arts in relation to the Nataraja statue and more than any other authority in the world the Scientific prin-
ciple behind the statue. These concepts he brought out in his book “The Dance of Siva'.

For me, what impressed from my infancy was the Nataraja Statue in our school Assembly Hall called
Vaidyeshwaran. He was our focus of attention and that of our temple of learning, Vidya Alayam’. The rest
of the school unfolds like the petals of a lotus flower around Him. We were like the honeybees drawn to
this “Temple’ by this focus.

Over the last 14 years is my family’s association with the Bhavan in U.K. What happens there at Bhavan?
Sivasakthi trains the children to sing a particular song, which I think, would golve any problems for any
one of us, Vaidyeshwarans. She makes the children sit in a few rows, arranges the Veena Players in a few
rows behind them. Makes them sing and play "Sambo Siva Sambo". Balachandran creates the divine
vibrations with his miruthangam. Those of us who are really fortunate to witness this scene (which was
repeated on a few occasions) will only know the ecstasy - the divine ecstasy. Within me our Vaidyeshwara
Nataraja statue takes life and fills the whole universe with its effulgence - The instrument for my expe-
rience is the daughter of our teacher Mr. Siva Pragasa (one who has the resplendence of Shiva) Pillai
because she is endowed with Shiva’s energy i.e. why she was given the name Siva Sakthi. She does this
with all the support of her husband — lover of Shiva — Sivanesan. This experience makes me to under-
stand at least some of the concepts of Ananda Coomaraswamy. Those of that Ananda Coomaraswamy,
through our school's Nataraja Statue, Vaidyeshwaran.

When our Anandan asked me to say a few words on Vaidyeshwara I thought the subject would be vast and
also would be painful — to go through the period of glamour to the period of almost complete destruction.
But what I am observing over the last 3 years gave me the courage to come forward and speak.

Now let us find out more about our school.

With a bit of research I got some details: -

1) It was exactly 90 years back (with the support of Proctor Ayathurai - our Music Teacher Mrs.
Jayaseelan’s father and Sivasakthi’s grand uncle), Mr. Nagamuththu Idaikkadar started this school in the
residential area of Vannarponnai.The original building was only a shed with thatched roof and no walls.
He started with only a few students. With the patronage of the world-renowned Ramakrishna Mission,
this shed was changing into a treasure house of wisdom and inspiration to many children. The country
was under the British Rule. Most of the subjects were taught in English, but special attention was given
to the subjects of Tamil Language, Tamil Literature and Hinduism.

2) With the Second World War, as we see now with the last 2 decades of civil war, with almost complete
destruction there was an urgent need for resuscitation of the school at that time as it is now. In this con-
text I gather from Muthucumaraswamy’s book on ‘Tamil Sages and Seers Of Ceylon’, that it was Yogar
Swamy who gave the first donation of one rupee and blessed the move. Who carried out the move? This
was another great son of Sri Lanka, "Yarl nool" famous (which book is in the British Library), Swami
Vipulanantha. With Yogar Swamigal’s Blessings and Ramakrishna Mission’s support he made the school
to pick up the momentum. By early 1950s the school had grown into a bigger organisation with more than
1000 students with all facilities for Primary and Secondary school education. [With the development of
the laboratory facilities for the Science Subjects — we remember our teacher Mr.Thillainadarajah’s (a hum-
ble follower of Yogar Swamigal) contribution here].
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3) By the time most of us who are here and were leaving school it was like a big banyan tree. Deep religious
basis was our foundation. Comparative study of religions was encouraged. Mutual respect for other religions
was practised — A unique school possibly in the whole of Sri Lanka at that time where when Saivite students

| were assembling for Saivite way of worship the Muslim students had their Islamic way of worship at the

same time.

When I mention this I am reminded of the Temple after which Ramakrishna Mission and Mr Nagamuththu
ldaikkadar named our school.

This famous temple on the K.K.S road in Jaffna was built when the Dutch were ruling Sri Lanka, almost
212 years ago (in 1791),by Vaithilingam Chettiar with permission from the Dutch Authorities. Members of
this great man’s progeny were our schoolmates. The teachers and the student population gained more spir-
itual influence through blessings of The Lord Vaidyeshwaran and his consort Thaiyal Nayagi.

In one of Yogar Swami'’s verses on Lord Shiva of this temple he ends up with the line ‘Bestow on me the boon
to extol Thy Feet In Holy Company’

Yes: Holy company we had — We had great holy scholars living around the school — like Kalaipulavar
Navaratnam, Ganesha Aiyar and Mani Aiyar- to mention a few.

The teachers imparted selfless love and affection and nurtured us. In addition to the well known trinity —
Mr. Ambikaipakan, Mr. Vairamuththu and Mr Seemvasagam almost every teacher who taught us have left
long lasting imprints on us:

To mention a few:

Starting from the nursery class may I mention about at least 7 or 8 of them:

Our “Vaaththiar Ammah’ Teacher - enticed us with nutritious items like "Karuvapaddai'“(Bark of
Cinnamon), yum yum fat free yoghurt i.e. "Morr". (Not with tooth decay promoting smarties, some of the
teachers give here to entice the infants).

Vijayaratnam master with his melodious singing and soul stirring vibrations imparted the aesthetic sense
of appreciating carnatic music even at the tender ages of 5,6 or 7.

Subramaniam Master’s Santhams ‘Kundudukki’ and ‘Nanthavanathil Oru Aandi’ still rhyme within us.

Yoganathan Master made most of the Thirukkurals mastered by us with enthusiasm and they still remain
as our Highway Code in our lives.

The young and slim angelic teacher, Mrs Jeyaseelan made us sing the Thirumuraigal and school anthem
with confidence and zeal.

Mr.T. Puthirasingham had been teaching us Botany in such a way, listening to him once would have been
adequate to pass the appropriate exam with merit. His contributions were many in other ways and are still
continuing and they will continue. (I cannot forget him on personal basis as he made my drawings go on
print in his book, Biology for Senior Students).

7) There were dedicated Bachelor Teachers e.g. Mr. Ramanathan — giving all the time for us- including week-
ends for free coaching. The other Sivathondan Nilayam based bachelor, Viswanathan Master, encouraged
me to do Medicine at the age 11 — I am here as a humble senior GP with his blessings.

The school brought us in contact with great people —

The great philanthropist Doctor who donated the park in front of Jaffna Town Hall at that time — Dr. P. S.
Subramaniam, The Religious Digest Editor - Mr. Ramachandran, Sakuntha Barathi, Amarar Kalki,
Kunrakkudi adigal, Swami Ramadas and Kasturi Bai, Suththanantha Barathiyar, Sachchithanantha
Swamigal who attained Samathi in USA in his several acre ashram recently, and several others.

We treasure our chances of meeting these eminent people.

A school with the above background - had faced calamity. The calamity over the last couple of decades had
almost wiped the school off. We should not despair about this loss as we can see what is happening at pres-
ent,
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Now I come to my observation over the last 3 years — The Old Students Association in UK has got stronger |

over the last 3 years, with the turn to the New Century, and it has started functioning well. Before the sup-
port of OSA UK the number of students in the school was 400. In year 2001 we had a benefit Music Recital
by Unnikrishnan. He came to help us like a fulcrum. Heartiest thanks to him. With the funds collected the
school building was decorated and the surroundings were cleared and made to look attractive. 7 students
who scored competitively were given Scholarship prizes for their university entrance results. This support
| from us made the school to gain 200 more students, an increase by nearly 50%.

Funds from today’s collection will be geared for the IT development for the school. The school expects a min-
imum of 10 computers. The committee also plans to install a stone plaque and engrave names of donors of
large sums for the IT development.

Few people are planning to contribute independently. One of them, Mrs Jeganmohan — who likes to con-
tribute £2000 in memory of Dr. Jeganmohan — an old student and son of the devout Teacher Mr. Karthigesu.
Mr Karthigesu made us understand the principles of Hinduism through his services, not only at temple and
school but also with full vigour in the sports grounds (as advocated by Swami Vivekananda, in practice). A
very fitting contribution. We express our gratitude to Mrs. Jeganmohan. I hope many more will follow this
noble example.

We have 110 members. Some have joined as Life Members and some have joined as annual members. We
will appreciate if with the contribution of
£50 — if each and every member could become a life member.

There are lost peers- in the various counties in the U.K. Please bring them into our fold. Encourage them to
become our life members.

Let me end up my speech with a little request. Please decide to help our beloved school through thought,
word and deed. May I remind our Gopalapillai Master’s efficiency programme which is: Do it now, do it now,
do it now — His autograph in Tamil goes as follows: -

May our Vidya Alayam, Vaidyeshwara College, prosper and nourish our little ones from Vannai and

Yalpanam who join the school. May we decide now and now itself to help our organisation — through our |

experiences, expertises and skills in addition to our financial help — spontaneously, liberally and profusely.
May we direct our contribution towards the school as and when we get opportunities — e.g.: if we happen to
go there — develop the E-Mail contact from the school, send digital photographs through the computers etc.
and make them closer to us. We will only be a E-Mail contact away (1sec. away) from them. Let us serve

them well — so that many eminent people and people of many walks of life be produced by Vaidyeshwara :

with the same deep religious foundation with which we were blessed and are humbly proud of.
