I was born in Jaffna district and due to war in 1990 I have been displaced and been living in many
places in the North and East. After 2000 only I have migrated to Canada. I experience the impact of
poverty and hunger myself. Why those people are continuously suffering from hunger. Today in Vanni
district about more than 90,000 families have lost their livelihood (in which many are widows). Words
can not explain the hardships they face. Out of these, about to more than 3,000 families Tamilenn has
provided assistance (about thousand of the families includes that of ex-warriors). Tamilcnn initiated
this program with only one goal that these people should atleast get one day food daily. And for this
the diapora Tamils scattered all over the world will provide help we hope so.

Atleast one pack of rice should reach the doors of families who have lost their livelihood and
suffering.
