MESSAGE FROM CO.PATRON
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CHAVAKACHCHERI HINDU COLLEGE : REMEMBERING OUR
FOUNDERS

It is indeed a privilege and pleasure to the first news bulletin of Old Students
Association which was inaugurated in January 95. The management committee has
within a short period of its birth quickly managed to organise a pleasant ‘get-
together * and an entertainment for the evening. This performance of the
committee alone shows the dedication and enthusiasm of its members resolve to
spread the ideals of our college, the motto of which is “ Be good - Do good - Seek
good " They deserve our congratulation and support for any of their future efforts
in organising programmes for various activities such as collecting funds for the
development of our Alma Master.
The college Started as a vernacular school during the early 1920 in a land
behind the present Murugan temple at Sangaththanai. The first class room was a
~ cadjan shed with mud walls. Owing to the untiring effort of community workers,
philanthropists and samaritans of Chavakachcheri South an awakening to seek
knowledge was kindled among youths and many students took to basic education.
There was no land to build more classrooms to expand in the school and there was
no resources either to build new buildings to accommodate the ever increasing
students. In this depressed economic situation foreign religious missionaries were
proselytising and recruiting vernacular teachers to help them in the process. The
militant villagers were taken aback by this threatening situation. However they
never lost self confidence as they had faith in their elders and their faith.

Mr. Thamotherampillai of sappachimavady, a wealthy textile merchant and
landed proprietor, popularly called * Vijapariar” and some of his relatives came to
the rescue of the villagers. Thamotherampillai provided financial support and a
piece of land where the first (old) college block was built. The villagers went
around collecting timber, building materials and cadjans to thatch the class room
sheds. They quickly completed the required class rooms from the resources
provided. The first stage in the long struggle of our founders was over. The next
hurdle was to find suitable teachers who could agree to work for low wages, as
Mr.Thamotherampillai could not afford to pay the same salary that the
missionaries paid to their recruits because he was paying out his own money.

He pleaded with some of the volunteer teachers to accept ‘half pay’ for their
services till the time arrangements were made to pay them regular salaries through
the Hindu Board of Education that received a small grant from the then British
Government for such purpose. Some of the first group of teachers who agreed to
work on this basis, Sacrificing a lucrative career elsewhere. and helped in the
smooth functioning of Chavakachcheri Hindu College were.

Their effort paid off. The college produced large number of professionals for over
more than half a century, It also provided a religious education to all the citizen
thus preserving an ancient religion in Chavakachcheri. May the college grow from
strength to strength.

Let us remember to commemorate the founders.
