K. R, Ravindran has
described his peer, PDG. Rajaratnam
Rajalingam, who passed away in Sri
Lanka on September2, 1994. He was 65. _

PP, S. Yogendranathan, of the Rotary Club of Colombo
South, remembers him as “an authority on the Manual of
Procedure- the ‘Bible’ of Rotary,” and recalls “his vast knowledge
of Rotary and his computerised memory of facts and figures .
Popularly known as *Lingo'* among his Rotary friends,
Rajaratnam Rajalingam joined the Rotary Club of Jalfna in
1967. He had the unique distinction of serving his club as Pre-
sident for two consecutive terms, 1971-72 and 1972-73. He held
almost all the important positions in his club He was the
Chairman of the District Assembly held in Jaffna in 1975. At
that time; Sri Lanka and parts of South India made up one
Rotary District. In April 1984 he was chosen, uncontested, as
District Governor nominee for 1986-87. It was he who took
the initiative to launch Rotary's Polio Plus project in Sri Lanka.
Hailiog from an illustrious family, his simplicity and complete
dedication to Rotary was an example to many to follow his
ideals and get involved in the movement. Among them were
his wife Bama and children, too.

Rtn. Rajalingam practised what he preached. He lived by
the code of his own principles. In uprightness, he was the
true embodiment of a perfect gentlemen. What endeared him
to his colleagues and friends in Rotary was the way he became
more and more simple as he rose in position and intellectual
achievements, He received everyone witb dignity and equality
and tried to help them whenever and in whatever way possible.

PDG. Ravindran says: “To many of us who have travelled

the Rotary road together, he was a respected friend, philosopher,

and confidant.”” To this PP. Yogendranathan adds: “The lofty

ideals of Rotary, for which he stood firmly, would be

cherished and remembered by everyone.”

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HISTORY OF ROTARY IN JAFFNA

About the middle of November 1940 District Governor Abraham
Gardiner visited Jaffna and while here discovered that there
were excellent possibilities for a good Rotary Club in the City.
Accordingly he approached the leading men of the locality
and very shortly a preliminary meeting was held and a
decision to organise a club in Jaffna was made. A provisional
Committee under the leadership of Rotarian M. Prasad
the Government Agent in Jaffna went into details. The Charter
list was closed on 7th December when the club was duly orga-
nised asa Provisional club. The club was admitted to member-
ship in Rotary INTERNATIONAL on the 8th day of April
1941 and received its Charter at the hands of the District
Governor Rotarian A. Gardiner on Saturday the 20th of Septem-
ber 1941, under the leadership of Rotarian M. Prasad the
Government Agent in Jaffna, The Governor Sir Andrew Caldicot
sent the following message to Jaffna on the said occasion. “A
Rotary Club if it is healthy is its own encouragement. Once
the clubgets the push of its first resuits it will surely progress
on its own momentum. 1 feel certain that you of the Jaffna
club have already begun to feel that push and that my message
to you may therefore be one of congratulation rather than
exhortation '".

The Jaffna Rotary Club started with twenty members and
vear after year it grew in numbers in fellowship, and in the
spirit of helpfulness to each otber and to our city. Let us pay
our tribute of Loyalty and gratitude to those stalwart Pioneers
who blazed the trial in 1941 and made it casier for those who
followed. We are also thankful to the many Rotarians who
held office during the last thirty two years thus ensuring the
progress and continvity of the club. Leading citizens of the
City held the office of the President since 1941. They are

President Sathianathan
hadorignal and practical ideas and put the Rotary Club of Jaffna
in the World map.

Club of Jaffna embarked in due measures upon various pro-
jects of Community service work.

Construction of a sick room and stage in the school
hall at the deaf and blind school, Kaithady. 2. Donation of
3 violins, 2 Sewing machines, one duplicating machine, 3 work
benches and one set of Carpentry tools to the said deaf and
blind school at Kaithady. 3. Donation of a Tractor to the
Trade school run by the Youth Council for Social and Economic
wellare. 4. Construction of Bus Shelters at important positions
in Jaffoa District. 5. Presentation of Rotary Challenge Shield
annually to the best scout group in Jaffna. 6. Distribution of
clothing and other items of gift to the inmates of the Home
for the Aged at Kaithady, Hindu Orphanage at Thirunelvely,
Childrens’ Home at Thirunelvely, Flood victims, Jaffna General
Hospital, Udupiddy Orphanage, Kala Nilayam Refugee's camp
at Kilinochchi and Ceylon Assuciation for prevention of
Tuberculosis. 7. Construction of a drinking water well at
Manipay for the members of the depressed class community.

We are now involved in a major project of conducting
free eye clinics monthly at various centres in the Jaffna
District and receiving eye Donations. In this connection we
are very grateful to Dr. S. Ananadarajan, Eye Surgeon for his
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free and valuable service in conducting the eye clinics. Besides
these our members have rendered many services in  their
individual capacities. These and other examples forecast the
increasingly vigorous roll the Jaffna Rotary Club is certain to
play on its Eommunity in the years ahead.

Rotary is an expression of ideas and execution in service,
It is no dogma or code of ritvals, The yardstick of service is
severe, but yet every Rotarian has risen equal to the occasion.
May the Rotary club of Jaffna progress to a century on service
