Life under KSS

It takes me back almost 50 years
to rekindle my “bitter sweet” memories
and regurgitate my hostel experience,
under the guardianship of KSS. Yes, |
went into hostel life when | was 9 years
old and was lucky enough to have had
three elder siblings of mine in the
hostel at the same time. The early
years, up until 1957 were very un-
eventful and fairly nascent | should
say. But it did lay the foundation for
the interesting years to follow. This is
the age you start testing waters and
taking minor uncalculated risks to
unofficially register your name in the
so-called Wanted List

Those were the days when we did

not know in which direction we were

going or coming. It was simply a passive flow
with the crowd and to face the world as it
comes along.

Though our primary mission was to study, it
was not exclusively that, especially in a hostel
environment. When it comes to extra curricular
activities, obviously, some got into sports, some
joined literary groups, some did scouting, few
got involved in the garden club, food club and
few of us became the guardian angels even-
tually... the so called Prefects of the Hostel,
stalwarts to assist KSS, and | was one of them.

No matter what it's, as long as you were in the
boarding house, everything boiled down simply
to be under the supreme being, our boarding
master KSS.

We, as hostellers were not at all concerned of
the School Principal — but mortally afraid to our
ever- present boarding master. Even if he was
not there physically, we always had the fear
that his roaming eyes were following us every-
where. He was our parent away from home and
the sole provider of food, shelter, education and
guidance. No matter what type of experience
you had, one cannot forget the life under KSS.

We did have our assistant boarding master

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Mr. Namasivayam - our beloved &[J19...
pardon me for mentioning — a wizard
with a razor sharp mind in charge
of the budgetary and culinary
aspects of the hostel.

The whole group of approxi-
mately 350 hostellers came
under the sole wing of KSS
and no one else.

The hostellers were a bunch of
mixed groups from the Islands,
Vada-Maradchi, Then-Marad-
chi, Eastern Province, Western
Province and some from the
Up-Country as well. Not only he
knew everyone by name, but the
ancestry as well. In this context, | was not
an exception, but more of a rule.

My father, who happened to be high school
Head Master, did everything under the sun,
other than teaching. His involvement in all
social and cooperative movements took him to
Jaffna at least twice a week and never did he
miss visiting the beloved son at the hostel. The
irony is that, | missed his visits more frequently,
by scooting out to afternoon shows at Regal
Theater. But he never missed calling on KSS.
That was my dilemma.

| do not blame my father for it because all four
of us stayed in the hostel and he had every rea-
son to be there, not much to our liking. We all
had our added qualifications of being named,
o_enieril 1 thru 4. Despite all the negativities as-
sociated with my life in the hostel, | was made a
Prefect and a Senior Prefect in the latter years.
| don't know whether | deserved that position,
definitely not looking at my extra curricular
vices. | am sure | did not get it by merit. May
be, he thought that it was better to put a culprit
in charge to catch the other culprits.

| vividly remember the mid-day on a Saturday;
the hostel was full of activities. Our regular
lunch, the cricket team lunch followed by the



annual convention lunch given to All Ceylon
Tamil Teachers Association, for which my father
was the President. This meeting was held in
the newly built hostel above the dining hall. We
were playing cards in one of the rooms of the
old hostel and with all the noise that erupted in
the midst of our arguments, we failed to notice
KSS sneaking behind us and the first sign of
his presence was felt with the slap across my
face, followed by the words Q&L |mis
GLLID BLSHIDTT - B Gws FHS0 Curl @
sL 14 alsnumgsosTenighdamrul. Out went
the bikini clad buxom beauty pictured cards into
shreds. Luckily he did not notice the blossom
beauties in the cards — otherwise we would
have got more thrashings and | don't need to
go into the “details of the music” | faced with my
father when he learnt of the news.

This is only one chapter in my life as a hosteller
for 11 years. If | were to chronologically list the
series of events, | had to go into the earlier
days as a hosteller. For an average hosteller,
the hierarchy is the Prefect / Senior Prefect
and then KSS. But, if you are going out of the
hostel, the only person who can nod his head
is KSS; whether it is going out into town for an
outing, to buy books, to see someone or any
lame excuse that we can justifiably think of.

This is where we had some psychological ad-
vantage. Before seeking permission, we will go
into the classroom and from that vantage point
we could see him relaxing in the easy chair,
provided our view was not blocked by the box
model Austin car parked in his yard forever. The
car belonged to our “ Five Things” disciplinarian
and English teacher, late K.V.Mylvaganam.

The tell tale signs of our potential success in
getting the permission depended on either a

cigar, or the presence of his Mother or his
Wife. Of the three, the first two strongly favored
our success, especially, if he was enjoying a

lit cigar. If his Mother was also there, then it is
sure bet that we would get what we wanted.
The theory is that he was too lazy to take
the cigar out from the mouth to ask prob-
ing questions to the request made by us, he
would simply nod his head in the affirma-
tive. This ploy also worked when we wanted to
ask permission to go for the matinee show on a
Saturday or Sunday.

KSS also had his routine bicycling trips along
KKS road in the afternoon time between
4.00pm and 7.00pm. He knew that he would be
able to catch those who had quietly sneaked
out and will be returning along KKS road.

He also had his famous hang out contact shop
to be with his buddies Sniffing the Snuff. We
conveniently avoided that route and managed
to escape his wandering eyes.

On one such occasion, another hostel mate
named Kusu Muddi was returning from an
afternoon show and he came almost face to
face with KSS riding a bicycle in the opposite
direction. He had no way of escaping and to his
luck came the Municipal push wagon with the
human waste. Brilliant as he was, he happily
joined the two municipality workers and started
shouting aul ai®...euf &iG.... as if he was
one of the Municipal workers and escaped get-
ting caught.

| remember another occasion, when our friend
COOCH Maniam (who is a Medical Doctor
now) wanted to try his amateur attempt in trying
to sneak for a late night show. This is a routine
thing for the skilled fellows and poor Maniam
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was in the start of the learning curve.

Some of us got wind of this and decided to
have fun at KSS’s expense. The usual entry
back into the hostel was by jumping over the
wall impregnated with broken glass pieces that
lay between the hostel and the grounds.

A well-placed sac on the glass fragments took
care of that impediment. One has to know the
geography of the hostel and the surroundings
and | am sure you all are.

Our soft-spoken Sabayar masterminded the
plan to take care of COOH Maniam. Usually,
the students return along Kasthuriar road and
come to the grounds and tread along College
Road and get to the road
between the grounds and
the hostel and jump over
the wall.

Knowing this well,
Sabayar exited along the
pathway, near the well,
adjoining KSS's house.
When the signal was
given, Sabayar started
coming towards the ac-
cess path to College Road
wearing wooden clogs
draped in green blanket...
the signature piece attire
of KSS.

When Maniam heard the

noise of the clogs and

seeing the green blanket draped figure, he had
to duck for covers inside the grounds and after
everything cooled down decided to try alternate
avenues.

He tried his friend “Charlie” who lived closer to
Manohara Theater. When he went to wake him
up through the window, poor Charlie thought
that he was being burglarized and shouted on
top of his voice and that was the end of Ma-
niam'’s mission.

He had no choice and decided to try an alter-
nate entry. That is to come along KKS road
and jump over the wall there and get into the
lavatory and wait for the early rising bell to ring
at 5.00am and go back into the hostel with the
rest of the crowd. You can imagine now how
he tested his olfactory senses by staying in the
lavatory for 3 hours or so.
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When | present all these anecdotal events, it
would seem and reflect as if KSS was a tyrant
and a dictator.

To the contrary, his approach to single hand-
edly manage 350 hostellers and to provide all
amenities for a fully fledged life, a home away
from home, was a paramount requisite and a
well recognized one as well.

Not only did he cared and looked after us, he
also used his diverse experience, to build and
expand the hostel, the dining area and the
Hindu Temple in the premises.

He used the services of young energetic youths
in the hostel to carry mixed concretes in &1&4]
to lay the foundation and build it up little by

little.

He was the planner, architect, contractor,
master builder and supervisor — an all in one
personality. The proof of the pudding is when
you look at the Dining hall, the Hostel above
and the magnificent Coomaraswamy Hall.

Of course, as a form of compensation, he did
entice us with the permission to go for an after-
noon movie, on completion of hard days work.

On top of that he paid us 35 cents that gave us
a berth in the valuable gallery seat in Windsor
or Wellington Theater.

Little did he realize that we would have been
more than satisfied with the permission to go
for the movie and the monetary bait was an
added bonus.



He was a great humanitarian in accommodat-
ing the idiosyncrasies of one of the local va-
grant beggar named Anthony, who came to the
hostel during meal times.

He is essentially a mentally retarded per-

son who had no place to go. His pres-

ence is always amplified by his musical
epilogue - i flbasTensud  @Gwaly Hen
Qus, BABLUISMS (PN, L BHVHT], -
NFFBGL 9SG auTFF TiTsTeneT  (BhH)
@Im@ Bumev - GurLm smmenind Femev.. What
it really meant | do not know. But, it still rings
bell in my ears.

One day Anthony came with an infected finger
that was absolutely unsightly. When KSS saw
this, he made it a point to get our Maestro “
Sasthri” Shanmugalingam to attend to Antho-
ny's finger and dispatched him to the hospital to

along College Road near the grounds. It was
inferred that he being the Education Officer did
not voice his legitimate protests to the appro-
priate authorities, to prevent the army to come
into occupation in a Hindu Hostel and cook all
types of non-vegetarian food. So, the anger
was directed at him and the hostellers were
expressing their dislike in no uncertain terms in
front of his house.

When things got somewhat unruly, thinking
that Mr.S.U.Somesegaram will call the Po-
lice, someone conveniently took care of the
telecommunication system. As it darkened, it
seemed a lost cause and it was time for all the
hostellers to leave soon to catch the last bus to
go to their hometowns.

KSS came out of his seclusion to exercise his
unchallengeable authority. It is then that we all

get further treatment. KSS was such a person
and identified well with folks from all walks of
life.

| am sure you all can recall the year when the
SriLankan Army was mobilized to Jaffna to con-
trol the Satyagraha Movement.

Prior to that, many schools did participate in an
unofficial manner by letting the students go to
Jaffna Kachcheri in support of the Satyagraha
Movement. True enough, we as hostellers also
took part and our KSS was a silent observer

in that support and did not question us going
in groups. When the Army was mobilized, our
hostel was chosen as domicile for them to stay
and we were given very short notice to vacate
the hostel. Needless to say that it was not well
received by anyone and we started a fracas in
the hostel that spilled over to our grounds.

You all may remember our Education Officer
Mr.S.U.Somesegram who happened to live

in absolute silence left the premises with our
tails tucked in its’ due place. This illustrated the
hidden respect we had for him and recognized
him for having given us the opportunity to ex-
press our dissatisfaction in a controlled way.

He knew very well when to step in and we were
able to draw the limit and decide when to stop.
That's the unwritten understanding and respect
we had for him, that had developed over long
years of association.

| would be a remiss, if | don't get the opportu-
nity to mention his oratory powers, especially
on Maha Bharatham.

If you catch him in a good mood, a rare one

| should say, you will be empowered with his
oratory skills and it starts afoet @z Glosd
s aneudba. If you can get him to start it, then
you are in for a great entertainment and that is
something we all look forward to.
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You all are very well aware of the quality of
culinary asset that was part and parcel of the
Hindu College Hostel. From the menu to the
cooks, ably assisted by our assistant board-
ing master, the food all around the year was a
masterful package that is hard to resist.

Despite being a complete vegetarian food,

it had its class, not forgetting the Friday’s
utwraib that cannot be considered for com-
parison.

Everyone talked about it, craved for it and the
insurmountable credit has to go to KSS.

Another popular item in the menu was ' 6
and it does bring me memories of our pal *
Amarasingham”, who could not resist the
temptation to consume mountain full of yi .
So much so, the famous song &i&iGL aur by
A.M.Rajah gradually metamorphosized into
LB eur opopest Ganiienusnus Gsig eumr and
SO on.

It is a nice way to end my memoirs of KSS
with the taste of food. It takes me to the HSC
Hostellers’ Annual Dinner, an event that cannot
be forgotten by any hosteller. The meticulous
arrangements and the delicious menu was an
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artful presentation by the Boarding Master. Our
beloved KSS, not only provided high quality
and nourishing food, but also the Food for the
Mind, an experience that cannot be matched.
This has led us to be what we are in today’s
context and we should be ever thankful to him
for having made us Men of the Era to face the
world at large. Thank You KSS.

May his soul rest in peace.

| joined Jaffna Hindu College in
1952 and left it in 1957 after
passing the S.S.C examina-
tion as my father wanted me

to join St. John's College
where the University entrance
classes were conducted in

the English medium.

| was sad to leave the school
because | had to say good bye to

many close friends and it was with a

heavy heart that | walked out of the School on a
rainy day in December 1957.

| have great fondness for J.H.C. because it
was where | spent most number of years of my
pre-university schooling. It gave me a strong
academic foundation that paved the way for my
success later in life.

| owe a great deal to the College for my suc-
cess in entering the Sri Lankan Administrative
Service through the open competitive examina-
tion and for securing a Ph.D. in Economics.

The College also had a profound influence in
shaping my values that have held me in good
stead over the years. The commitment to serve
fellow beings and the resolve to lead an ethical
life were all instilled in the class rooms of JHC
through the study of THIRUKKURAL and other
Tamil epics.

My time at JHC can be described as a golden
era as the College posted excellent results in
the University entrance examinations, especial-
ly in Engineering and became the undisputed
soccer dynasty in Jaffna, having secured the
JSSA soccer championships for five consecu-
tive years.

It was a great time to be a student at
JHC and | feel privileged to have
studied there during this period.

Many teachers leave an indel-
ible imprint on students and
one of them for me was late
K.S.Subramaniam( KSS).

Although | attended the school as a
day scholar, | came to know KSS well
for several reasons.

He was well known to my parents as he hailed
from my birth place, Thirunelvley. | also had my
lunch at the school, as my father felt that | will
enjoy a good vegetarian meal.

Who can forget the sumptuous lunch served by
the cooks of JHC and the ‘Payasam’ treat on
Fridays? In addition, he took my religion class
when | was in the Il and Il forms.

One could write volumes about KSS and 1 will
confine my comments to the encounters at
lunch time and in the class room for want of
space. When KSS walks down the lunch room,
accompanied by Namasivayam, ( Namasi )
there will be pin drop silence as every one
feared him.

His one stare is enough for students to shiver
in their shoes! He was concerned for the well
being of students and will drop in from time to
time to check on the quality of food and the
service at lunch room. Many are the days when
Namasi would have been berated for not pay-
ing attention to the quality of the food.

He was also a kind person who will help stu-
dents in difficulty. There were occasions when |
had not paid the lunch fee on time and although
Namasi will point this out KSS, he will give me
a gentler reminder and pass on.
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Never a harsh word or rude comment to make
me feel small.

He was a great administrator and it was mainly
due to his efforts the hostel was well run and
also produced many good scholars and lead-
ers. He was a stern disciplinarian and this kept
in check the wild tendencies of some boarders
and made them follow the path of academic
success. His stature was that he was a colossal
presence not only in the boarding but also in
the whole school.

| recall one incident when the students were out
in the court yard protesting over an incident and
making lots of noise.

The principal at that time was Mr. V.M. Asaipillai
and all his efforts to get the students to stop the
protest and get back to the class rooms were in
vain. It was at this point KSS walked into school
compound, being disturbed by the noise or
responding to an appeal from the principal we
will never know, but with one withering look and
a big shout he brought the protest under control
and made the students run to their class rooms.

| have a feeling that it was the boarders who
made a hasty retreat first, not wanting to be
punished by KSS later!

| have also very vivid memories of how he re-
cites stories from Mahabharahtham.

The students make it a point to ask KSS to tell
stories of Bhiman, at the end of the term after
all the examinations are over.

His dramatization of how Bhiman ate all the

food sent through him to an Asuran and how he
gave a wholloping to the Asuran is classic.

Every word will be heard and every action
watched in suspended animation by the stu-
dents and whole class will go into a trance
during this time.

He was a story teller par excel lance and it was
my good fortune to have attended his class.

KSS was a very dedicated teacher, able admin-
istrator and strict disciplinarian who made JHC
his main focus of life.

He played a very crucial part in making JHC an
excellent educational institution with island wide
reputation. He was an institution at the School
and it is fitting that we name the new hostel
after him as a fitting tribute to his unrivalled
service to the school.

| visited the school last July when | was

in Sri Lanka, at the request of my brother
V.Sabanayagam who was the president of JHC
OBA ( Colombo).

The renovation work on the front building of
the school was going well but the work on the
hostel was at a standstill.

The summer of 1956 brought with it the Melbourne Olympics, Elvis Presley's record hits and
my introduction to a humble, disciplined boarding master. At the time | resented my father for placing
me in the care of such a fearful man, at the Jaffna Hindu College boarding house, however, as | look
back it was probably one of the wisest decisions my father made.

Mr K.S Subramaniam was a simple man, who was set in his ways and determined to ensure that
all his boarders reached their full potential at the college. He looked after every boarder as though
they were his own sons. He took the time and effort to get to know each and every single boarder on
a personal level. Draped in a dhoti and ‘national,’ he was simply a father figure for over 150 young
boys.

| particularly remember my nights at the boarding house, where our master would come around and
inspect the condition and presentation of our meals, whilst also ensuring that we did not waste any of
the cook’s delights. After dinner most of us devious individuals would start the difficult task of making
our fake beds, so we could sneak out and enjoy the late show at the nearby cinemas. However, we
never anticipated that our beloved boarding master would hop onto his bike and inspect the queues
outside Manohara, Windsor, Raja, Wellington and Rani Cinemas. Thus, our adventures to the cin-
ema often resulted in a public caning at the school assemble. However, it was through this discipline
that our boarding master pointed us onto the path to become the proud, successful Jaffna Hindu Old
Boys we are today.

Due to the hard work and dedication of Mr K.S. Subramaniam, many of his boarders are leading very
successful careers and fulfilled lives in a number of countries. Because of this great man, we will
be forever grateful for the opportunities and guidance we received during our time at the boarding
house.

Finally | would like to thank the Jaffna Hindu Old Boys, UK, for giving me the opportunity to
say a few words about a man who truly inspired me and taught me life’s valuable lessons. The legacy
of Mr. K.S. Subramaniam will never be forgotten.

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Memories of Jaffna Hindu College Hostel

and the Legacy of

KSS Master

Pleasant memories always linger on in spite
of the passage of time. There is no fence or
hedge round time that has gone. We can go
back and have what we like if we remember it
well enough.

It was 48 years ago when | first stepped into
Jaffna Hindu College. The memory of the first
day in school is still very vivid in my mind even
though almost five decades have passed by
and it is indeed a pretty long time.

It was a bright day with a comfortable weather
in January 1958, shortly after the December
monsoon. | have just moved to Jaffna from
Batticaloa where my father had been working
previously. It was my first experience in a Jaffna
school, particularly in a Hindu school, and prior
to that | was attending Christian schools.

When | walked into the seventh standard on
that morning, naturally quite excited and ner-
vous, the first person that drew my attention
was Prabachandran, a well-known classroom
bully of that time.

He would perform all kinds of acrobats by

jumping from table to table adopting very pre-
carious postures and during the process even
had painful falls too, but such episodes never
deterred his enthusiasm to continue with those
pranks.

| was to learn subsequently that some of the
painful pleasures that he experienced not only
came from those falls but also from the canes
of some of our determined and dedicated class
teachers! Praba later turned out to be one of
my good pals.

But the real experience for me was when | went
to the hostel that afternoon where | was des-
tined to spend the next eight long years. It was
a very strange experience indeed; never been
in a hostel before, and being the only son to my
parents never stayed away from home.

First few days were certainly difficult; wooden
beds, noisy dormitory, and some irritating char-
acters around.

More than that the enforced discipline, tea bell,
study bell, dinner bell, second study bell, morn-
ing bell, shower whistle, oh God the list was
endless. It took quite some
time to get adjusted.

Then came the food, the
vegetarian food of course,
thosai, iddly, saambaru and
the famous puttu, sambal
and banana and the asso-
ciated strict regime at the
dining hall, judiciously exe-
cuted by the sub warden, late
Mr.Namasivayam, very popu-
larly known as Karady (Bear).
Had you seen him in person
you would realise that it was
more than a nickname.

The hostel food was a prob-
lem from the word go, and |



could not disagree from what | have heard from
the fellow hostellers about rubber thosai, con-
crete puttu and kambi idiyappam and there was
a rumour that the final kitchen sweepings con-
tributed the major and important ingredients for
the sambaaru. And the kingpin who was behind
that ritual was believed to be cook Murugesu,
nicknamed “Kundiyar” (please bear with be,
without nicknames it is difficult to identify most
of the hostellers) owing to his short stature and
over proportioned gluteus maximus.

But no one had verified whether the allegations
were really true or mere
myths carried down gen-
erations. Even otherwise
Murugesu Annai was not
too popular among the
hostellers as he was a
faithful assistant of the
sub-warden and ensured
that he dished out the
minimum into our plates
by a very skilful and
deceptive movement of
his hand, a skill that you
must see to believe it.

Before the end of the
first day | had already
got to know plenty about
our boarding master

Mr. K.S.Subramaniyam
popularly known as KSS.
In fact the word KSS was
very frequently chanted in the hostel as if it was
a mantra.

If you want to scare some one just mention
KSS and that was it.

Already there were tales about him, none were
very encouraging, and | was wondering wheth-
er to take my belongings and bolt.

Based on those revelations | felt as if | had

already made a blunder and walked into a trap
and my tender mind was working overtime how
| could extricate myself from that terrible mess.

Days moved pretty slowly indeed and then it
happened on the third day.

KSS master visited the dormitory in the night;
later | was to learn that it was his frequent night
patrol. He was a tall, handsome man, dressed
in white verti, national and a shawl and with a

stern look he marched along the passages as if
conducting a military inspection.

Not a hum in the dormitory and there was an
eerie silence as if the whole world had come to
an end. But what shattered me most was a long
cane in his possession; | had never seen such
a thing in my previous schools managed by
Nuns and Brothers.

Why on earth should he carry a cane during a
night visit after all, | wondered. But | need not
wait long for an answer, because soon | re-

alised the use of that cane and how discipline
was enforced and even democracy was main-
tained.

The well-known dictum “spare the rod and spoil
the child” came to my mind only many years
later

As time went by however, the whole mindset
changed, the hostel life became more accept-
able and pleasant. More friends, more fun and
more life and even the advanced warning of
KSS master's approach gave a thrill, a sort of
painful pleasure.

Even though KSS (please permit me to use this
abbreviation for convenience and not with any
disrespect) was a stern, strict disciplinarian he
was also a witty and a kind man with a good
sense of humour.

He was a dedicated man, a gift to Jaffna Hindu
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College, and with a mission to mould the
students to take responsible roles later in their
lives.

| came to realise that mere academic perfor-
mance is not the only criteria to progress in life
and in fact self-discipline was equally important
if not more for one to “really” succeed in life
and there are numerous examples among us to
prove this point today.

KSS was very particular about personal hy-
giene and he ensured everyone bathed daily.
There was an organised system with several
showers fitted for many to bathe at the same
time and appointed “motor supervisors” who
controlled the smooth flow of the bathers.

Of course some of the motor supervisors
thought they were more then the principal and
their frequency of whistling too depended on
who was bathing at any particular time, if his
friend well he got extra time.

In spite of all these arrangements there were
a few guys who were very allergic to bath,
popularly referred to as “kulikkaatha methaikal”
in Tamil. | could still recall one chap; in fact a
close friend of mine, and that was Bala, who
was virtually frightened of water.

He hardly bathed and any amount of advise,
suggestions and motivation including even
threats failed to change his determination and
he held to his ground firmly.

Some how or other this information had leaked
to KSS and one morning he walked into the
hostel and ordered several of us to carry
Bala (he was a big made guy, but a gentle
giant) and to drop him into the pit where

all the dirty water collected.

Oh heaven, that pit was nothing but hell,
pitch-black sludge, putrid odour and
decomposing gases slowing bubbling
out of it.

But we were so thrilled, the command
was already given and we readily
executed it and dropped him into that
pit, at such a young age we never
realised the implications.

So finally stinking Bala had his annual
bath.
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But later | realised that his reluctance was not
only for water but he was hesitant to expose his
bare body to others. If | had power and author-
ity at that time | would have built him a cubicle
to change his clothing in total privacy away
from the curious eyes!

So years rolled by.

JHC hostel by then had become a home away
from home, hostel had its own traditions, cul-
ture of some sort and a separate hostel com-
munity altogether. Many felt that there is no
JHC without the hostel and one did not belong
to JHC unless he is in the hostel.

Hostellers, no doubt, had a better control of the
school events, be they sports, cultural events,
religious functions, dramas or any mischief.

KSS master used to say that even if a ship
sank in the KKS harbour JHC hostellers would
be implicated. Slowly but steadily we got used
to the discipline, the frequent bells and food,
iddly and thosai and even saambaru.

As we became progressively seniors the fear
of KSS (I mean the physical fear) became less
intense. He would jokingly say, “for some this
hostel is for sayanam, snanam and poshanam
and for some only sayanam and poshanam and
not even snanam”!

| remember him on Fridays, seated in a class-
room at 4pm to grant permission to students
who wanted to go home for the weekends.

The boys waited nervously in the queue

because their requests may be refused
and could see some of them going back
to the hostel with tears in their eyes.

On other days after school hours
he would be lying in his usual
easychair at his home veranda
across the College Road for
students to see him.

| used to go to him not very
infrequently to get permission
to go for English movies that
commenced at 4.45pm.

| started this habit in 1960 and
until | left the school | continued
to enjoy that privilege and | can-
not recall a single day where he



refused to grant me permission.

Itis also significant that | escaped from his
cane during those eight long years, which
was a sheer stroke of luck, and not that | was
a saint. | must admit that luck really played a
big role because | also escaped from none
other than Narayanasamy lyer, the mathematic
teacher when | moved to the eighth standard.

No one except me escaped his wrath.

He used to close his eyes and threw the chalk
into the students and depending on whom the
chalk landed that student had to go to the
board and do the problem.

During the entire 1959 the chalk never fell on
me in spite of his unbiased throws and one
cannot explain that phenomena in any other
way other than sheer luck.

| could recall at least two students who urinat-
ed in the classroom.

But one good thing that happened to me dur-
ing 1959; | started learning mathematics for the
first time!

Now all those pleasant memories (some are
not all that pleasant though) are in the distant
past but yet they are fresh in my mind, like the
immortal songs of Jikki, Raja and Ghandasala
that still keep our soul young and happy though
they are no more.

My sense of gratitude to KSS master, my in-
debtedness to him in many ways, is something
very personal to me.

But KSS was a public person, he was a leader
of a whole community, he belonged to all and
he was an institution in himself. He laid the
foundation for many and ensured that every
one succeeded in life in their chosen field, im-
material whether they entered the university or
not.

It was a popular belief then that one had to
enter the university in order to succeed in life.
My experience in my profession for more than
three decades and my long years as a medical
teacher in the universities dealing with under-
graduate and postgraduate students proved to
me the usefulness of the code of conduct that
| acquired while being in the hostel under KSS
master.

57 years after independence Sri Lanka is still in

a state of turmoil, and Jaffna in particular has
gone through all forms of changes.

| even wonder whether our cherished values
are still there or they too had undergone trans-
formation with the passage of time especially
owing to the prevailing turbulent condition that
has lasted for so long.

Despite all these tragedies the Tamil commu-
nity, where ever they live, be they professionals
or otherwise, are excelling in every possible
way. The main reason for this success story

is our great, dedicated teachers like KSS who
sacrificed their very lives for the betterment of
their students and guided them to withstand the
turmoils in life.

| congratulate the UK OBA for embarking on
rebuilding our school hostel in the memory
of KSS master that had remained closed for
years.

It is a shame that this “great home” had re-
mained shut for so long.

Any way the time has come and | wish that

it will once again flourish in par with its past
glory, and the memory of KSS master the man
so richly endowed by God, to continue to live
through the newly constructed JHC Hostel.

There is nothing more appropriate than nam-
ing the hostel in the name of this great man as
during his days JHC Hostel and KSS remained
inseparable.

| thank the JHC OBA (UK) for honouring me by
asking me to write a piece for this memorable
occasion. | have much more to write and would
love to do so but logistical restraints have pre-
vented me from doing so.

Even recounting this little bit had made me to
feel very young. | wish you all the very best and
hope this hostel would help us once again to
walk down the memory lane.

The year was 1954 and it was the last
day of the schools before December vacation.

At Jaffna Hindu students were leaving the hos-
tel to return back for the next academic year.

But for me it was different.

| was leaving my school and my hostel for the
last time, never to return. It was a farewell to
the school and the hostel, seven years my fos-
ter home. As | walked out of the gates | sobbed
in silence.

It was the end of an era of my life.

| joined Jaffna Hindu College and the hostel
in1948. Jaffna Hindu was the leading Hindu
educational institution in the island. It was one
of the few schools in
Jaffna that conducted
classes up to the
High School Certifi-
cate and University
Prelim. The college
admitted me but the
hostel was full.

My home was 18
miles away from
Jaffna town. To com-
mute daily from home
to school was impos- ' ¥
sible. The school : i, - o
admission meant

nothing to me without

hostel accommodation.

KSS was the warden. My father pleaded with
him. He listened to our plight and with some
make shift arrangement accommodated me.

His decision that day changed the course of my
life forever.
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The Times, the School and the Hostel

Those were the days of the World War 11 and
its aftermath. The sun had started setting on
the British Empire. In colonial times there were
very few opportunities for Higher Education.
The rich and the famous sent their children

to Universities in London. The less fortunate
went to the only University College in Colombo,
which prepared students for degrees of the
University of London externally. The child of the
average middle class family had to be content
with the Senior School Certificate and to com-
pete for jobs with the Government or private
sector.

On independence, a University of Ceylon was
established in place of the University College.

The new University
was mandated to
grant its own de-
grees in the Arts
and Sciences. Free
education was
extended up to the
university level,
thereby providing
opportunity for more
students for Higher
Education.

Pursuit of education
up to the University
was in vogue and
leading schools in the island prepared students
to the University Prelim in addition to High
School Certificate.

Most of the leading schools in the peninsula
were either Christian or Catholic denomina-
tional.

Jaffna Hindu was the only leading Hindu insti-



tution with a reputation for a post-secondary
education. The College hostel provided facili-
ties for students from remote areas to get the
best opportunity for University education.

The hostel comprised of a two story main block
with two dormitories and rooms, a wing dormi-
tory adjoining it, and the baby boarding.

The main hostel was in the college complex
while the baby boarding was in a house facing
KKS road.

There were about 350 students in the hostel
the largest in the peninsula.

The age groups ranged from the 1st form to
the university entrance.

KSS

KSS was a Trained Teacher from
Maharagama Training College a
prestigious teachers institution at
that time.

He taught geography and reli-
gion at the middle school. He
was placed in charge of the
hostel as well. As the Warden his
authority was absolute. He was tall
with a slight hunch in the upper back.

His attire was always the ‘National’ and “Verst,
either beige or white. For the cool early morn-
ings he added a muffler to his head, while for
special functions he included the traditional
shawl folded to display the gold threaded bor-
ders.

He walked with slow but long strides occasion-
ally pausing, for a quick survey of his surround-
ings.

Sometimes he sat quietly at a vantage point
taking stock of the activities around.

He attended to details promptly and saw to it
that everything went on smoothly.

Affordable Accommodation

The hostel fees were very low compared to
other similar institutions in the peninsula.

A weekly border paid Rs.26 per month. For the
monthly it was Rs.30.

This was almost half of what other boarding

schools charged. Yet the facilities were as good
as any other. The food was vegetarian, but the
variety and quality of the meals were relishing.
The "Payasam’on Fridays was delicious.

KSS emphasized on substance, not style. He
had a food committee of students, which met
periodically to recommend changes.

The suggestions were implemented as far as
possible. Some of the other leading institutions
came to study our hostel menu to improve their
own.

There were pressures from the management of
the school to raise the hostel fees or cut down
on the quantity of the food due to rising costs.
But KSS resisted this stubbornly and opted for
student interests and less profit..

There were students from Mullaithivu,

Vavuniya and the islets around the

peninsula. They could not have
had the quality education of a
great institution if not for the
hostel.
Many of these students came
from mid or low income fami-
lies.

They could not have afforded the
high cost of accommodation in the
denominational schools

Discipline

The hostel routine was well designed to suit the
student need. Mandatory studies, three daily
and four during week ends, enforced strictly.

Those who opt for an extra session on week
days during examinations were served coffee.

He also saw to it that the other necessities of
students were looked after. As much as he
cared for the welfare of his wards, KSS en-
forced a strict discipline.

By frequent supervision and a well-organized
prefect system, He saw to it that the hostel
routine was followed.

He had an uncanny ability to spot the trouble-
makers. Those who sneak to town or dodge
studies were in for severe punishment.
Sometimes the punishment was instantaneous.

His growl at the repeat offender with his familiar
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“You Scoundrel” is fearsome. He had his lighter
moments too.

At times he waited to chat with students leisure-
ly on men and matters. He made him omni-
present in the hostel premises by his frequent
unscheduled supervision rounds and kept the
students always on the alert.

KSS virtually dedicated himself to the hostel.

He kept the hostel under his surveillance at all
times. The efficiency of the hostel administra-
tion made the Jaffna Hindu a popular choice of
parents from far off places.

Hindu Atmosphere

KSS ensured a Hindu religious atmosphere at
the hostel.

All students had to attend daily morning
prayers. 'Thiruvasagam ‘ was recited in its en-
tirety. Functions and meetings in the hostel al-
ways started and ended with a prayer in which
a ‘'Thevaram’ and ‘Puranam’ were recited.

Religious holidays and traditional events were
observed.

English education in a Hindu atmosphere was
the dream of the founders of our school.

This was needed to neutralize Christian mis-
sion activity among our people and to revive
our religion and culture.

KSS ran the hostel to the dreams of the found-
ers.

Student Oriented

KSS provided additional facilities for prepara-
tion during examinations.

Extra studies were permitted for the senior stu-
dents with coffee for those who opt to use it.

The HSC students were given rooms so that
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they could read even after the silence bell with-
out disturbing others in the dormitories.

Most of the hostlers came from home back-
grounds not conducive for learning. Such
students were permitted to stay in the hostel
during school vacations as well.

University admissions were competitive. Hard
work was crucial. KSS saw to it that the hostel
provided everything possible for the students to
achieve their aim.

Jaffna Hindu College had an all island reputa-
tion for its excellent quality of instruction. No
doubt the hostel played a major role in the
performance of the school.

KSS made the hostel the glittering jewel on our
college crown.

Generations of students mostly from poor rural
backgrounds owe their success to KSS and the
hostel.

Despite the enormity of his contribution to the
society he was modest and unassuming.

Authority and power could not corrupt him. He
led a simple and quiet life with honesty and
integrity.

He was Great.

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Memories of a Boarder
ot Jaffna Hindu College

Dr. V. Sivasubramaniam (Cooch)

There are many lasting memories from my life
at J.H.C especially as a boarder, but lack of
space limits me only to mention three.

Firstly, the food, which was the cheapest and
best among all the boarding schools in the
North. How can we ever forget to thank KSS,
Navasi, Head cook Kandiah and the rest of the
cooks who gave us the best vegetarian meals
with the variety and mix one cannot imagine.
Hindu College ‘Paayasam’ was a treat and very
famous. None can reproduce it.

Everyone knows how wickets tumbled on the
Saturday afternoon following the intoxicating
Paayasam. Even now, when one thinks and
recalls the end of term lunch and the annual
H.S.C (A/L) Hostellers Union dinner, the mouth
waters and the nose can smell the aroma.

The gala five course dinners with chief guests
of the like Advocate K.V.S Shanmuganathan,
Dr.C. Mylvaganam (consultant surgeon), Arasol
Walton (District Judge), using knives and forks
for the first time with toasts and speeches

and a lot of invited guests was a real life time
experience and an introduction to our future
University life. They not only served us good
food but also taught us how to eat them. The
cooks always told us that we will never get
such a food even in our homes and warned us
that we will never taste that type of food in our
lifetime when we leave the boarding. How right
they were.

The next thing | wanted to write about hap-
pened in the boarding in 1961. ‘Mannar’ (Dr
Krishnadas) and his group were playing havoc
in the nights by showering peoples heads with
smelly cod liver oil, stinking putrefying gravy
mix and the like, using pulley's and traps when
the unsuspecting victims snore in the dark. On
waking up they would find no-one to catch or
complain about.

One of my friends, Sabay (now Attorney at
law) thought that he may be the next target

and slept with a club under his pillow in order
to crack the bones of anybody who attempted
to be funny with him. However, ‘Mannar' came
with an array of friends at the end of the school
marching into Sabay’s room and pulled out the
club under his pillow.

Showing that to everyone, he made everyone
laugh and would mock Sabay saying that must
be so frightened of boys and a wimp because
he was sleeping with a club under his pillow.

The mockery, laughter and humiliation, angered
Sabay and he was determined to gain revenge.
Sabay and Kanags both expatriates from St
Peters College, Colombo, hatched a master
plan and were waiting for an opportune time.

One Saturday in October 1961 at about 8PM,
we had just returned from our Biology Field trip
and had our dinner, when Mannar requested
my company to go for the midnight show at
Manohara Theatre.

We approached Sabay to recruit for the show
but he declined and wanted to sleep. Mannar
and | enjoyed the show and returned at about
2:30AM. Boarding gates were all locked and as
usual, we had to cleverly jump over the con-
crete eastern wall.

Tall it may be with glass pieces on top, tiny
gaps where glasses are off were enough for our
tiny hands to jump over the wall and land inside
the boarding. When Mannar was ready to jump
and | was hanging around, there came a sud-
den flash of light. With my half turned face, |
saw a tall figure in the national dress, woollen
turban, torch in hand and cigar in mouth.

Though the sight lasted less than a second,
who else could it be? Run | told Mannar and

| took to my heels. Off we went like a fly and
soon we were on KKS Road with terror and
agony, breathless and panting. We knew that
the punishment was straightforward dismissal
from the boarding and sometimes even from
the school.
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After spending the night at Charlie’s (an ex
boarding prefect) rented room, at 5:30AM with
the rising bell, we jumped over the Western
wall of the school, came through the botanical
gardens and mingled with the rest of the board-
ers using the outside toilets and our attire of
sarong and shirts as cover and camouflage.

All the time Mannar was taking it cool and was
insisting that he heard somebody jumping
over the wall whilst we were running and he
was sure that this was the work of some of his
enemies.

| was the most terrified and sure that it was the
Boarding Master KSS who flashed the torch.

People were whispering in the boarding about
KSS and the midnight check which had hap-
pened the previous night.

| was temporarily waiting for the call from KSS.
No breakfast, no lunch and
even water was finding difficult
to pass my throat.

At the dinner table, Sabay was
seated beside me and saw my
pale face and dislike for food.

Finally Sabay told me, ‘Do you
know who did it?" ‘Who did it?’

| screamed back at him.‘It is me
with some help from Kanags'’

he said with a grin. ‘You ras-
cal, how do you call yourself a
friend?’

| asked Sabay. ‘Well you were
an unfortunate innocent victim’

he said and added that ‘If | lost that chance |
wouldn't have had another chance to teach
Mannar a lesson for all that he had done to

me.

Till today, Kanagasabay (Sabay) remains my
best friend in this world.

Looking back, it was a practical joke, but what
a practical joke it was that took the life out of
me. These are the types of experiences in the
boarding that made us men at the end, to face
and catastrophe. | heard from others that the
story has become a legend at the boarding
school.
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The scene for my next story was the football
grounds in front of the Jaffna Fort.

It was the J.S.S.A championship finals 1960.

Captain Kandasamy, Appuchchie (Ranjith) at
goal, centre forward ‘Paayasam’, centre half

Amirthalingam and Balakrishnan was also on
the front wing. Still out team was a weak one.

Our opponents were the mighty Parameshwara
who had defeated a strong Skanda team on
their way and thrashed us into a humiliating
defeat in one of the friendlies early on in the
season.

Parameshwara was ready, even with the post
victory celebrations and we were ready to go
for the worst defeat of all time.

The grounds were filled to the brim with

Parameshwara supporters and only a handful
of boarders from JHC, including me, represent-
ed our school, standing silently in a corner.

As the match progressed towards half time, we
were winning unexpectedly by a narrow margin.

Cheering from Parameshwara had gone silent
and how our players rose to the occasion is still
a mystery.

Parameshwara had a cheering party and we
had none.

After half time, we heard the cheering for our
college from a group of grown men whom we
found out were all cab drivers from the town



who mostly live near our school.
They were lifelong supporters of JHC.

The boarders felt embarrassed and quickly
Ganeshamoorthy and other boarders present
organised a makeshift cheering party.
Together with the cheering of the cab drivers
we made an impact on the game.

Parameshwara team looked dazed and dazzled
when our boys sprung into action, confronted
them and answered the call. A barrage of goals
followed and we won the match by a big mar-
gin. We were the champions of the year 1960.
it was not the first time and on record, our
school had won the maximum JSSA champion-
ship matches since its inception.

After the match, the noisy match along the Kas-
turiar Road, the chanting and raving became
noisier as we approached the college lane and
turned into the boarding.

The time was around 7PM, the boys got hold of
the protesting Ganeshamoorthy on their shoul-
ders and carried him towards the dirty, smell-
ing, marshy swamp like pond near the kitchen.

This was where all the dirty water from the
kitchen drain and the ashes were emptied.

Ganeshamoorthy became restless and started
to wriggle but four on the top and four at the
rear held him horizontally and swung him
chanting ‘Hippy Hai Hai' and dumped him into
the middle of that dirty water.

Ganeshamoorthy got up, black soot and mud
all over, what a sight.

But he is a clever, bent down, scooped a lot of
black mud and threw it on all the onlookers who
were grinning at him.

Finally all had a shower and then dinner. An-
other practical joke on Ganeshamoorthy, yes
but we were a happy lot that day because we
were the champions.

The above story is a fine illustration of how the
boarders played a part in sports.

More than half the school team were boarders.
We were forced to attend these matches even
if they were played away.

KSS promotes it a lot.

Alas now that the boarding is closed and JHC
sports is in a sorry state.

We, as ex old boys, and some of us as ex
boarders should rally round at this hour of
need for our old school to rebuild the boarding
school. Whilst admiring and appreciating our
OBA branch efforts for rebuilding our Boarding
Project, let us all rally round them and contrib-
ute as much as we can to reach the target sum
of collection as soon as possible.

Wishing you all my best wishes for a happy and

enjoyable Kalaiarasi.

t was in the 1960’s that | was a boarding school
student studying at Stanley College, Jaffna. |
finished my GCSE ‘O’ Level exams success-
fully. The same day we got our results, while
walking along the school corridor | happened to
meet one of our eminent teachers at that time,
Mr Canagalingam. | didn’t know him very well
except that he was well regarded and respect-
ed in the school. Knowing my results, he asked
me whether | would be interested in moving to
a bigger school to do my ‘A’ Levels. Because
of his connections with Jaffna Hindu College
as an old boy, he convinced the principal Mr C.
Sabaratnam to take me into ‘A’ Level classes.
This is how my journey to Jaffna Hindu College
started.

There | was a young, anxious and frightened
Muslim student who had come from a small
village in Mannar and was moving to one of the
best colleges in Jaffna. Contrary to my wor-
ries, | was very well received and made to feel
comfortable at all times. Since the laboratory
facilities at Stanley College were much smaller
compared to those at Jaffna Hindu College, |
needed a great deal of help and support from
my teachers and classmates to improve my
skills. Although | was one of a handful of Mus-
lim students at the College, all the teachers and
students treated me so well that | never felt like
an outsider and never felt homesick.

After a few weeks as a day student, | was given
a place in the Hindu College Student Hostel
where | remained until | finished my ‘A’ Levels.
It was none other than Mr K. S. Subramaniam
who was the Hostel Master and Mr Namasiv-
ayam took the responsibility of the day to day
running of the Hostel. There were students at
the Hostel who had come from varied locali-
ties away from their families and friends. We all
lived happily there while pursuing our studies.

The Hostel ran with military precision: waking
up to study at 6:00am, washing to the whistle of
the monitors, and then school classes followed.
Then there was evening play and two hours of
study before an evening meal and then bed.
Outings were only allowed to watch our school
playing football or cricket matches with other
schools. Very rarely were we allowed to watch

films at the cinema theatres.

I am very happy to say that after my move to
Jaffna Hindu College, there was an “exodus”
of a few more students from Stanley College to
do ‘A’ Levels and a number of them ended up
staying in the Hostel too, achieving high grades
to enter university.

The college and the Hostel played a major
part in shaping the lives of many students and
produced great people. If it was not for those
facilities and the teachers who gave us direc-
tion, students like myself would not have had
the opportunity to proceed further. Friends, |
wouldn’t be writing this article had it not been
for the good education | received from Jaffna
Hindu College. | can still remember how much
time and energy was spent by Mr Karthigesu
Master to prepare me for an after meal speech
at another famous college in Jaffna.

Mr K. S. Subramaniam was a man of only a few
words but was looked upon by students with
great respect — and fright. One wouldn’t know
when he would appear for “inspection”, it could
be at anytime of the day or night. When he ap-
peared at the dormitory doors at 5:00 am the
whole hostel woke up. Students were caught
even at 1:00 am in the night returning secre-
tively after the second show at the cinema.

| am very glad to note that this year’s proceeds
are going to be utilised to renovate the College
Hostel facilities which will help a number of stu-
dents for years to come. What a memorial for

a man who dedicated himself to looking after
the Hostel for years — The K.S. Subramaniam
Memorial Building.

| pray to God that we have a very good day
today so that many more students can have
better facilities for generations to come. | thank
our president Mr V. Shanmugalingam for giving
me this opportunity to show my gratitude to the
College and the Hostel for the part that it has
played in my life.

The services of two types of
professionals are always
well remembered - that
of teachers and doctors
— their services being
concerned with the lives
’ ‘ of people.

The lives and the future

of children are always modeled by teachers;
and teachers come in contact with the children
when they are young.

The early impressions created by teachers

- whether good or bad - make an indelible
mark in the minds of children at an impression-
able age.

The impressions grow with the children and

in later years in their adulthood, they cherish
and appreciate the valuable
services rendered by teach-
ers, who helped to mould their
lives, who were role models for
them - and such teachers find
a revered place in the minds of
the former students.

“Sivaramalingam master “— an
institution by himself at Jaffna
Hindu - is, and always be, in
the minds of the global Jaffna Hindu community
of thousands and thousands of children who
enjoyed his masterly guidance and pleasant
company in their early years.

Beginning from 1940, he spent almost half

a century at Jaffna Hindu as a student, as a
teacher, hostel warden and crowned his career
as the Vice- Principal at the helm of affairs.

When he joined the staff in 1950, a young
princely figure fresh from the portals of the
prestigious Madras Christian College he was
looked upon with awe and inspiration by the
staff and students.

He added colour on the college stage with his
brilliant oratory which infused a passion for
the study of Tamil and its rich literature among
us, the students then, who took him to be an
exceptional role model for the youngsters.

All of us still remember the trip that he, with
other teachers, organized to Mihintale to watch
the solar eclipse that occurred in 1950.

Although it was very unfortunate that he was af-
flicted with an ailment that was with him till the
end, yet he took it as a challenge and faced it
well. It did not deter him from being the Chief
Guest at the annual KALAIARASI festival orga-
nized by the JHC OBA in London in 2004 and
till the last day was at the Nallur Kandan festi-
val every evening in his wheel chair.

Over a span of four decades his way of public
speaking, his way of teaching and his passion-
ate love for Tamil and Saiva way of life have left
lasting impressions on those who came under
his care so much so that we could see and
hear his old students conducting lectures and
discourses on a global level.

The successful sustenance and
continuation of the “ Kamban
Kazlagam " today is ample proof
of his devotion and dedication

in creating, nurturing and guid-
ing its activities to this high level
and appropriately he chaired the
main festival of 2005, just a few
months before his demise.

It is nothing but a symbol of gratitude by his
wide student community around the world

to commemorate his memory by organizing
memorial lectures, publishing special souvenirs
and launching memorial scholarships back
home to remember “ Sivaramalinga Master -
the Great Teacher and Role Model ."

Once the Immigration Asylum and Nation-
ality Act 2006, which was passed on 30
March 2006 is implemented all categories
of visa applicants will lose their existing
right of appeal against refusal to grant
visa to the UK except family visitors and
certain dependants.
