Chancellor,

Tt is both a privilege and a pleasure for me to make this address
today. I address you in two tapacities - first as the new Chancellor of
the University of Jaffna and, secondly, as the recipient of the award of
fhe honorary degrec of Doctor of Letters of this University. While
the former honour conferred on you by His Excellency the President of the
Republic was announced only three weeks ago, the decision to confer the
latter honour on you was made by the authorities of our University SiX
months ago.

Chancellor, after completing your school education at Royal College
Colombo (with which the members of your family have been connected
since the eighteen-forties) you proceeded to Trinity Hall, Cambridge, a
college founded nearly six and a half centuries ago especially for the study
of Civil and Canon Law. There you were awarded double first class
honours in both parts of the Cambridge Law Tripos Examination and
prizes for both Roman and English Law, and you were also awarded a
First Class Certificate of Honour and the Buchanan Prize for your per-
formance at the Bar Final Examination of the Council of Legal Education
in London.

Chancellor, on your return to Sri Lanka you began your teaching
career in 1943 as a Lecturer in the Ceylon Law College and joined the
University of Ceylon as its only full-time teacher of law when instruction
began to be given in the new Department of Law in 1947. You were
Professor of Law from 1951 and the Head of the Department, and later
the Dean of the Faculty, of Law from 1951 to 1982. You continued in
the service of the University of Ceylon and its successors in title the Uni-
versity of Sri Lanka, Colombo Campus and the University of Colombo,
for thirty-six and a half years until you reached the age limit for retire-
ment at the end of December last year. You have also been a member of
various Commissions and have been on numerous committees of Govern-
ment and learned bodies.

Chancellor, as a law teacher at the Ceylon Law College and the
University for over forty vears you count among your pupils, Professors
and other teachers of Law, judges of the higher courts in Sri Lanka and
abroad, Cabinet Ministers and members of the legislature, Ambggssadors



and other members of the Diplomatic Service, Government officials and
eXecutives in the private and public sectors. By your scholarly publications,
which have been cited in the courts of Sri Lanka and South Africa and
the Judicial Committee of the Privy Council as well as in standard text-
books in Sri Lanka, South Africa and England, and by your dedication to
the cause of legal education you have raised the status of academic law in
this country. Indeed your work and your example have established securely
in this country the justification for a separate branch of the legal profession,
that of the academic lawyers, and have vindicated the vital imporiance of
the scientific and systematic study and exposition of the law as a firm found-
ation for its development and reform.

Chancellor, you belong to a family with a distinguished record of
service in the political, social and cultural advancement of the people of this
country. In thisconnection I need mention only Gate-Mudaliyar A.Coomara-
swamy, a member of the first Legislative Council established by the British
in 1833, his son Sir Mutu Coomaraswamy, his grandsons Sir Ponnambalam
Ramanathan, Sir Ponnambalam Arunachalam and Dr. Ananda Coomara-
swamy and his great-grandson Sir Arunachalam Mahadeva. In particular,
your own scholarly attainments and long connection with University educa-
tion in Sri Lanka would surely have pleased your grandfather Sir Ponnam-
balam Arunachalam, who was rightly described by Sir Robert Marrs, the
first Principal of the Ceylon University College established in 1921, as “in a
very real sense the Father of the Univcrsity project in Ceylon™.

Chancellor, T consider it a privilege and it also gives me much pleas-
ure to request you to confer on Professor Tambyah Nadaraja the degree of
Doctor of Letters honoris causa.

Chancellor,

I have the honour to present Vadasery Iyamperumalpillai Subramoni-
am, the Vice-Chancellor of the Tamil University, Tanjore, and an outstand-
ing scholar of Dravidian Linguistics, for the conferment of the Degree of
Doctor of Letters honoris causa.

Born on 13th February, 1926 in Vadasery, Nagercoil in the Kanya-
kumari District, Professor Subramoniam had his early education at the S.M.
R.V Hindu High Schoo! at Vadasery and later studied at the Scott Christian™
College, Nagercoil and then entered the Annamalai University where he
secured his Master’s Degree in Tamil Language in 1946.

Chancellor,

Professor Subramoniam began his brilliant academic career in 1947
as a Lecturer in Tamil at the Hindu College, Thirunelvely, in Tamilnadu,
and soon obtained the privileged position of being an honorary Professor of
Tamil at the then Travancore University in Kerala. It was at that stage that
Professor Subramoniam began showing an abiding interest in Modern Ling-
uisfics. Soon he won the Rockefeller Foundation Fellowship which took him
to the Indiana University where he obtained his Doctorate in Linguistics and
returned to head the Departments of Tamiland Linguistics at the Uni-
versity of Kerala in 1958,

Since that time Professor Subramoniam has been engaged in a relent-
less campaign for the promotion of Linguistic Studiesin the Indian Univer-
sities and for the popularization of that discipline in India. He also carved
out Dravidian Linguistics as an area of speciality for himself and excelled
in that field, undertaking remarkable research and bringing out numerous
publications. He began his valuable contribution to Dravidian Linguistics
at a time when adequate attention was not paid to that discipline even in
the universities of Scuth India. It was only in the early sixties that the
Annamalai Unijversity and the Kerala University injtiated courses that laid
special emphasis on Dravidian Linguistics. Professor Subramoniam was in
the vanguard of the movement that helped to draw the attention of inter-
national scholars to Dravidian Linguistics in the sixties. The founding of the
Dravidian Linguistics Association, the International Journal of Dravidian
Linguistics and the International School of Dravidian Linguistics through




his efforts mark a tremendous stride in the progress of Dravidian Lingui-
stic Studies. It is to the credit of Professor Subranioniam that today Dravi-
dian Linguistics enjoys a pride of place in the curriculum of many a  uni-
versity in India and that some of the chairs of Linguistics in the Indian Uni-
versities are adorned by scholars who were the products of his indefatigable
efforts to promote the study of Dravidian Linguistics. It would be no exag-
geration to say that he remains the central luminary in the galaxy of Dravi-
dian Linguistics.

Chancellor, we are delighted that Professor Subramoniam has been
deservedly honoured for his contribution by being appointed the first Vice-
Chancellor of the Tamil University at Tanjore. The young University is
indeed fortunate to have as its head such a very erudite scholar who gives
his life unremittingly to work and seeks perfection in that work. We are
confident that under his able guidance it will grow into a great seat of learn-
ing. Our own University has become a sister to the new University and has
already established healthy links with that institution and looks forward to
greater co-operation in the near future.
