“Hoodoo” Over the
St. John’s — Jaffna College
Cricket Match Lifted After
a Lapse of Twenty-two Years

The cricket fixture between
St. John’s College and Jaffna
College this year played on
the Bicknell grounds on Mon-
day 24th as a limited 50 over
match was a most interesting
one in historical perspective.
Jaffna College won the match
convincingly with two wickets
and two overs in hand. St.
John'’s College was all out in
48 overs scoring 148 runs, while
Jaffna College scored 150 runs
in 48 overs for eight wickets
winning the game. .

There was a peculiar hoo-
doo’ over only the cricket mat-
ches with St. Jjohn's College
only for a period of 22 years.
There was no such mysterious
‘““spell ” over all other games
with St. John's and over all
games including cricket with
all the other colleges. The pre-
vious victory for Jaffna College
with St. John's was in 1962
when Jaffna College won by
eight wickets under the cap-
taincy of N A. Sripathmarajah.

Jaffna College which is a
co-educational school has per-
formed very creditably in all
the first team games, very
often remaining unbeaten play-
ing with the all-boys schools.
It is all the more creditable
now when the percentage of
girls has risen to a new high

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Bishop’s Charge

Before commencing his
‘Charge’ to the Diocese, the
Bishop singled out for special
rention, three of those listed
for Votes of Condolence in the
agenda — Bishep Michael Hollis,
the Rev. Max Harrison and Mry.
I. P. Thurairatnam.

About Bishop Michael Hollis,
it was said that humanly speak-
ing if there was inauguration
of the Church of South India
in 1947, it was Bishop Michael
Hollis of the CIPBC, then An-
glican Bishop of Madras, whose
single vote tilted the Anglican
Churches in India in favour of
Church Union. In the annals
of the CSI, Bishop Hollis will
always be remembered for ‘the
single majority ' he constituted
in an epoch-making Church
decision.

Rev. Max Hunter Harrison as
an American Missionary at
Jaffna College and later as
Principal of the United Theo-
logical College Bangalore, spent
a large part of his missionary
career in Asia. He kept his
association with his friends and
associates in Sri Lanka and
India very much alive till his
death last month at the age
of 90.

Myr. 1. P. Thurairatnam, as
lay leader for well nigh half a
century had made a rich con-
tribution to the mission and
the diocese, particularly in the
area of finance, and adminis~
tration. He died on the 27th
April, 1985.

The Bishop based his Charge
on Book of Isaiah, Chapter 43,
Verses 18 and 19:—

“ Remember not the former
things, neither the things of
old. Behold I will do a new
thing. Now it shall spring
forth: Shall ye not know it.
1 will even make a way in
the wilderness and rivers in
the desert.”

These words were address-
ed by the prophet to the Israe-
lities who were taken as cap.
tives to Babylon They were
a people who looked for free-
dom from the captivity.

The prophet exhorted them
to cease broading over the
things of the past but to have
before them a vision of the
future. It was Jonathan Swift
who said that vision is the art
of seeing things invisible. T. S.
Eliot put the idea in more sub-
tle language when he said

To see the local task in
the total vision is the mission
of the church today. Schools
and hospitals have been esta-
blished by the pioneer mis-
sionaries and handed over to
us. But for whose benefit are
they ?

Are they only for an afflu-
ent segment of the population
who can pay for their children
to get an adequate educational
knowledge for them to advance
their prospects abroad.

(Mondale) had advised Marcos to improve his position on human
rights, the reply the Vice-President gave was that Marcos " has
some perceptions on human rights we couldn’t accept”.

As the curtain rang down last month on Marcos’s tragic
hold on power, President Reagan, unable any longer to play
his cards close to his vest, had to send his special envoy to
the Philippines to explore the potentially explosive situation after
the elections on February 7 (a numerical figure which Marcos
thought would, according to his stars, bring him luck ).

But even his ‘Stars’ failed him and Philip Habib, the spe-
cial envoy, reported back that "ithe polling was so marked by
fraud and violence that the credibility of Muarcos’s victory claim
was questionable”.

“The truth will prevail in the end” said Pandit Jawaharlal
Nehru “ although the lie has sometimes a long start",
