Most of us have had to
use world maps which distort
the size and geographical
importance of the richer coun-
tries of the North in relation
to the developing countries of
the South.

Peter’s map is ‘liberation
cartography’ and its increasing

wide acceptance and use will .

end the tyranny  of Mercator
that put Europe at the centre
of the world and then drew
the map in relation to Europe.

Traditional world maps have
often been gross distortionss
showing countries in the
northern hemisphere as much
larger than they really are. The
Peter’s Projection shows all
countries according to their
actual sizes. It thus reflects
visually the real geographical
importance of the Third World.
