The doctor who never
stands up

{\mong the girls growing
up in the Syrian Christian
community of Kerala, Mary
Verghese stood out, Her beau-
tiful wide dark eyes, and smiles
saw to that. Some of her
young friends were still puzzled
about what they wanted to
be — but not Mary. She looked
at her hands, when she thought
herself unobserved; as a Chris-
tian girl, she wanted to use
them for God.

She enrolled as a student
at Vellore, the famous medi-
cal college founded by Ida
Soudder. Towards the end of
1940, Mary began training.
The chapel was the centre of
Vellore life; students and pa-
tients alike from many reli-
gious backgrounds were aware
of that. Young Christians, like
Mary, believed that the Divine
Healer himself walked the cor-
ridors.

After training,
happy to stay on, to qualify
still turther in surgey. Dr,
Paul Brand, the already famous
surgeon, soe knew would teach

her how to use her hands.
And' there were: scattered  vil-
lages tor miles around where
students and doctors went re-
gularly to hold clinics. Mary
longed to be able to help cure

Un one of the village trips,
the station-wagon in which
Mary and others were travel-
ing all but collided with a
bullock-cart, swerved into the
deep dust, hit a mile-stone’and,
with a grinding of metal, turn-
ed over at the bottom of a
bank. All were shaken; Dr.
Mary terribly hurt-—but to
what extent, it was not at
once plain, Her face was
gashed, her cheek-bone and
clavicle broken. Only after
she had laid several days un-
conscious in hospital was it
known that she was paralysed
trom the waist down. Doctors
and nurses fought for her lite.
Seme found themselves feeling
it would be more merciful
could she die. Her spine was
broken.

In due time, Dr, Paul Brand
performed two fusion opera-
tions on her spine, which, to-
gether with a cordectomy to
relieve pain and spasm, kept
her helpless for many agoniz-
ing months. It was no easy
task O break to Dr. Mary, so
devoted to her work, the se-
riousness of her case—but it
was impossible to keep it from
her. She had to face the fa_ct
that she would never again

Needed : A Theology of the Yen

In the business world Japan
is extraordinary-Just two decades
ago it was the greatest borro-
wer from the World Bank; now
it is one of the three greatest
givers of loans. If there is
such remarkable management
ability as that, why is it that
it is not put into practise by
the Christians to develop the
power and the working funds
of the church? Compared with
some other Asian churches,
relatively speaking, the offerings
in Japanese churches are low.
Is this because the church

members are not trained to be
conscious of the need for giving?
or isit that they unconsciously

have gotten used to the idea
that churches must make do
with the bare minimum? It is
likely that this is one of the
weaknesses of the church in
Japan; there is lack of consci-
ousness of stewardship and poor
management of both power and
funds. Perhaps that is a chal-
lenge for the Christians in japan
to develop a new theology, a
theology of stwardship and a
theology of the Yen.

A large quantity of gold
jewellery, electrical appliances,
and other household goods re=
covered by police from looters
after the July disturbances last
year, awaits identification by
their owners, Mr. R. Sundera-
lingam, Senior Deputy Inspec-
tor General of Police, said.

They can be viewed at the
Colombo Police Looted Proper-
ty Storage Centre at No. 288,
Union Place, Colombo 2.

Victims of the disturban-
ces wishing to inspect the store
to identify their property should
produce thelr copy of the com-
plaint made to ctheir police
station.

If they have identified any
property as their’s, they should
then iniorm the officer-in-charge
ot the police station of tne
details, and he will tell them
how co proceed with their
claim.

In the event of a court
order having to be obtained,
the police will advise claimants
on tne course ol action neces-
sary, Mr. Sunderalingam said.
