The Rev. Kumarage received
his first appoinment as the Parish
Priest of Havadiwela in the Ke-
galle District where his parents
were engaged in the divine ser-
vice. He served there for about
a deca.qe not only as a religious
leader but also as a social worker.

Thereafter he was in charg.
of Gampola Church and later ac-
cepted the position of the Vicar
of Christ the King Cathedral at
the invitation of the Bishop, Rt.
Rev. Lakshman Wickramasinghe.

He went to England in 1977
for post graduate studies in divi-
nity. He entered the Sellyoak
College of Divinity affiliated to
to the ‘' Birmingham ” University.

The Rev. Kumarage returned
to Sri Lanka in 1978 and was
re-engaged as the Vicar of Christ
the King Cathedral at Kurunegala.

Shortage of Dactors

There is a 50 per cent short-
age of doctors in government hos-
pitals with no signs of an imme-
diate solution to the problem, the
Minister of Health Dr. Ranjith
Attapattu said.

The total cadre of doctors is
2,200 and the hospital are now
being manned by half that pum-
ber.

To make matters worse, the
United Nations Voluntary Program
is not prepared to send any more
doctors to serve here, Dr. Atta-
pattu said, The shortage of doc-
tors is being caused by the brain-
drain of doctors mainly te the
Gulf States with about 15 doc-
tors resigning each month.

Another problem facing the
Ministry of Health is the pattern
of drug usage. Dr. Attapattu said
that with every new drug the
consultants tend to prescribe them
with their juniors following their
example with the result that drugs
already ordered are piling up and
become out of date and spoilt.

All these are exhilarating and pleasing traditions so old that
they seem engraved in time. No big match .has_ been complete
without such a backdrop of clean fun and frivolity.

But today the Big Match faces the stigma of_r-iba_ldry, hopl?-
ganism and even violence exhibited by a rabble which mclu@e, it is
reported some old students of the two schools engaged in the
encounter.

ents in the Department of Applied
Mathematics.

During @& career spanning five
decades and four continents, Dr-
Eliezer has lived a full life as a
Christian and as & scientist, scholar,
writer, public speaker, barrister,
administrator, broadcaster  and
community leader.

Research Interests

He has worked with great men
like Paul Dirac and Homi Bhabha
in his research fields of Relativity
and Quantum Mechanics. His
other research interests have inclu-
ded Inequalities and functional
Equations, and more recently Lie
Symmetries in Classical and Quan-
tum Mechanics.

Dr. Eliezer s early training at
Hartley College and University
College (Ceylon) and his later stud-
ies in the University of Cambridge
he won the 1951 Royal Exhibition.
the Isagc Newton award and the
Charles L. Mayer award of the
United States Acadamy of Science.
He held a Fulbright Scholarship
while on a visit to Princeston Ins-
titute for Advanced Studies He
was also a Fellow of Christ’s Col-
lege, Cambridge. from 1946—49.

Next he took up an appoint-
ment as Professor of Mathematies
in the University of Ceylon where
he was to spend a further 10 years.
Duaring the time he was for a period
Dean of the Faculty of Science. He
was also, for two years, Vice-Pre-
sident of the YMCA in Colombo.

He has attended the United
Nations " Atoms for Peace’ Con-
ference at Geneva (1955, 1958; and

In 1959 he was appointed to
the Chair of Mathematics im the
University of Malaya, where he

During his fifteen years at La Torbe
University, Dr. Eliezer has served
for two periods as Dean of the
School of Physical Sciences and
has acted as Deputy Vice-Chancel-
lor- He has been much involved
in the activities of the Ceylon
Tamil Association of Victoria
which elected him President, and
more recently Patron of the Asso-
ciations

mes on Radio Ceylon, and Radio
Malaysia on religion, science and
community matters. and lately has
been compere of Melbourne’s 3EA
Radio.
