Before beginning my Iormlal
lecture, I would like to ma (Ic
a few personal remarks, for. ,
too, remember H_andy and re-
member him in his youth- A{:

national independence. I was
there, at Jaffna Collegs in 1927,
when Gandhi spoke on the
campus and lafer when he
spoke in Jaffna town I was
there when Handy and Lyman
Kulatungam and others began
to wear national costume. And
of course, Handy master, as
you called him, was often at
the Principal’'s bungalow argu-
ing, discussing, or laughing over
all sorts of questions, while I,
an only child, sat at the table
with adults at breakfast, lunche-
on, and dinner, listening. I
don’t think I was always quiet
as the conversation turned from
world politics, local politics, and
a crowd of other issues. Thus
I was exposed early to the
words ‘‘nationalism”,  satya-
graha”, and ‘civil disobedi-
ence”. The words rang in my
ears during my childhood and
adolescence and ever since after
I left Jaffna to get on with my
education.

At length, in 1936, Evao-
geline and I were married, and
as many of you know, came to
Jaffna for the month of July-
In that same month Handy
organized a celebration of my
father’s Silver Jubilee, a recep-
tion we well remember. 1 can
remember, too, that the con-
versation that Handy and I had
broken off in 1928, began again,
That summer we discussed in-
dividualism in the nineteenth

- century and related matters.
After 1936 we corresponded
very little. When we did write,
we would say, “we must write
more often”, and Handy would
say, “‘You must write an essay
for The Miscellany”, but some-
how the letters and the artis
cles didn’t get written. How-
ever, our friendship never fad.
ed or withered.

To me, therefore, it is .in'—
deed an honour and a privi-
lege to be chosen to be the

first speaker in the Handy Pe-
rinpanayagam Memorial Lec-
ture series you inaugurate to-
day. ln a way, it is perhaps
appropriate that an Americap
gives this address because. it
symbolizes that long association
between New England and Jaff-
na since 1819 and reminds us
of the cross-fertilization between
certain American and Sri Lan-
kan ideas that has characte-
rized fhe educational and intel-
lectual life of Jaffna, ‘Hindu
and Christian alike. America
had been a colony and fought
for independence, when my
father and Handy were collea-
gues Sri Lanka (then Ceylon )
was engaged in a struggle for
liberation. It is not surprising
that both of them agreed on
certain basic principles. We
know they did and none so
much perhaps as the one uttered
by George Washington which
was recently quoted on an
American postage stamp. That
principle is: *“ To bigotry no
sanction. To persecution no
assistance ”. Handy, I am sure,
lived by those words. It might
well be said of Handy what
the French author Anatole
France said in his funeral ora-
tion over the body of Emijle
Zola, a courageous fighter for
justice. France concluded ‘with
these words: ‘““He was a mo-
ment on the conscience of
man”. I think we can say
with equal truth that Handy
Perinpanayagam was a moment
in the conscience of Sri Lanka.

Jaffna News in Brief

QO The freak weather during

the last week of September
has again affected the jaffna
farmer’s onion harvest. Only
a few farmers who could
afford the money for the high
cost of seed-onions ventured
on the short term cash crop
which in normal times brings
the farmer a tidy sum. But
they have now been disillu-
sioned. Onions which were
sold at Rs. 20, a kilo has come
down to Rs. 6.

O Violence of any major kind
has not been reported since
the last tragedy at Mannar-
Road, Vavuniya. But civilian
life is yet to reach any
measure of normalcy. A
‘* cease-fire”’ alone can pre.
pare the ground for any kind
of reconciliation.

O Absence of Development of
any kind, has had far reach-
ing economic immedate ef-
fects. Daily wage-earners are
reduced to poverty when
roads are not maintained,
work on buildings is suspen-
ded and farmers go slow on
cultivation.

O Brigadier Nalin Seneviratne,
the Co-ordinating Authority of

the North has, it is learnt,
assured a delegation of

mothers of youth detained at
Boosa that the safety of
their children will be en-
sured and they will be re=
leased after investigations are
concluded. Only 68, out of
the 300 detained are now in
custody at Boosa,
