“ Terrorist clearing” operation in
Mullaifive

The armed forces were
concluding a ' terrorist clearing’
operation in the Mullaitiva
district during which they claim
to have killed several terrorists
and destroyed bunkers belong-
ing ta the Liberation Tigers
Group However, lecal press
reports state that more than
twenty civilians were killed,
more than five hundred taken
into custody, many shops and
houses looted and several women
raped by the ‘black shirted
members of the security forces.

Several civilians
were killed and many shops
and buildings have been badly
damaged by the indiscriminate
and unprovoked shelling. People
continued to stay away from
the heart of the town in fear.

The fast unto death by
five University students and a
member of the public entered
its second week. The fast is
primarily to obtain information
or the release of the University
student Vijitharan who dis~
appeared mysteriouly two weeks
ago. The protest is directed
against the militant groups whom

all four militant groups have
denied any involvement in the
affair. The intervention of
Citizen’s  Groups, Christian
leaders, University staff and the
Jaffna leader of the LTTE to
persuade the students to call
off the fast has proved un-
successful. The fast has un-
fortunately now appeard to have
become politicised and there is
speculation that it is being used
by vested interests to discredit
one or all of the militant groups.

Many students who passed the Profes—
sional Engineering Course(Part 1 jcon-
ducted by us and had subsequently
passed theE.C.E(Part]) (London) fou-
nd employment in the industrics as
mid-grade technicians. They were
anxious (o continue their cducational
career. With the approval of the
Management Council we commenced
a week-end course in February, 1986,
offering Electrical &Mechanical Eng-
ineering subjects. Classes are conduct-
ed at a rented-out building in Jaffna.

Trade Courses

Two trade courses of 6 months
duration in Masonry and Carpenftry
were commeneed in early September,
1986. The students will
be taught the necessary  skills
and employed on construction work
when the proposed buildings on
the campus are begun.

Short Course

A short course in Computer pro-

gramming for schooi_ leavers (10
weeks/150 hours) was commenced in
September, especially to students

who sat the A/L examinations and
are awaiting results.

Research and Production Work

The staff and students of the Meec-
hanical Engineering Depar! ment
and workshops are involved in re-
search, design and manufacturing of
engineering components as part of

The two or
three books that are already avail
able are very much outdated as
they have been written or compiled
some ten to fifteen years back,

In the last report of your Director
he had stated that the prime objective
of this institution is to help school
leavers and ‘drop outs’ to continue
their tertiary education in Techni-
cal and Vocational sgkills. In my
opinion, the words ‘school leavers
and drop outs’ should be [eft out
from your dictionary.
All the students of this Institute
have immense potential skills which
escaped the notice of parents and
teachers to discover the latent talent
or skill in a child and direct the
child to follow the appropriate course
of study. I remember when I was
a student at Jaffna College, we had
a vocational guidance period of
35 'minutes duration every week.
But during that period no guidance
was given. No attempt was made
to discover the Jatent talent or
skill and direct the student to the
appropriate course of study he or
she should pursue., Therefore,
in my view Jaffna College should
continue to have the vocational
guidance period not only at the level
of the secondary school but from
the primary school itself and direct
the student, if he or she has the
aptitude to enter Jaffna College
Technical or Agricultural Institute
without waste of time.
