Fourth Synod to decide on
Women’s Ordination

The Church of North India
at its Fourth Synod to be held
in October this year, is expected
to give "a clear, unambiguous
and unqualifed decision" on the
ordipation of women so that no
communicant member of the CNI

is debarred from offering to the
ordained ministry, purely on
ground of sex.

Regarding the election and

training of Ministers (Presbyters),
the CNI constitution (clause ¢
siates :—

"The acceptance for training
by the Diocesan Couneil,
through a candidates’ Com-
mittee appointed by it, after
such examipation as may
be considered necessary, In
the acceptance of a candidate,
regard shall be paid to the
likeliheod of his future regular
employment as & Minister."”

All that the Synod action
would do is that the candidates’
Committee r eferred to in (c)
shall not reject any candidate on
the basis of the candidate being
a woman.

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EDITORIAL
Education and Development

No conference held in recent times at the BMICH in Colombo,
has been so timely as the Eighth Commonwenlth Conference on
Education, which concluded two days ago.

Identifying ways and means by wlhlch the Ruman resources x?l'
the 1000 million people of the Commonwealth (= quarter of the warh:l. s
populatian) could be improved thmns"h Educ?tiun was the main
task of the Conference —a task conceived a.gmr;ulat the bafr.kdr‘op.
as Shidath Ramphal, the Secretary-General put it, of sct:.‘llﬂomrc erisis
and siringency and ever rising expeciations and meeds.

In the context of the accelerated development blueprint in Sri Lanka,
the contemporary oducational scene presents to the government challenges

of immense magnitude,

The 3.2 million student enrolment in government schools (there
are more girls than boys) bas a disonal record of 70 per cent drop-out
at the erucial age of about I14.

Of those who succeed in going through 'the pipe-line’, some

two million end up as unemployed or unemployable. Good Education
and a good job are mo longer securely conjoined.

The 132,000 teachers in our schools (30 to 35 students per
teacher) seem to have now become F.-I passengers'’, to borrow an ex-
pression from the Minister of Trade! md_Shipping who has used it
to describe the employees in his own ministry.

At the time of writing these nofes, a team of Education Ofﬁlcisls
from the Gulf States bave just left _Iihe island after holding Interviews
in various parts of the island, for 'reeruitment of teachers, parti-
cuiarly those qualified _'m Science and Mathematies, for employment
in Middle East countries,

The torn-out at these Interviews is reported to be an all time
record — & 'grim pointer to the extent to which Inoflation in the country
has aflicted =& 'tribe’ proverbial for the equanimity with which
they have always struggled through lean financial times.

As to the "content’ of Education, 8 common malady in most com-
monwealth couniriee today is what Mr. Ramphal, the Secretary-
General of the Commonwealth, describes as the Digloma Disease, an
expression signifying the kind of examination-oriented education which
lays scant value on the development of practical skilis and attitudes.

Srl Lanka bas not been an exception. The CDN of 11.8-80
which features the Eighth Commonwealth Education Conference ina
fall page suppl t, has eh for its leading artlele the subject of
* Private Tuition® — an educational offshoot in Sri Lanka which the
Nation of 8-8-80 describes in facetious terms as ' the fourth largest
industry after Tea, Rubber and Coconut,

According to recent statistics, parents in Sri Lanka spend 22 per
cent of their income on this process of " rote-learning” with 90 per
cent of Advanced Level Science students patromising these courses.

In this backdrop of Education in Sri Lanka, what does the
theme " Edueation and the Development of Human Resources connote
to us 1o this small country of 15.75 inillion people? " Vision”, it is
said " is seeing more than meets 1be‘l eye.” What is our vision in
Education for the 21st century? |

In our own context, as a develbping ecourtry Tavzania (with
its: population of 17.5 million) which;'haa achieved considerable suceess
in making " Education for self-reliance” not mersly B dream but a
reality, comes uppermost to our mind]

The Tanzanian Minister of National Education has disclosed at the
BMICH Conference, doring her recent visit, that while Swehili the
indigenous language is the medium of instruction in the primary
clasees, English is the medium of instruction in the Secondary Schopls
aod at the University.

Yet the educational policy does not negate Tanzamian emphasis
on development, based on its own traditional culture,

If Education is to be a resource generator in Sri Lankas, we have
to formulate first our own clear-cwi, realisiic goals of development
to which education bas to be geared.

']?:velopment' in our country at the moment seems to be in
the grip of some hard realities — escalating oil prices. global recession
and restrictive western policies,

What is at issue during the Third United Nations Development
Decade (1980 — 1990) and beyond, is the direction in which Third
World countries can move, to put a halt to increasing poverty which
engulfs many of these countries. The " twin crutches” of fereign
expertise and foreign aid are, in this context, of dubious value for,
it is the people who have to be the bheneficiaries of the new wealth
which the country creates.

The overall picture remains hazy, Great eare has to be taken

The death occurred on Satur-
day S5th July at Newcastle upon
Tyne, General Hospital, of Dr.
Charles Rajadurai Kanagasunda-
ram, Senior Consultant Eye Surgeon
at the Newcastle General Hﬂslﬂit_ﬂl-
Dr. Kanagasundaram leaves behind
his wife, Suhupam, daughter C!f
Mr. and Mrs. E. V. Ponputhural,
{Mr. Ponnuthurai being the youn-
ger brother of the late Mr. 5. J. V.
Chelvanayakam) a som, Surenand
a daughter, Savithri. Hs was
the son of thelate Gate - Muhan-
diram Dutton Kanagasundaram
and is survived by his mother
Mrs. C. G. Kanagasundaram and
a brother, Dr. Richard. ], Kanaga-
sundaram (New Zealand).

Dr. Charles Kanagasundaram
established his reputation at the
Midlands of Great Britain at the
Royal Eye Infirmary, Wolver-
hompton. His skillsasa surgeon
were widely valued in the Mid-
lands and his name had acquired
a legendary significance when he
decided to move, in the early
sixties to the Newcastle General
Hospital as its Senior Consultant
Eye Surgeon. He beeome wel
known for his surgical techniques
in the Northeastern parts of Great
Britain. The Evening Chronicle,
the leading mewspaper in Northern
Britain, noted in an obituary that
**he was known internationally for
his corneal graft work.”” Shertly
before his untimely death, Dr,
Kanagasundaram had been re-
gquested by the Newcastle Health
Authority to be the Senior officer
in charge of the propesed new
eye infirmary for the Newcastle
area.

Dr., Kanagasundaram was
not only an eminent surgeon. He
was a master-crafteman who was in
his spare time on engineer of con-
siderable  acumen. He had
patented a number of inventions

that bad to do with improve-
ment of the sight., But more
importantly, at the time of his

death., he was on the eve of a
discovery which could have re-
volationized eye surgery which
could have given immense relief
to numerous sufferers. He was
in addition to all this a gifted
photographer and this special talent
combined with his knowledge and
aptitude for engineering gave him
unbeatable skills in his chosen
vocation, He had many hobbies,
ope of which was being a glider-
pilot, In a short life time, he
Was surgeon, engineer, pheto-
grnp‘her. glider-pilot and a Tamil
patriot,

What the Tamil people will
remember kim most for, was the
unique contribution be made to
the work of a Tamil organisation
called S.C, O, T. — the Standing
Committee of the Tamil People.
The organisation stood for the
economic improvement of the
Tamil speaking people and laun-
ched many a project in the Tamil
areas from its London - based
centre. Kanagasondaram wasz its
moving &pirit, the keeper of its

finances and was locked upon by
his colleages for his safe and
sober advice on the feasibility of
projects,

his home life he was a
loving fatber closeiy attached to
his young children, His matri-
monial life, from one who observed
him during that phase, and from
one who, knew him even before,
