Accordiog to Professor Peiris, th uwini Perera Vs.
ment, has unmistakably underscored he ftruth that the concept of
equality before the law does not require-the invariable standard of
umiformity of ireatment. The Professor has painted out that the
Court has held, at some point in the judgment, that discrimination is
at times essential in the public interest. It was the rigidity in the
application of the Ratio Scheme that the Court disallowed, according
to Prof. Peiris, and not the principle of discrimination.

We are yet to koow the judgment on the Seneviratne Vs. UGC
cate. Whatever the judgment in the cace may be, it isevident that
we are living through a time when subjective censiderations seem to
acqnire more weightage than an objective approach

to  our nationga)
issues.

Professor Peiris concluding his talk on

" Fundamental Rights
and University Admissions”,
