Ambalavanar,
Bishop of the J.D. C.5.1. at
the 35th Annval Sessions of the
Diocese held at Ottley Hall, Vad-
dukoddai on the 4th, 5th and
6th of March,

Referring to the activities of
the Diocese and of the interest
evinced by individual churches in
maintaining their traditions and
in ﬁ]eating their obligations, the
Bishop said that their stewardszhip
