with the disciples, They once sgain '‘ate and dmnkl with hn?a aftFr
he rose from the dead" (Acts 10:41). It was the joy olf I:m_ng in
the presence of God himself, the joy of a living fellowship with the
living Lord. The disciples were glad when lhey_ saw the Lord
becanse his appearance was proof to them that Chnst. Was congueror,
He had overcome the powers of evil, The resurrection meant that
the final and ultimate power, death itself, had been defeated, They
stood beside the congueror over all principalities and powers_aud 50
were glad. The appearance of the risen Christ was u_t:t just an
exhibition of divine power over against the powers of this w?rld but
an event that brought about a revolutionary chapge in the lives t?f
the disciples. -The frightened group of men who fled from their
master at the time of trial and temptation now were transformed
into the bold and courageous witnesses of the risen Lord. The
small Church of the Upper Room now became potentially the Churcn
of the uttermost parts of the earth, The men who were afraid to
face the rulers who crucified Jesus now began to breathe defiance
in their witoess, " God has made him both Lord and Christ, this
Jesus whom you crucified” (Acts 2: 36).

The disciples were glad when they saw the Lord because the
Lord's resurrection meant for them a trapsformation of their own
lives, a new beginning. As a later witness to the resurrection was
able to affirm "as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of
the Father, we too might walk in newness of life”, ‘' For if we
have been united with him in a death like his, we shall certainly
be united with*him in a resurrection like his” [(Rem. 6:4-5), Sin
bhad no power over them for in their unity with the risen Lord
they found the power over them for in their unity with the risen
Lord they found the power of sin broken. They experienced the
power of a new life “If a man be in Christ there is a new cre-
ation. The old things are passed away, behold all things are become
new.” The joy of Easter is the joy of this new life lived in
fellowship with the liviog Lord. G. K. Chesterton once described
the differences bstween three great figures in English Literature by
saying, Carlyle saw, Arnold koew, and Dickens tasted, Carlyle wrote
what he saw, Arnold wrote what he kosw, and Dickens described
what he experienced, In the case of the disciples the resurrection
was a case of seeing, knowing and experiencing all in one. It wag
because it was so complete and comprehensive an experience they
lived and witnessed so triumphantly. They were now driven not by
2 vague faith but by a confident assurance. When the great scientist
Michael Faraday lay dyirg someone asked him ' What are your
speculations? " Faraday replied ' Speculations? 1 bave nome. I
rest my soul on certainties.” The maoger in Bethlehem, the Cross
on Calvary, the empty tomb in a garden were the bases of the
certainties of the early Church, but above all it was the certainty
of a liviog experience of the risen Lord, It is this certaioty which
can give us joy to this day,

“No fable old, nor mythic lore,
Nor dream of bards and seers,
No dead fact stranded on the shore
OF the oblivious years:
But warm, sweet, tender, even yet
A present help is He
And faith has still its Olivet
And love its Galilee,”

We go throvgh them
with just the same amount, or
even less, of the enthusiasm or
excitement that we share g g
Cricket match. To many it ig
merely an emotional feeling thay
leaves them in the end farther

from Him who hung on the Crogs.
To those of us to whom it becomes
an intellectual exercise the Crgsg
simply remains as an object of
foolishness, as it did to the Greaks
of old, Even to those who are
“religious " like the Priests and
common folk of the Jewish fold
of old the Cross becomes a scandal,
But to those who
material pleasures, not koowing
the way out, yearning to be
delivered, it becomes a mystery
that can be revealed by the re-
lease to new life and power,

wallow in

The Cross which Jesus carrled
aloog the way to Calyary and in
which He was finally nailed tq
death is one that cannot be
peated. Historically what Jesus
did on the Cross cannot recur
because of the very nature of
what He did there. During  the
Homan regime in Palestine there
were hundreds of crosses on which
thousands were crucified, But, in
the case of the Cross of Jesus
the One who died was God  in-
carnate; One who became Man
once and for all; One who died
for all time for all men, We
need not, and cannot, desira the
possibility of another Incarnation
because Jesus lives among us,
He walks with’ us and talks with
us, We need not look for anather
Calvary and another Easter,
Never did the world of men of
all the past, present, and in all
the future owe so much to ons
man,

If so, in what sense does the
Cross of Jesus recur? In the
centre of the ruins of the Colloseum
in Rome where thousands of men,
women and children died as martyrs
there stands a crude wooden cross,
Among all the crosses in the
world, the ones in gold and
studded with precious stones, the
ones in beautifully cut stone or
marble, the ones artistically de-
signed in  wood, whether in
Cathedrals, churches or cemeteries,
the old rugged Cross that stood
on a hill far away i3 uniguely
meanipgful, It brings to mind
the clear tones of the hymn, ‘In
the Cross of Christ I glory,
towering o'er the wrecks of time .
Our Lord shares with us in our
"tales of woe', and takes us
beyond epabling us to give the

""battle cry of victory' as the
late  Archbishop of Centerbury
William Temple put it, Many

yvears ago perched on the top of
the eighty-storey buildivg of the
First Methodist Church in dowan
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Patterned streets of the city peaple
wended their way on several
pursnits, | some worthy and some
suspicious. But the cross had a
word of comfort, cheer and un-
eIring  guidance to those who
listened. The Cross of Jesus is
a rudder to modern man sailing
in troubled waters,

We humans often tend to
think of, and many times to speak
of, our physical mental and
spiritual weaknesses and troubles
as “crosges' that weare "' called
to bear*, There are two errors
here, The greater of the two is °
to compare our troubles, however
severe, to the suffering that our
Lord underwent on. His Cross,
[t is something beyond buman
comprehension, and much beyond
human reison, understanding and
experience. It is an experience
that brought the kind of dereliction
that even the Son who was ome
with the Father bad to undergo.
And, how glibly we say the word.
Are we “called to bear” our
weak and troubles? How
much of our burdens is due to
our own folly ? We bring it all
on ourselves, and then seek for
causes and sources elsewhere.
Even the best of us who somtimes
suffer by external impositions of
pain of body, mind and soul have
little to complain of if we Ilook
at Jesus Who though sinless was
made sin' for our sakes So the
Cross reeurs not because we suffer
here in this sinful world but
becanse Jesus suffers with usand
for us. How wvery true it is that
we men and women crucify Him
again and again as long as we
are degenerate,

The then Bishop A, ], Robin-
son in his book, " Honest to
God ", amonog.some of his sounl
stirriog  thoughts referred to
" Metal images” and “ Menial

_ images " that peopls worship, He

says that while we speak derid:
ingly of ' metal images" that
people worship we barbour in our
minds and worship ' mental
images”' and so are equally ido-
latrous, What about the images
of wealth, power, intellect etc,
etc., in which we put our trust
and keep buried in the recessas
of our hearts, and worship ? Soma-
times these are stumbling blocks
that bide our vision of the Cross
of fesus. The spirit of the Cross
is that which speaks to us im
our varled experience of our daily
living with our friends, neighbours,
community aod church members,
It is here that the Crossof Jesus
must recur, mot in the metal and
wooden crosses that stand in
Cathedrals, churches or even bap
around our pecks. .

So let us sel aside our
mental burdens hmming. on  uid
heavily and run our spiritual race
looking unto. Jesus.
