Please accept my best wishes for a successful football tournament. | extend
my greetings to friends in sports and sports reconstruction and development in the
NorthEast.

It is a noble act for the Tamil School Sports Association (UK) for encouraging
sports in the beleaguered NorthEast. | have had the pleasure of meeting TSSA
officials in Kilinochchi and encouraged by their enthusiasm to lift sports education,
administration and performance from the doldrums.

During the past twenty years sports remained as a recreational activity fo help
the distressed people to cope with the trauma of 20 years of war and now tsunami.
The standards of all sports have not improved since the seventies and in athletics
where performance can be measured | note that the performance and the quality
of facilities slipped while in the South of Sri Lanka and the rest of the world they
have improved. The gap has widened and continues to do so. The human factor
of the sports infrastructure is affected to the extent that sports organizations,
associations and schools do not have the critical mass of competent and committed
persons fo even keep the sports system going let alone improve performance.
Twenty years of war, embargo, and lack of government expenditure in all sectors
including sports were limited to salaries of staff without any allocation for sports
facilities, equipment or training of coaches, referees and sports administrators.
There is still reluctance by the relevant Ministries and sports associations to fund
reconstruction in sports or other infrastructure that were destroyed by war during
the last twenty years.

The tsunami with all the death and destruction it caused has opened the
hearts of many international persons and institutions. FIFA and AFC have, through
its Development Officer, Manilal Fernando, have signed a contract to build 18
football training centres/mini stadiums in Sri Lanka. 8 of them will be built in the
districts in the NorthEast. Football facilities for the NorthEast are now a reality and
they would start functioning in 10 months time. However the cost of training of
footballers, coaches, referees and administrators are not funded.

| have come to the conclusion that waiting for the government of Sri Lanka or
infernational donor institutions to help the NorthEast sports reconstruction and
development will be a wait without end. We need fo start with what we have on the
ground and appeal to the Tamil Diaspora to assist in whatever way they can. With
his in view | am, with the help of the NorthEast Youth Action Organization, which




o o helped to Form and in the third year of consuh‘:ng for them, s‘rorhng a sporTs

academy with athletics and cricket academies as its first constituent. It will be a
residential academy for 20 athletes and 20 cricketers. A semi permanent dormitory

is being built in the Kilinochchi grounds. We appeal to the Tamil Diaspora and

institutions within Sri Lanka to meet expenditure for residential and operating

expenditure with contributions. When the SANE first phase is completed the cricket

and athletics academies will be incorporated within the SANE structure.

When the first building phase of SANE is completed, 25 physical education
teachers out of the 300 already teaching without any qualification in the school
system in the Vanni will be enrolled as its first batch of students for a 12 month
course. Curricula for the course are being written now with my assistance.

The goal of the sports academy is to educate sports coaches, teachers and
administrators, and train individuals and teams that can perform at the South Asia
Level by 2008 and Asian Games Level by 2010.

We appeal to all sportspersons and well wishers to rebuild and develop sporfs
in the NorthEast until a permanent and just solution is found to establish the rights
of the Tamil community in our Island. When just governance is established in the
NorthEast the sports academy will take the form of the University of Sports Science
and Technology.

| wish TSSA (UK) the best in their efforts to keep the Tamil people together
through sports.
