Permits to cut ebony in Crown forest will be issued only under speeial/ciroumstanoes on payment of royalty at the 
rate of Rs. 100 per ton on logs weighing over 15 owt., Bs. 75 per ton on logs weighing from 10 to 15 cwt., Rs. 60 per ton 
on logs weighing from 5-to 10 owt., and Rs. 25 per ton on logs weighing under 6 owt.

The full royalty due or, if it cannot be accurately calculated, the estimated amount must be paid before any permit 
to fell timber is issued.

Royalty must be paid on the whole of the hole of any tree felled on permit, and not only on the log that the license- 
holder may remove. ' . .

In measuring logs for-payment of royalty no allowance yriU bè made for sapwood, buttresses, bark, &o. Permit- 
holders may, however, square logs (provided there is no unnecessary waste of timber), remove the bark, &o., before 
measurement. •

Logs felled by permit-holders and found rotten or hollow must be taken over and paid for at such reduced rates of 
royalty os may be fixed by the Assistant Conseiwator of Forests.

A  tree will not be considered “  dead ”  ùhless every part of it is dead and dry.
No log will be considered a “ kottu ” (well pipe) unless the hoUow extends the whole length of the log, and is 

nowhere less than nine inches in diameter.
Permits to f  eU in Crown forest trees to be made into dug-out canoes at reduced rates of royalty will be issued only 

to -villagers requiring canoes for local and personal use, and not for sale.
Should any person obtain, at the reduced rate of royalty, a permit to fell in Crown forest any tree for the declared 

purpose of being made into a dug-out canoe and use the log for any other purpose, it wiU be liable to seizure and 
confiscation.

I f  trees of valuable kinds other than marutuare required for making dug-out canoes, full royalty must be paid.
Special rates will be charged for (a ) flowered satinwood, (J) sa-wn balks of timber, (e) timber in the log exceeding 

20 ft. in length, and (d") all sawn timber, any side of which exceeds 12 in., supplied on indent or issued from any depot.
Rejected, waste, or surplus sawn timber lying in any dépôt will be issued to applicants at rates 25 per cent, less 

than those fixed for timber sawn on-indent.

Exports.— Under Ordinance 22 of 1877-a royalty of 25c. is levied on every hundredweight- of plumbago, and 
Under section 10 of Ordinance 10 of I89.l-.ti royalty of Rs. 200 js levied on each elephant shipped from this Island to 
any place beyond the seas. • A  duty on hides and horns of spotted deer and sambur is levied under Ordinance 11 of 
1891-. A  royalty on all chanks entered for exportation is levied under Ordinance 18 of 1890 and Notidcation dated 
August 26, 1891. . . • •

2.— Port, Harbour, W harf, and L ighthouse Dues.
Port Dues are levied at all ports, except Colombo, under the Ordinances 17 of 1869 and 14 of 1871. The rate 

are 8c. per ton inwards arid 8c. per ton outwards on loaded vessels. At Colombo, Harbour Dues are levied under Ordi­
nance 6 of 1875, section 8, and Proclamations of November 7, 1882, May 6, 1885,. March 24, 1887, and November 18j

by Government with salt at 40c. per cwt., which he is allowed to retail to the public at RS. 2'24 per cwt.

The proceeds of all salt sold in the manufacturing districts in 'the Northern, Eastern, North-Western, arid 
Southern Provinces under the Ordinance No.„6 of 1890 are brought to account. By tlrdinance No. 14 of 1857 the 
importation of salt into thiU Island is allowed on payment of a duty of Rs. 2*13 the cwt.

In all the other salt manufacturing district ,̂ salt is sold' exclusively by Government to Ttìtailers and wholesale 

dealers at Rp.

Arrack, Rum, and Toddy.— The eetclusive privilege of retailing spirits distilled from the palm tree, and arrack, 

rum, and toddy, generally iarmrd in the several Provinces—-regulated by the Ordinances 10 of 1844 and 13 of 1891.
’ Duty on Arrack and Rum Stills.— Under this head are brought to account sums received for licenses issued

Ordinary No*. 2 shall be given to all Native and Burgher prisoners while in classes IV., III., II., or I.

•Pull Diet shall be given to all prisoners at Mahara and Mutwal who are not placed on Punishment Diet. No prisoner at 
Mahara shall be placed on Punishment Diet for more than two days in a week. Full Diet should also be given to all prisoners 
under sentence of death. ’ . .

Unconvicted Die* shall be given to all uneonvicted Native and B.urgher prisoners and prisoners pending appeal.
Casual Diet shall be given to all Native and Burgher prisoners admitted after the rations for the day have been drawn.
Refi-actory Diet shall be given to all Native and Burgher prisoners sentenced to confinement in punishment cells for the

A N S W E R S .

W estern Pbovince.
Leper Asylum, Hendala.~Axi ample supply. 'I’own supply from Labugama ; the Kelani river in the vicinity of the 

Asylum. The quality of the water from the town supply is pure and good ; the river water serves the purpose of 
• ablution, &c. There are'fifteen bathrooms in connection with the Asyiura supplied with hotand cold water, accord­

ing to. the requirements of the patients. The dry-earth system is in use in well-constructed latrines, in which metal 
pails are placed- as receptacles for the excreta, and a quantity of coir fibre dust reserved for the purpose of deodoriza- 
tion. The latrines admit of the utfiiost cleanliness and ventilation, and are constantly whitewashed and disinfected. 
The sewage is removed twice a day and incinerated in the “  Silchar cinerator ”  at a distance from the wards. 

General Hospital, Colombo."—Ad libitum. The Labugama reservoir; the water is filtered for drinking purposes 
through Pasteur filters. Excellent. There are bathrooms in connection with each set of wards. The dry-earth 
system-is in operation. The privies are kept clean and sweet by a-corps of latrine coolies.

Lady Havelock Hospital, Borella.— The quantity of water available is unlimited. I'he reservoir at Labugama'. 
Good. -There are six bathrooms, and to each bathroom there is a tap three-quarter inch wide, and in some one inch 
wide, which conveys the water from the pipes. The dry-earth system- is in use, and is carefully carried out. The 
night soil is removed daily and buried by the Municipal authorities.

De Soysa Lying-in Hospital, Maradana.—•Unlimited supply. Labugama water supply. Good water for drinking 
purposes. There are two outhouses, one on each side, connected with the main building, corridors, and verandahs 
in each range. There are dry dearth latrines and bathrooms, the latter being used as lavatories. No sewers. 
Open cemented drains for surface water only. Dry-earth latrines emptied twice a day.

Panadure,—»Unlimited. From a well in the garden. Colourless, clear, and apparently pure. There are two latrines, 
one for fern,ales and one for males; each has two cemented baths. The dry-earth system is in use. The 
buckets are removed twice a day and the contents buried far away from the hospital ; the privies are kept in 
good order.

J^alutara.—Ad libitum. Well .in the premises. Good. There are two baths attached to the latrines, one for 
. . males and the other for females. The water to the baths is conveyed by pipes. Latrines, dry-earth-system. 

Local Board coolies convey the excreta daily to a distant place out of the Local Board limits. The Local Board is 
paid for this by the Medical Department.

IVegro»»6o.'—Sufficient for ablution and drinking purposes. A  well in the vicinity supplies the drinking water. Two 
wells in the hospital grounds supply the bathing water. The drinking water is of good quality.. Each 
ward has a bathroom furnished with a- large tub. The tubs are filled daily from the wells in the premises, 
and all who are able to have their baths bathe twice a week. The dry-earth system is nsed. The latrines are in 
very good condition,; can easily be kept clean. The excreta is removed twice daily and buried-after disinfection. 

Avisawelki.— Unlimited quantity. A  well in the hospital premises. Good. A  bathroom in connection with each set of 
wards. Dry-earth system ;,-the contents of the latrine.buckets is removed twice a day and buried at a distance 
from the hospital.

JfebAda.— Unlimited. Two wells in the hospital grounds. Good. I'wo bathrooms for male and female patients 
respectively. Convalescent patients bathe in a stream close to the hospital. There are no sewers. There are two 

,• latrines, one for the males and the other for the females; on the dry-earth system. The buckets are removed twice 
a day, sometimes oftener, and the. contents buried outside the hospital grounds.

.Central Province.
Kandy.—A  gallon of filtered water ¡for cooking and drinking and an unlimited supply for baths and ablutions. Water 

is conveyed.by pipes connected with the reservoir on Roseneath estate. Fresh and good. The drinking water is 
filtered through sand- and charcoal in chatty filters before use. There are five bathrooms provided with tubs, 
which are always kept filled with water for the use of the European and native patients, house officers, and nurses. 
The dry-iearth system is in use in the latrines, and the contents- of the buckets removed twice a day to>a distance 
from the hospital and incinerated.

Unlimited. A  well in the hospital premises. Good. There is a bathroom provided, but the patients 
prefer to have their baths in the Mahaweii-ganga (river), which is only a few yards from the hospital. There are 
two latrines, one for males and one for females,'conducted on dry-earth system. The female latrine is a temporary 
one. The contents of the bucTiets is removed twice daily and buried at some distance from the hospital,

. Gam/pola.—»Unlimited. A , well in the hospital compound. The water is pumped to a reservoir, and from there 
conveyed in pipes to the bathrooms. Satisfactory. There are four bathrooms, two for males and two for 
females. A  wooden tub is placed it) each room to collect water from the taps. ’ Dry-earth system. Contents of 
the buckets is removed to a distance twice daily and buried in trenches. - 

Matale.—̂Ad libitum. The water supply of the town is under the management of the Local Board. The water is from * 
a spring, and is conducted in pipes-. Uncontaminated and pure but hard, as the springs are on soil containing 
limestone. Two sets of bathrooms for males with latrines, and a similar arrangement for females. Dry-earth; 
buckets removed twice daily and the contents buried outside the hospital, far away from the nearest habitation. 

Kuioara Eliya.— The quantity of water is unlimited. Town water supply. Pure and wholesome and is filtered before 
use. Each ward is supplied with a bath and lavatory always kept clean. The condition of the latrines clean. 
Dry-earth system invariably adopted. Contents of buckets buried twice daily behind the hospital grounds. 

Mulhalkele.— Unlimited. "From Mulhal-ela. Good. Boiled and filtered before use. One for the male ward and the 
■ otlie» for female ward. Dry-earth system ; they are cleaned twice -a day and removed to a distance and 

buried by a cooly employed for the purpose. ' •
ZWAoya.-r-Unlimited. Mountain streams. Pure. Two bathrooms for male' patients and one for female. Dry-earth 

systein in use.. Contents of buckets removed and buried twice daily.

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Lindula.— An unlimited supply. From two springs. Good and free from vegetable impurities. Six bathrooms are 
available, four for males and two for females. Dry-earth sys'tem. The excreta is daily removed and buried at a 
distance.

Uda Pussellawa.—Ad libitum. Fi’om a stream running by the hospital. Water is of doubtful quality, and.is liable to '
, be polluted during the dry months. Water for cooking and drinking is boiled and filtered. There is a bathroom 

attached to each of the wards of the hospital, and water is carried to each bathroom by coolies. There is a dry- 
■■ earth closet for each ward. Tiie excreta is removed twice a day and buried at some distance from the hospital. 

Kelebokha.— Unlimited. A  stream from the hills. Drinking water is filtered. Two bathrooms, one for males and 
one for females.. Dry-earth system. Privies are clean and in good order.

Maskeliÿa.-^W&ter is obtained from a reservoir by means of pipes j ad libitum. A  stream, the source of which is 
within view of the hospital. Pure, as it is direct from the spring, but, nevertheless, is filtered before use. One 

, bathroom for males and one for females, with tubs in each. Water is conducted by means of pipes. No  bathrooms 
in temporary, hospital. Dry-earth ; good.

Deltota.— An unlimited supply. A  mountain stream through a filtering bed. Pure and wholesome. There are three 
bathrooms, two for males and one for females, and connected with each ward by a covered way. There are taps 
in all the bathrooms, in which are also zinc bath tubs for patients’ use. There are open drains (paved with stone 
and cemented) round all the buildings. The latrines.are on the dry-earth system and adjoin the bathrooms. 

Nauoalapitiya.— ^Unlimited. Mountain stream in a reserved area and pipe supply from the reservoir. Good. Tiled' 
rooms. Taps and bath tubs. Dry-earth latrines ; no sewers or privies.

Teldeniya.'— Ad libitum. Froni’ the hospital well, also from new adjoining river. Well water slightly brackish ; 
boiled and filtered before use. There are two sets of bathrooms, two for males and two for females, fitted with 
wooden tuba. Patients able to walk go down to the river. Dry-ea'rtb system. Excreta removed twice a day 

. . and buried in a remote corner of the hospital ground,
lambada.— Quantity unlimited. From a mountain stream running along the boundary of the hospital. The water • 

has been diverted from its course and conducted along zinc pipe to a cement cistern, whence it flows through a pipe. 
Pure and of excellent quality. It is also filtered before use. There are four bathrooms, two for males and two 
for females, connected to .the wards by corridors ; each bath is provided with a tub daily filled with water.

■ There are two latrines, qne for males and one' for females, on the dry-earth system. The excreta is removed 
twice daily and buried at some distance away from the hospital.

Dimbula.— Ad libitum. From a spring above the hospital premises, free from contamination, and brought down by 
underground pipes to a covered tank, from whence it is distributed to the wards by underground pipes. Good and 
wholesome. 'There are two sets of bathrooms, two sets for the males and two for the iemale wards, all fitted with 
brass taps and provided with zinc baths ; the bathrooms are distinct from, and situated opposite, the privies. 
The dry-earth system ; the latrines, are cleared twice a day, disinfected, and deodorized. The sewerage is buried 
in a remote corner of the hospital grounds. . .

Pussellawa.— Unlimited. Supplied from springs. The water is collected in a reséi*ypir and brought down by under­
ground pipes to an iron tank. • Good. Filtered before use. Two bathrooms for males and two for females ; each is 
provided with a tub filled daily with water. .Dry-earth system adopted. Excreta buried at a distance from the 
hospital.

Maturata.— An unlimited supply. The water is spring water, which is collected into a cemented reservoir and brought 
down to the hospital in pipes.. Good. The various bathrooms lead out of the wards. Each room is provided 
with a large baching tub, into which the water from the pipes can be let out at will. 'There are open connected 
drains round each and every building which carry oflf the surface water, and are flushed twice daily. Thè privies 
are conducted on the dry-earth system and are emptied twice daily, the excreta being buried at some distance outside 

. the hospital boundary.
Dambnlla.— Ad .libitum. Prom the hospital well; and when i t . falls, water is carted from outside. Clèar, but 

brackish. Patients bathe in the bath rooms provided for each sex, but those who are able to walk prefer bathing 
in the tank or oya close by. Dry-earth system. The excreta is removed twice daily and buried at some distance 
away from the hospital.,

N orthern Province.

Vavuniya.— SufiScient quantity. Two wells in the hospital premises. Fairly good. . 'Pwo bathrooms for males and 
one for females with satisfactory arrangements. There are three privies on the dry-earth system, one for the 
females and two for the males. The excreta is - removed twice daily and buried at a distance from the hospital 
grounds by a special cooly. , •

Mullaittivu.— An unlimited supply; From two wells in the hospital premises. Fair. Drinking water is as a rule 
boiled and filtered before use. There are two bathrooms, one for each sex, provided with cemented cisterns, which 
are filled with water from one of the wells through spouts. There are two latrîhes, one for each sex, which are 
worked on the dry-earth systèm. The excreta is removed twice daily, or oftener when required, and buried in 
the jungle at a considerable distance from the hospital.

Mantota.—'t-wo gallons of good water for drinking purposes for each patient, and also extra gallons of water for 
cooking- and for the use of the dispensary. From a Government well near the village of Adampan, nearly a quarter 
mile from the hospital. Drinking water good, but bathing water is very brackish. There are two bathrooms 
for each sex supplied with large bathing tubs daily filled with water by coolies. N o  sewers. Dry-earth system 
is in use.

Point Pedro.—Usually unlimited, but during the last dry weather it ran short owing to a prolonged drought. From 
the two wells in the hospital premises. Clean, transparent, and wholesome. It  is filtered through chatties contaiu- 

, ing sand and charcoal for drinking purposes. Each sex is provided with well-consti’ucted outhouses divided into 
two compartments, one being used as a latrine and the other, with a cemented cistern in it, as a bathroom. There 
are two latrines, one for each sex, conducted on dry-earth system. 'The excreta is disinfected and removed 
twice daily, or oftener' when necessary, and buried at a considerable distance from the premises,

. Mannar.— One and a half gallon of pure water for drinking and cooking. Drinking water from a well about one and a 
half mile from the hospital. The drinking water is excellent, and unlimited supply of rather brackish water for' 
washing is obtained from a well in the hospital grounds.- There are two bathrooms, each provided with bath 
tubs, one for male and one for female patients. There are two latrines„eaeh has three earth closets, the fittings of 
which are made of iron, so that the closets are always clean ; one latrine is used by the male and the other by the

There are separate 
bathroom's for males and females with tubs, hot and cold water being used according to the requirements 
of the patients. There are latrines in connection with each ward, which are conducted on dry-earth system. 
They are always kept clean and in good order. The excreta is removed at night by Municipality and buried 
about four miles away, from the town.

Hambantota.— About three hundredi gallons of water are supplied daily to the hospital, a sufficient quantity being 
available for each patient. A  well at a short distance from the hospital at the foot of the sandhills. Cood. A  
bathroom provided with two large wooden tubs, which are filled regularly every morning for the use of patients. 
'Two dry-earth latrines, one for males and the other for females. The excreta is removed daily and buried in the 
neighbouring jungle.

Matara.— Unlimited. Local Board well, about a mile from the hospital, reserve'd for the supply of drinking water for 
the town. Pure and soft. Bathrooms are attached to the latrines, but convalescent patients resort to, the river 
adjoining the hospital for bathing. No privies ; latrines on the dry-earth system. The night soil is removed daily 
by thé Local Board and buried out of town.

Balapitiÿa.— Unlimited. A  well in private. ground about 200 yards distant. Fair, boiled, and filtered before usé. 
There are two baths for the male and female patients,but patients prefer bathing in the sea close by. Dry-earth’ 
latrines for male and female patients respectively. There are no privies. The night-soil is buried in a place 
reserved for the purpose in the hospital burial ground about 200 yards away.

Tangalla.—Ad libitum. .Two wells in the town during rainy season, and during the season of drought well ■water 
from Danketiya, about three miles from town. Fair, from Danketiya and pne o f the town wells ; hard and 
brackish from the other well. No bathropms or lavatories.- The patients are sen]t to the sea for their baths. 
Water supply is too limited to allow fresh water' baths. Open surface drain of brick,, faced with cement. Dry- 

. earth system.
Geniyayg.— An unlimited quantity. A  pipe supplies the water from a pure source in the hills, where it ik stored in a 

protected area. Good. Two bathrooms, one for males and the other for females. Two latrines, one for males and 
the other for females. They are worked on the dry-earth system. The excreta is removed morning and evening 
and buried at some distance from the hospital. . . ‘ '

Eastern Province.
Batticaloa.-^Ks much as each patient requires: There are two wells in the premises ; when their supplie.s fail during 

the dry season water is procured by a contractor from outside. Good. There are four bathi-ooms for the use of 
the patients. There are no privies, but there are four latrines conducted on .the dry-earth system.

Trincomalee.— Unlimited. 'A well in’ the premises supplies the water for bathing purposes-. Drinking, water is 
obtained from a well on the rifle-green. The water in the hospital well is biackish, the other is good, and is 
also used by the inhabitants in the neighbourhood. A  bathroom for each sex, at a little distance away from the ■ 
respective wards, furnished with a bath tub, which is filled dally. Some patients bathe in the sea. There are no 
sewers or privies. There are two latrines on the dry-earth system, .one for each sex. They have a'concrete 
platform for squatting with buckets underneath. The contents of the buckets is removed twice daily by a 
hospital cooly.

kalmunai.— An unlimited supply, except during, the dry season, when the water is supplied by the hospital contractor.- 
From four wells in the pi-cniises. Pure and good for all purposes. Drinking water is boiled and filtered before 
use. Each vvard has a lati ine attached to it. There are no sewers. Each ward has a latrine conducted 

’ on the dry-eárth system, with a liberal supply of disinfectants. They are kept scrupulously clean, and the excreta 
is daily removed and buried at a good distance from the premises in the jungle adjoining the sea.

Kalmunai.— Leper wards an unlimited supply, except during the dry season, when the water is supplied by a 
contractor. From four wells in the premises. Pure and good for all purposes. Drinking water is boiled and 
filtered before use. Each ward -has a. bathroom attached to it. There are no sewers. Each ward has a separate 
latrine conducted on the dry-earth.system, with a liberal supply of disinfectants. They are kept scrupulously clean, 
and the excreta is daily removed and buried at a good distance from the premises in the jungle adjoining the sea.

Maha-oya.— Unlimited. Wells. Good during the rainy season ; unwholesome during the dry season. There are 
two bathrooms provided, one for males and the other for females. There are two latrines conducted on the dry- 
earth system, one for males and the other for females. The contents of the buckets is buried at some distance 
from the hospital. Nil.

N orth-W estern Province.
Kurunegala.— A  gallon of filtered water for cooking and drinking, and thirty-two gallons of water for bathing. ’ Two  

wells in the hospital premises. Pure and good. The drinking water is boiled and passed through sand ’and 
charcoal in chatty filters before use. Tubs placed in bathrooms are available for warm baths. Patients prefer ; 
to bathe in a stream passing by the hospital. Rubbish, &c.,’ is daily collected and removed from the premises 
by the scavenging cart. The dry-earth system is in use in thé latrines, and the contents of the buckets is. 
removed twice a day and buried in an estate near the hospital.

Puttalam.— As much as each patient requires. A  cistern in the hospital, to which water is conducted by pipes from 
a spring about half a mile from the ho.spital.- Fairly good. There are two bath-rooms, one for males and the 
other for females. There are no privies ¡ there are two latrines, one for males and the other for females, both 
conducted on dry-earth system. Thè night soil is removed twice daily and buried in the unoccupied ground at 
some distance from the hospital.

Marawila.-.— An unlimited supply. Wells. Good. Water for drinking purposes is boiled and filtered. There are 
two bathrooms, one formales and the other for females, the bathroomfor the males being suppHedwith a cistern 
and the bathroom for females with a tub. I'here are two sets of dry-earth latrines, one for males and theiother 

. for females. These are always clean and well kept. The excreta is removed twice a day and buried at some 
distance from .thé hospital,

Chilaw.— Sufficient for all purposes. From a well on the sandbank about quarter of a mile from the hospital. .Not 
good, but it is boiled and filtered before use. There are enclosures with bathing tubs attached to each latrine. 
Water for bathing purposes is obtained from a well in the hospital. There are two latrines, one foi each 
sex, conducted on the dry-earth system. Dry-earth mixed with McDougall’s’ disinfecting powder is used to cover 
the excreta, which is removed daily and buried in the jungle outside the Local Board limits.
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Nikaweratiya.— Ample. Hospital well. Clear, feui tjrapkisli. 'fhe hospital is provided with two bathrooms,’ one in 
connection with the male ward and the other with the female ward. ’ Two dry-eartL latrines, one for males and 

, the other for females. The excreta is removed every nqornipg and evening and buried at a good distance from the 
hospital.

iXandugamuwa.— An unlimited supply. A  ’well in the premises. The water js of a Saline taste, but boiled and filtered 
betöre use. There are two bathrooms, one for males and one for females. There is only one paved drain. 
The rest are mere surface cuttings, and do not work satisfactoi-ily.’ The closets are worked on the dry.-earth 
system. 'There are two, one for males and one for'females. The soil is removed daily and interred at a distance • 
in a neighbouring jungle. *

NORTH-CENTRAt. PROVINCE.

Anuradhapura.-—Unlimited.for all purposes. Two wells in the premises. Good. There are five bathrooms,‘three
• for males and two for females. Dry-earth system is in use. The contents of the buckets is removed twice a.day 

and buried at some distance from the hospital. .
Mihintalet— About fifteen gaUons of water for each patient. Transported by the contractor from a tank for drinking, 

hathing, and other purposes. Purity questionable. Patients bathe in the hospital premises. There are three 
bathrooms, two for males and one for females. Dry-earth system. Contents removed and buried twice daily 
Privies clean and in good order.

’ • PKoyiriCE OF Uv^.

Hadwi/q.— Unlimited. A  cistern, which is supplied from a spring. Drinking water has been ^ronoiinced by the 
Public Analyst to be good. '’Bathing water drawn from a cisterii supplied from a spring, Eight bathrooms 
with water laid on through pipes, ßurface drains. Eight la,trines on the dry-earth system. The night spil is 
removed daily and buried in'the hospital grounds. ' ■ ’

, Hajyyfale.— Unlimited. F '̂om a stream in the forest adj-oinipg the hospital. Gopd. Water laid on to hospital by 
pipes. Pry-earth system. Condition of privies good.

Lunugala.-—Unlimited- Diverted from a stream about two miles from the hospital by iron pipes into a reservoir. Good.
, There are three bathrooms provided with tubs for the use of the patients. 'Dry-earth system. Night soil is 

removed twice during the day and buried in the jungle. • '
Alutnuwara.— Unlimited, from the Mahaweli-ganga. From theMahaweli-ganga. Good. Bathrooms are attached to 

each block of wards. Most of the patients who are able to walk and well enough bathe in the river, and the ’ 
, rest wash themselves in the rooras,̂  when necessary. Dry-earth system adopted. Sewage is removed'twice daily. 

Clean and free from smell. •
Medagama.— Unlimited. From a well in the hospital grounds. Water is boiled and filtered fov drinking purposes. 

Fairly good. There are three bathrooms.' Water for bathing purposes is obtained from the streaih which runs 
along one boundary of the hospital. No sewers. Privies are on the dry-earth system. Cleaned twice a.day 
and kept free from smell. ' .

Buttala.—Ad libitum. A  well close to the hospital and a stream running by the side of the hospital. Good, i^tients 
who can help themselves bathe in the stream, except those who require special baths. Dry-earth. Clean.

Province of Sabaragamuwa. .

Hatnapura.—An ample supply for drinking. Town supply for drinking and cpoking. Patienta bathe in the Kalu- 
ganga in the vicinity of thè hospital. Not always clear. Un rainy days the water is muddy. It is boiled and filtered 
through carbon filters. Majority of patients 'bathe in the river. The bathrooms are two in one block, Thq 
male ha If intended to serve three wards having thirty-six beds, and the female half to meet the wants of twenty 
patients. They are not made use of, because there is not sufficient tap water to fill the baths arid of the 
inconvenience to convey the water all the way from the river. The bathroonl is also not conveniently situated for 
female patients. It stands some distance from their wards, and is'opposite the male block. Dry-earth system, 
blit the latrines are unsatisfactory owing to defective construction.

K-egalla.—Ad libitum. A  well about 100 yards from the hospital. Pure and good. The drinking water is boiled"
' and passed through Aitken’s sanitary filters. A  leaden pipe conveys the water from a tank by the side of the 
well to the bathroom. Patients also bathe in a stream close ito the hospital. Dry-earth system. The contents 
of the latrines is removed and buried twice daily at a distance from the hospital.

Makwana.— Unlitnited. Drinkiiig water is obtained from a well, which is boiled and filtered through Aitken’s patent- 
filters. Gjoodj Each  ̂ ’wartf has its own bathrooin containing a zinc bath, which is filled every morning ’wiith 
water. Dry-earth system of latrines. Buckets are emptiq4 twice a day and the excreta buried at some distance. 
from the hospital.

Balangodttf— Moderate. . Vf,&ter is obtained from a well, which in a, few hundred, yards away from the hospital.
’ During Ijhe dry weather the well sometimes, runs dry. On one occasion river water had to be used. The water 

from the well is supposed to be pure, and is always boiled and filtered before use. There are four bathrooms 
in the hospital for the use gi the pafjents, but no conducting pipe? for bringing the water. Convalescent, 
patients bathe in the Walawe-ganga, which runs about eighty yards from the hospital. There are seven latrines 
on the dry-earth system, for thé use of the patjents, .The excreta is .daily removed, and buried at a considerable 
distance from the hospital.

Karawan'ella.— An unlimited quantity. Two wells fn the hospital premises and the Eelani river in the vicinity of the 
hospital. Pqre. Welf water alone is. filtered for drinking purposes. There are separate bathrooms for mMcri.

• and females with tubs, and a.special sto've exists for hot water batha in connection with two of the bathrooms • 
the Kelani river also in thç vicinity of the hospital qflfords convalescent patients a  resort for bathing. Dry-earth 
system. The excz-eta is remoyed and buried daily at some distance from tbe hospitaL '

Godakawela.—UtAimhed. A  well on the premises. Good.- A  bathroom for each sex of patfeats provided With a 
wooden tnb, b’ot the majority of the patients go to. a stream dose by for- bathing. Tha dry-earth system. The 
buckets are removed twice dajly and the contents hurled in trenches.six inche^. deep.

Kolonna.— Abundant. A  well in the hospital premises.and,a river behind, the hospital,. .Hard. Boiled and filtered 
before using for drinking purposes, ijllatar carriedÂb buckets.tp lavatories, and, convalescent patients bathe in 
the river. Dry-eqrth system. Privjea kepjl, cleap,
