| also encourage the swift and public release of the
reports of the national Commission of Inguiry that was
appointed in January 2021, which | understand will
compiete its mandate by the end of this year, so that
its work and recommendations can be assessed.

The current social, economic and governance
challenges faced by Sri Lanka indicate the corrosive
impact that militarisation and the lack of accountability
continue to have on fundamental rights. civic space,
demacratic institutions, social cohesion and
sustainable development.

A new state of emergency was declared in Sri Lanka
on 30 August, with the stated aim of ensuring food
security and price controls, amid a deepening
recession. The emergency regulations are very broad
and may further expand the role of the military in
civilian functions. The Office will be closely
maonitoring their application.

| note with interest the President's recent meeting with
some civil society leaders, and | encourage broader
dialogue and steps to open Sr Lanka's civic space.
Regrettably, surveillance, intimidation and judicial

Greater Toronto Area REALTORS® reported 8,596 sales
through TRREB's MLS® System in August 2021 — down by
19.9 per cent compared to the August 2020 record of 10,738,
The condominium apartment market segment bucked the
overall sales trend, with year-over- year growth in salas,
continuing a marked resurgence in 2021, The number of new
listings entered into the System was down year-over-year by
43 per cent. "The fact that new listings were at the lowest
leved for the past decade is alarming. It is clear that the
supply of homes is nol keeping pace with demand, and this
situation will become worse ence immigration into Canada
resumes.

The federal parties vying for office in the

upcoming federal election have all made housing supply and
affordability a focal point. Warking with provincial and
municipal levels of government on solving supply-related
issues is much more important to affordability than interfering
with consumer choice during the home buying and selling
offer process or revisiting demand-side policies that will at
best have a shorl-term impact on market conditions,” said
TRREB President Kevin Crigger.

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Mother Mary Teresa Bojaxhiu (born Anjeze Gonxhe Bojaxhiu, Albanian: 26 August
1910 - 5 September 1997), honoured in the Cathalic Church as Saint Teresa of
Calgutta, was an Albanian-Indian Roman Catholic nun and missionary. She was
born in Skopje (now the capital of North Macedonia), then part of the Kosovo
Vilayet of the Ottoman Empire. After living in Skop|e for sightesn years, she
moved to Ireland and then to India, where she lived for most of her life.

In 1950, Teresa founded the Missionaries of Charity, a Roman Catholic religious
congregation that had over 4,500 nuns and was active in 133 countries in 2012
The congregation manages homes for people who are dying of HIV/AIDS, leprosy
and tuberculosis. It also runs soup kitchens, dispensaries, mobile clinics,
children’s and family counselling programmes, as well as orphanages and
schools. Members take vows of chastity, poverty, and obedience, and also
profess a fourth vow — to give "whaolehearted free service to the poorest of the

poor.

Teresa raceived a number of honors, including the 1962 Ramon Magsaysay
Peace Prize and the 1979 Nobel Peace Prize. She was canonisad on 4
September 2016, and the anniversary of her death (5 September) is her feast
day, A controversial figure during her life and after her death, Teresa was admired
by many for her charitable work. She was praised and criticized on various
counts, such as for her views on abortion and contraception, and was criticized
for poor conditions in her houses for the dying. Her authorized biography was
written by Navin Chawla and published in 1992, and she has been the subject of
films and other books. On 6 September 2017, Teresa and S Francis Xavier were
named co-patrons of the Roman Catholic Archdiocese of Calcutta.

Teresa was barn Anjezé Gonxhe (or Gonxha) page needed Bojaxhiu (Albanian:
Anjezé is a cognate of "Agnes”; Gonxhe means "rosebud" or “little flower™ in
Albanian) on 26 August 1910 into a Kosovar Albanian family in Skopje, Cttoman
Empire (now the capital of North Macedonia). She was baptised in Skapje, the
day after her birth page needed She later considered 27 August, the day she was
baptised, her "true birthday",

She was the youngest child of Nikollé and Dranafile Bojaxhiu (Bernai). Her father,
who was invelved in Albanian-community politics in Ottorman Macedonia, diad in
1919 when she was eight years old. He was bom in Prizren (today in Kosovo),
however, his family was from Mirdita (present-day Albania). Her mother may have
been from a village near Gjakova.

According to a biography by Joan Graff Clucas, Terasa was in her early years
when she was fascinated by stories of the lives of missionaries and their servica
in Bengal; by age 12, she was convinced that she should commit herself to
religious life. Her resolve strengthened on 15 August 1928 as she prayed at the
shrine of the Black Madonna of Vitina-Letnice, where she often went on
pilgrimages.

Teresa left home in 1928 at age 18 to join the Sisters of Loreto at Loreto Abbey in
Rathfarnham, Ireland, to leam English with the intent of becoming a missionary;
English was the language of instruction of the Sisters of Loreto in India. She saw
neither her mother nor her sister again. Her family lived in Skopje until 1934,
when they moved to Tirana.

She arrived in India in 1929 and began her novitiate in Darjeeling, in the lowear
Himalayas, where she leamed Bengali and taught at St. Teresa's School near her
convenl. Teresa took her first religious vows on 24 May 1931. She chose to be
named after Tharese de Lisieux, the patron saint of missionares; becausa a nun
in the convent had already chosen that name, she opted for its Spanish spelling
(Teresa),

On 10 September 1946, Teresa experienced what she later described as "the call
within the call" when she traveled by train ta the Loreto convent in Darjeeling from
Calcutta for her annual retreat. "1 was to leave the convent and help the poor
while living among them. It was an order. To fail would have been o break the
faith.” Joseph Langford later wrote, "Though no one knew it at the time, Sister
Teresa had just become Mother Teresa".

She began missionary work with the poor in 1948, replacing her traditional Loreto
habit with a simple, white colton sari with a blue border. Teresa adopted Indian
citizenship, spent several months in Patna to receive basic medical training at
Holy Family Hospital and ventured Into the slums. She founded a school in
Matijhil, Kalkata, before she began tending to the poor and hungry. At the
beginning of 1948 Teresa was joined in her effort by a group of young women,
and she laid the foundation for a new religious community helping the “poorest
among the poor".

Har efforts quickly caught the attention of Indian officials, including the prime
minister, Teresa wrote in her diary that her first year was fraught with difficulty.
With no income, she begged for food and supplies and experienced doubt,
loneliness and the temptation to return to the comfort of convent life during these
early months:

Our Lord wants me to be a free nun covered with the poverty of the cross. Today,
| learned a good lesson. The poverty of the poor must be so hard for them. While
looking for a home | walked and walked till my arms and legs ached. | thought
how much they must ache in body and soul, looking for a home, food and health.
Then, the comfort of Loreto [her former congregation] came to tempt me. "You
hawve only to say the word and all that will be yours again®, tha Tempter kapt on

Teresa had a heart attack in Rome in 1983 while she was visiting Pope John Paul
II. Fallowing a second attack in 1989, she recelved an artificial pacemaker. In
1891, after a bout of pneumonia in Mexico, she had additional heart problems.
Although Teresa offered to resign as head of the Missionaries of Charity, ina
secret ballot the sisters of the congragation voted for her to stay and she agread
to continue.

In April 1996 she fell, breaking her collarbone, and four months later she had
malaria and heart failure. Although Teresa had heart surgery, her health was
clearly declining. According to Archbishop of Caleutta Henry Sebastian D'Souza,
he ordered a priest to parform an exorcism (with her permission) when she was
first hospitalized with cardiac problems because he thought she might be under
attack by the devil.

0On 13 March 1997 Teresa resignad as head of the Missionaries of Charity, and
she died on 5 September. At the time of her death, the Missionaries of Charity
had over 4,000 sisters and an associated brotherhood of 300 members operating
610 missions in 123 countries. These included hospices and homes for people
with HIV/AIDS, leprosy and tuberculosis, soup kitchens, children's-and family-
counselling programmes, orphanages and schools. The Missionaries of Charity
were aided by co-workers numbering over ane million by the 1990s.

Terasa lay in repose in an open casket in St Thomas, Calcutta, for a week bafore
her funeral. She recelved a state funeral from the Indian government in gratitude
for her service lo the poor of &l religions in the country. Assisted by five priests,
Cardinal Secretary of State Angelo Sodano, the Pope's representalive, performed
the last rites. Teresa's death was moumned in the secular and religious
communities. Prime Minister of Pakistan Nawaz Sharif called her "a rare and
unigue individual who lived tong for higher purposes. Her life-long devotion to the
care of the poor, the sick, and the disadvantaged was one of the highest
examples of service to our humanity." According to former U.N. Secretary-
Ganeral Javier Perez de Cuéllar, "She is the United Nations. She is peace in the
world."

Nainatheevu, is a small but notable island off the coast of Jaffna Peninsula in the
Northern Province, Sri Lanka. The name of the island alludes to the folklore
inhabitants, the Naga people. It is home to the Hindu shrine of Nagapooshani Amman
Temple; one of the prominent 64 Shakti Peethas, and the Buddhist shrine
Nagadeepa Purana Viharaya.

Historians note the island is mentioned in the ancient Tamil Sangam literature of
nearby Tamil Nadu such as Manimekalai where it was mentioned as Manipallavam
and ancient Buddhist legends of Sri Lanka such as Mahavamsa. Ptolemy, a Greek
cartographer, describes the Tamil territory including islands around the Jaffna
peninsula as Nagadibois in the first century.

MNaga people were snake-worshippers, a Dravidian custom, and spoke Tamil basad
on Ptolamy’s description of the Naga people. They also likely spoke Prakrit, a
language of the school of Amaravathi village, Guntur district with which the early
Tamils of Jaffna had strang cultural relations during the classical period. The Nakas
were a branch of the Dravidian community, and were at that time part of the Chera
kingdom, and of ancient Tamilakam. Archaeological excavations and studies provide
evidence of palasolithic inhabitation in the Tamil dominated Northermn and Eastern Sri
Lanka and in Tamil Naadu and Chera Naadu (Kerala region). The findings include
Naka idols and suggest that serpent worship was widely practised in the Dravidian
regions of India and Sri Lanka during the megalithic period.

The Makas lived among the Yakkha, Raksha and Deva in Ceylon accerding to the
Manimekalai and Mahavamsa. Cobra worship, Tamil spaach and Keralan cuisine
extant in Jaffna Tamil culture from the classical period attests to the Maka's heritage.

Sangam literature details how the ancient Tamil people were divided into five clans
(Kudi) based on thair profession during the Sangam period, where tha Naka clan,
who were in charge of border security guarding the city wall and distant fortresses,
inhabited the Coromandel Coast - South Tamil Nadu, East Tamil Nadu and North Sri
Lanka. The name Naka was either a corrupted version of the word Nayinaar or may
have been applied to this community due to their head covering being the shape of a
hydra-headed cobra in reverence to their serpentine deities. British historian and
author of "Ancient Ceylon” considers the MNaka to ba an offshoot of the Nayars of
Kerala ncient Tamil eplc Manimekalal and the Sri Lankan history book Mahavamsa
both tion a dispute b two Naga kings in northern Sr Lanka. Some
scholars derives the origin of the Pallava dynasty of Tamilakam from an marriage
alliance of the Cholas and the Naga from Jaffna Peninsula. This incident is
mantioned in the Tamil epic, Manimekalai.

Rouge National Urban Park
VISIT TODAY

Acrich assembly of natural, cultural and agricultural landscapes, Rouge National
Urban Park is home to amazing biodiversity, some of the last remaining working
farms in the Greater Toronlo Area, Carolinian ecosystems, Toronto's only
campground, one of the region’s largest marshes, a beach at Laka Ontario, amazing
hiking opportunities, and human history dating back over 10,000 years, including
some of Canada's oldast known Indigenous sites,

Water from glaciers melting 12,000 years ago formed ancestral Lake Ontario, which
covered this entire area. A large ice lobe, roughly 20 metres thick, blocked the lake
from draining eastward, leaving water levels high as the lake slowly drained south to
what is now the Mississippi River. The ice lobe finally retreated, draining the lake to
the St Lawrence River and forming the Great Lakes as we see them today. Glaciation
occurred when average annual temperatures wera only 2 - 5 °C lower than prasent.
The small decrease to the former temperatures caused big changes to the
landscape. Changes in average annual ternperatures now may seem small, but they
could cause major changes to the natural environment in the near futura.

Outcrops of rock formed during the last glacial period found in Rouge National Lirchan
Park are important to geclegists studying seismic activity, in particular the risk of
earthquakes in the GTA. Faults are visible indicating significant earthquake activity
between 80,000 and 13,000 years ago.
