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PROPOSED RENOVATION OF

JAFFNA HINDU COLLEGE PLAY GROUND

The newly renovated playground at Jaffna Hindu College for the students is a part of
the plan to rehabilitate the entire school infrastructure promoted by Jaffna Hindu
College Old Boys' Association (UK). Planning and implementation of the renovation
work of the Play Ground and Club house were conducted by OBA (UK) and the
school managementin close cooperation.

Good health, good facilities and good infrastructure are important for producing
good school outcomes. Better facilities, such as good classrooms and good lab, good
playground encourage better school attendance. With good facilities, comes good
standards of education, morals and discipline.

Sadly, the playground at Jaffna Hindu College was low maintained and was not in
good condition to use. The ground was not leveled therefore causing stagnant rain
water; a proper drainage system was not in placetherefore causing flood water not
drained off. It was poorly used for so long which potentially caused health and safety
issues too. Changing rooms were also in poor condition and unhygienic.
Consequently, the proposed renovation was much needed to rehabilitate the
condition of the playground for betterment.

The renovated playground extends over an area of around 12,000 square meter.
The flood water gets stagnant during rain in the ground. Therefore, it was initially
designed to drain out whole rainwater from the ground to the College road drainage
with the average earth filling thickness of 670mm. Further to improve the drainage
perforated pipe systems, laying of drainage geotextiles below the ground were
designed and to drain out the flood water to peripheral drain. However, considering
higher construction cost, later it was executed on “Design and build” based on
Contractors proposal with the following facilities.

With the revised design, significant amount of floodwater is designed to soak into
the ground by means of soakage trenches and Soakage Pits. With the introduction
of peripheral shoe drains, not soaked flood water again directed to soakage pits.
This shoe drains to be connected to road drains. During heavy rain additional flood
water will run to road drains.



This method also improves ground water recharge.
This Project developmentincludes following components.

Removal of the existing bad quality earth filling.

Covering of Existing Wells

Spreading, leveling watering, and compacting of imported earth.

Rain water / flood water soaking and filter trenches with soakage Pits.

Peripheral concrete shoe drains

Bermuda Grass Turfing in the Play Area.

Centre Cricket Pitch prepared from Stone filling, Gravel and Antil clay Beddings.

Practice Bermuda Turf Cricket Pitches prepared from Stone filling, Gravel, Antil clay and

Pot clay Beddings, with safety Nets around.

9. LongJump Pit

10. Irrigation Sprinkler System with Pump room ,Tube well

11. Safety Nets/ Hoardings around Boundary of the Ground with PVC coated Pipes and Steel
Pipes

12. Gates and Arches

13. Workers Toilets.

14. Club House with changing room and observation/Viewing facilities.

15. Digital Score board

16. CCTV System around the Ground.

17. Electrical Wiring around the Boundary wall for the provision of Lighting Facilities.

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Celebrating Tradition and Modernism
Design note by the architect
of The Club House of Jaffna Hindu College (2021)

Since my early days as an architecture student it has been my dream to explore the
heart and spiritual quality of Jaffna architecture and revive aspects of it through modern practice.
Therefore, | was humbled by the opportunity given to me by the OBA UK and | took up the challenge to
propose a design for a clubhouse that was historically informed, suited to the purpose and would bring
joy to those who would use it. This design note serves to trace the process of research, iteration and

inspiration in the execution of the clubhouse which was ceremonially

INTRODUCTION

The origins of the club house concept are integral to the origins of the game of cricket itself. (see
figure 1.and 2). Having studied the lineage of club houses along with its social, cultural, and geo-
political context, | started the design process by deconstructing the idea of the club house by
understanding the historical development of the concept, typology, function and meaning of the
club house. Though a native of Jaffna and an alumnus of JHC, | parallelly studied the architectural
and cultural language of the College with fresh eyes with the aim of designing a structure that would
speak to the proud history of the College, yet demonstrate an ethos of modernity that was future-
oriented. Thus, we derived the form and technicalities from the merits of Jaffna architecture to pay
homage to the collective knowledge of previous generations while carefully responding to the
context around it and amalgamating it with modern functions and technological possibilities.

The site that was proposed for this building was a newly acquired land by the OBA - UK, situated in
the Northwest corner, overlooking the Kasthuriayar Road, main entrance. Our main goal was to
give prominence to the activities in the grounds over the building itself. Therefore, the building was
elevated to make it feel light-weight and transparent. The idea of elevated structures draws from
indigenous forms such as granaries that were later exploited as a hallmark by the modernist
architects such as Le Corbusier and Minnette De Silva. The Section of the JHC clubhouse shows
the elevated form with a perforated ground floor to create visual connections and to respond to the
context.

Thinnaiverandah inspiration

The building morphology of the club house is derived from the traditional house sections of Jaffna
which have developed over generations informed by the climate, culture, technology and evolving
aspirations.

The figure above shows the section
with the extended verandah creating
shade for the Thinnai. We used very
low eaves to block the direct sunlight
and rain into the building to keep the
Thinnai area cool and protected. This
ingenuity of informed form-making
was the inspiration to use the extended
freestanding eaves in the balcony
beyond the normal threshold.
Therefore, it was a direct inspiration to
cut the glare for spectators and to protect the area from the seasonal rains. In addition, the columns
usually used to support the eaves (See Figure 8,9) have been avoided to give an undisturbed view to
the spectator.

Louvres above doors and windows in the front and rear side of the buildings, and large living areas
with deep walls were common features of colonial period houses for passive ventilation to keep the
building cool. The same principle was used in the club house section to keep the interiors well-
ventilated. In addition to the louvred side windows and 9 inch brick walls, the orientation was
strategic to cut the directradiation from the East and West.
