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An attempt to surreptitiously steal the body of the
Prophet (Sal) was made in the year 557 Hijra — 1164
A.D. When it was reported that Christians plotted to
transfer the body of the Prophet from his grave in
Madinah. They dispatched two men disguised as
Moroccans who claimed that they were from Andalusia.
The two.men rented a house not far from the Sacred
chamber where the Prophet (Sal) was buried. The two
men, while trying to show they were righteous persons
by performing regular prayers, feeding the indigent and
visiting the Prophet's Mosque and Al- Bagee where most
of the Prophet’'s companions and followers were buried.

The two men started digging from their house secretly,
a tunnel that would end up at the Sacred Chamber. They
carried the earth from the tunnel to a well in their
lodgings and sometimes loaded it in leather bags and
carried the bags to Al-Bagee where they disposed of
the earth. They managed to pursue their plot for
sometime under the illusion that they were near to their
target and forgot that Allah sees all their doings and that
soon their acts would be foiled.

Sultan Nuruddin Mahmoud ibn Zanki, had a dream in
which he saw the Prophet (Sal) pointing to two men
héving blond hair and said: “ Oh mahmoud, save me
from them.” The sutan woke up in panic, said his prayers
and went to sleep again. But the dream was repeated
three times. He then summond his minister Jamaluddin
Al- Mawsili who was a righteous and wise man and told
him of the dream. He then directed him to prepare for a
journey to Madinah. The sultan and his minister left for
Madinah in a large caravan, which one historian,
Majduddin Al-Matari said, comprised one thousand
camels, they crossed the distance from Syria to
madinah in 16 days. The Sultan went direct to the
Prophet's Mosque, performed prayers and sat there,
bewildered at what to do next. The minister asked the
sultan if he could recognize the two men if he saw them,
and when the Sultan replied in the affirmative, the
minister summond the citizens and asked for the names
of all the needy so that the Sultan could bestow alms
on them.

Attempt to
steel the body of Prophet (Sal)

Among all those who came to receive the alms, the
sultan could not identify the two men whom he had seen
in his dreams. On being informed that two Moroccan
men were the only foreigners who had not come to
collect alms, the Sultan ordered that the two men be
brought to him whereupon he immediately identified
them as the two men whom he had seen in his dream.
When Sultan interrogated them, they answered that they
were Morrocans and had come to perform the
pilgrimage and visit the Prophet's Mosque and had
planned to stay in Madinah for one year. Leaving them
with his men, the sultan went to the house where the
two men lived and could find nothing to incriminate them
until he found large sums of money. Contiuning the
search he stumbled upon a piece of wood. Lifting it he
saw the beginning of a tunnel leading to the direction of
the Sacred Chamber. The tunnel passed beneath the
wall of the Prophet Mosque.

The people of Madinah were stunned by the news of
the discovery, for they-people mistook the two Moroccans
for righteous men. The two men were flogged until they
confessed their crime. They admitted they were
Christians sent by their kings and disguised as
Moroccan pilgrims. They said they were supplied with
large sums of money and ordered use all possible
means to take the body of the Prophet (Sal) out of the
Sacred Chamber and bring it with them. The two men
were sentence to death and their bodies were burnt.

Sultan Nuruddin ordered the digging of a ditch around
the sacred chamber and that lead be cast inside the
ditch to guard against any future attempt to penetrate
the walls. One should stop at this report and wonder
how could the Christians dare to commit such a crime,
and one should also wonder if the Muslims at that time
were in such a state of weakness and vulnerability to
allaw such an act to take place. However, the criminals
received the just punishment they deserved at the hands
of Sultan Nuruddin, May Allah bless his soul in peace.
This story was reported by the historians Jamaluddin
Al-Matari and Jamaluddin Al-Isnawi, and was quoted
by Al-Samhoudi and Al-Barzanji. (chapters from the

‘And (remember) when the disbelievers plotted
against you (O Muhammed -Sal) to imprison you, or to
Kill you, or to get you out (from your home - Makkah)
they were plotting and Allah too was plotting; and Allah
is the Best of those who plot,” (Quran 8:30)

“If you help him (Muhammed - Sal) not (it does not
matter), for Allah did indeed help him when the
disbelievers drove him out, the scond of the two; when
they (Muhammed —Sal, and Abu Baker-Ral) were in the
cave, he (Sal) said to his companion (Abu Baker -Ral)
“Be not sad (or afraid), surely Allah is with us.” Then
Allah sent down His Sakinah (Calmness), Tranquility,
Peace) upon him, and strengthened him with forces
(Angels) which you saw not, and made the word of those
who disbelieved the lowermost, while the word of Allah
that become the uppermost : and Allah is All mighty, All
wise.” (Quran 9:40)

After Bai' atul- Aqaba al-Ula and Bai' atul Aqaba -
Thaniya, in which the inhabitants of Al-Madinah pledged
to obey and defend the Prophet (Sal). The Quraish
began to feel that they were loosing control of the
situation. Its leaders then gathered in Dar An-Nadwa to
try to find a Solution to their problems. During their
meeting, many solutions were proposed. One was to
imprison the Prophet (Sal) until he died and another
was to banish him from Makkah, by tying him to a camel
and then steering that camel into the desert. The
proposed solution that they agreed upon was much
more sinister than the rest, they decided that a strong,
young man from each subtribe should be chosen and
that they should all strike the Prophet (Sal) with a single
blow. The benefit of doing this was to spread the
culpability of the heinous crime to all of the sub-tribes,
so that no single Sub-tribe had to fear retribution.

The Jibril (Alai) came to the Prophet (Sal) and
ordered him not to sleep in his bed and informed him of
the plot of his people: So, Allah’s Messenger (Sal) did
not sleep in his house that night and Allah permitted

him at that time to leave. So, Allah’s Massenger (Sal)
invited Ali bin Abu Talib (Ral) and ordered him to sleep
in his bed and to cover himself with a green cloak
belonging to him, which he did. Then Allah’s messenger
(Sal) went out to the people and they were standing at
his door and he had a handful of dust which he cast
over their heads, and Allah.prevented them from seeing
His Prophet, Muhammed (Sal) and he was reciting :
Surah Ya-sin 36:1-9.

Allah’s Messenger (Sal) came to the house of Abu
Baker (Ral), he said: “Allah’'s Messenger (Sal) Has
come at this hour only because something important
has happened”. When he entered, Abu Baker (Ral)
Stepped back from his bed and Allah’s messenger (Sal)
sat down. There was no one present with Abu Baker
(Ral) except Aish and her sister Asma (Ral). Allah’s
Messenger (Sal) said: “Let those with you leave my
presence”. Abu Baker (Ral) replied: “ O messenger of
Allah, They are only my two daughters. What is it, may,
my mother and father be ransomed for you?” He said.

“Allah has ordered me to leave and 'migrate.”

Abu Bake (Ral) :"Companionship, O messenger of
Allah?” Yes,“Companionship.”

Aisha (Ral) said: “And by Allah, | never witnessed
anyone before crying for joy until | saw Abu Baker crying
for joy on that day.”

Allah’s messenger (Sal) hired Abdullah bin Uraiqit,
who was a polytheist, to guide them on the road and
they pursued in on their mounts, which were with him
and he had been caring for, in preparation for their
departure. And no one know of the departure of Allah’s
Messenger (Sal) except Ali bin Abu Talib, Abu Baker,
and the family of Baker (Ral). They headed for a cave
in mount ‘Thawr’ which is a mountain lying behind
Makkah, and they entered it. Abu Baker (Ral) ordered
his son, Abdullah to listen to what the people were
saying about them, during the day and then come to
them in the evening with news. He also ordered Amir
bin Furairah, his slave, to graze his sheep during the
day and then to bring to rest near them in the evening
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at the Cave. So, Abdullah bin Abu Baker spent his day
among Quraish, listening to their counsels and what
they were saying regarding Allah’s Messenger (Sal) and
Abu Baker (Ral) and in the evening, he would come
and give to them the news. And, Amir bin Furairah was
tending the flocks of the people of Makkah and in the
evening, he would rest the sheep of Abu Baker (Ral)
near to them and they would milk them and slaughter
one. When Addullah bin Abu Baker would left to.return
to Makkah, Amir bin Furairah would follow him with his
sheep and wipe out his tracks thereby. Three nights
had passed in the cave, after they left to madinah.

When polytheists climbed the mountain in which they
were hidden and they passed in front of the mouth of

the cave and their feet were at the entrance of the cave,

but they did not see them, because they were protected

by Allah. Abu Baker (Ral) Said to Allah’s messenger

(Sal): “If one of them were to look at his feet, he would
see us beneath his feet” He (Sal) said: “O Abu Baker,

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World’s Largest Clock in Makkah
Pursuit of alternative tlme standard

Saudi Arabia unveiled the world’ largest clock which it
hopes will help establish the city as an alternative time
standard to the Greenwich Meantime. The new four-
faced clock, which looms over makkah's Grand Mosque
and is perched atop what is expected to be the world’s
second tallest building. The clock tower is situated in
the heart of Massive abraj al-Bait complex. The clock
will run on Arabia standard Time, three hours ahead of
the Universal Time standard. Each of the clock’s four
faces are 151 feet in diameter and will be illuminated
by two million LED lights, along with huge Arabic script
reading; “In the name of Allah”. Another 21,000 white
and green coloured lights, fitted at the top of the clock,
will flash to as far as 19 miles to signal Islam’s five ~
times daily prayers.

The clock reflects a goal to replace the 126 year-old
Universal Time Standard, also known as Greenwich
mean Time GMT. Which is seen as “colonial” by some
muslims. “ Putting Makkah time in the face of GMT-this
is a goal,” said Mohammed al-Arkubi, the complex
manager.

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Mushims Contribution to Science

Geographer-Abu Hamid al-Gharnati

Geographer and Andalusian Scholar, Abu Abdullah Ibn
Rahim al-Andalusi Abu Hamid al-Gharnati, was born in
Granada, Spain in 1080 AD. He visited several places
such as Cairo, Baghdad, Bulghar, Bashgrid, and
Makkah. In 1114-1115, he was in Egypt. In 1117 he left
Spain, sailing to Egypt via Sardinia and Sisily. In 1122-
1126 he was in Baghdad: in 1130 in Abhar, Jibal: in 1131
at Sagsin on the upper Volga where he spent many
years. After that he resided in various places in
Khurasan and Syria, in 1162 he was in Musul.

Al-Gharnati’s two main works ‘mugrib anbad Agaib al-
Maghrib’ (Anthology of the Marvels of the Maghrib) and
‘Thufat albab wa Nakhbat al-Agaib’ (Gift from the heart
and Selection of Marvelous things) were deeply studied
by later Muslim Scholars. Other books that appear in
general bibliographies have also been attributed to him.
The Magrib talks about Andalusia as well as on some
matters related to astronomy and to astrology. Abu
Hamid al-Gharnati describes all the places he visited
and presents some important observations about
physical geography and ethnography, such as the oldest
descriptions of the skis used by the so-called Yura
peoples of the Arctic, complete with diagram. The
description of the flora and the fauna of northern Russia
is also of great interest. The Magrib has been partially
translated into Spanish (Royal Academy of History -
Madrid).

The Thufat describes the world in general and it consists
of four parts. The first part is a description of the world
and the men and sprits who inhabit it. It includes
interesting details about the gold and trade salt in Sudan.
As well as information about how the merchants of the
time crossed the scahara, guiding themselves by stars.
The second part mentions strange countries and
interesting monuments, such as the Pyramids of Egypt
and the lighthouse at Alexandria. The third part is a
description of the seas and the animals that inhabit
them. Al-Gharnati carefully describes flying fish, squid,
octopuses, torpedoes, pumice, oil wells, and India
paper. The last part of the book is a description of
caves, tombs, fossils, data about the utilization of ivory
from the Siberian mammoths, and a mention of fireproof
asbestos cloths. Manuscripts of the Thufat exist in
Algiers, and the British Museum in London. Al-Gharnati
died in Damascus- Syria in 1169 A.D.

Clans of the Quraish

The Prophet (Sal) belonged to the he tribe of the
Quraish. Banu Hashim, ttie family of the Prophet (Sal)
were caretakers of khaba. Serving pilgrims was a great
honor. The Quraish were respected all over Arabia
because of the services they used to provide to the
pilgrims, and responsibility for the care and maintenance
of the khaba.

Hudaibiah Peace Treaty

The muslims and the Quraish then signed Hudaibiah
ceace Treaty. The two parties agreed to abandon war
for ten years. During that period both sides would be
safe and would refrain from fighting one another.
Whoever came to Muhammed from the Quraish without
the permission of his guardian would be returned to
them, but whoever came to the Quraish from the
muslims need not be returned to him. Whoever wanted
to enter into an alliance or agreement with Muhammed
could do so and whoever wanted to enter into an alliance
or agreement with the Quraish could do so.

Ammar bin Yasir (Ral)

Ammar bin Yasir (ral) was among the most senior and
early muslims, and was tortured in makkah for his
conversion to Islam. He made the two migrations and
took part in Bader and all other important battles. The
Prophet (Sal) told him “O Ammar the transgressive
party will kill you™ This happened in siffin in 36 Hijrah.

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Cameroon village converts to Islam

An operation to separate a pair of Cameroonian
Conjoined twins, conducted by the Saudi Health Minister
Dr. Abdullah bin Abdulaziz Al-Rabeeah, under the
instruction of king Abdullah, who ordered for the twins to
be separated at his personal expense. This humanitarian
gesture has eventually led to the conversion of an entire
Cameroonian village to Islam. This was revealed by a
dignitary from the state. Sultan Omar, during a visit to
Al-Rabeeah at the Mina Emergency Hospital, during this
haj.

Haramain Railway Project

The Railway linking Makkah, Madinah and Jeddah would
bring about a dramatic improvement in the
transportation of pilgrims between the two holy cities. It
will reduce travel time between Jeddah and Makkah to
half an hour, and two hours for those traveling between
- Jeddah and Madinah “said, Saudi Transport Minister
Jabara Al-Seraisry.

The Haramain Railway will operate trains at a speed of
over 300Km per hour. The implementation of this mega
project is moving in the right direction. This project
includes the construction of 450 km of high-speed
electric railway lines between the three cities it will be
equipped with advanced signaling and telecommunication
systems “the minister further said.

‘Imam Course’ in German University

Germany’s Osnabrueck University is paving the way
for a growth in Islamic studies with the aim of better
integrating Muslims into German society. Germany’s
first public higher education program for Imams gets
underway at the University, with the explicit hope of
improving the integration of Germany’s four million
Muslims. Imams play a pivotal role because they work
with their communities, their religion and society at large,
So they have a public function like community leaders”
said, Martina Blasberg, vice President of the University
of Osnabruck.

Christianity and Judaism is without a doubt part of
Germany. In the meantime Islam is also part of Germany”
German President Christian Wulff marking the 20™
anniversary of German reunification speech about
integration, said.

New Mosque in Florence - Italy

Muslims in Italy have unveiled the model of a Mosque to
be built in Florence with minarets. The construction of
this mosque will resume sooner, “ Italy’s central Imam,
Elzir Izzadine, said. The Florence city mayor Matteo
Renzi, and other Christian people who supported the
project. Architect David Napolitana said, that he designed
the exterior of the Mosque to make it to look similar to
many of city’s landmark churches. But, leaders of the
anti-immigrant Northern league have opposed the
proposal and suggested a referendum be held on
mosque construction.

First Saudi Woman won Olympic Medal

Equestrienne Dalma Rushdi Malhas of SaudiArabiawon
the bronza medal at the first youth Olympic Games in
Singapore. Eighteen year-old Dalma Malhas overcame
four penalty points in the first round of the three day —
day event to qualify for the jump off session. In winning




the bronze medal, malhas the first Saudi woman athlete
compete games and gave Saudi its second medal in an
Olympic competition after Khalid al-Eid in the 2000
Sydney Games. Dalma Malhas was accompanied to
Singapore by her grandfather Hamed Mutabagani, and
she wore hijab outside the equestrian arena.

Israel to make
Arabic compulsory in schools

The Israeli government approved a new program that
will see Arabic language classes made compulsory in
northern Israeli schools, starting from the fifth grade.
The Israeli Education minister said that 200 schools
have joined the program, 42 of them are religious. The
new program is being led by schools in Haifa and the
north, where the Arab population is most prominent.
According to the ministry, there are currently 1000
Arabic teachers, most of them Jewish. But this year 50
Arab teachers will begin teaching oral and written Arabic,
as well as literature. The ministry added that the

program will soon be adopted by schools around Israel.
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Mubarram : Islamic Calendar 5{571‘;1‘

Muharram is the month with which the Muslims begin
their lunar Hijrah Calendar. Itis the first month of the Islam
this month was always known as a scared month in
which all unlawful acts were forbidden, prominently the
shedding of blood. Although the month of Muharram is a
sanctified month as a whole, yet, the tenth day of
Muharram is the most sacred among all its days. The
day is named Ashurah.

Ibn Abbas (Ral) said : The Prophet (Sal), when migrated
to Madinah, found that the Jews of Madinah used to fast
on the 10" day of Muharram. They said that it was the
day on which the Prophet Musa and his followers crossed
the Red sea miraculously and the firawn was drowned
in its water. On hearing this from the Jews, the prophet
Muhammed (Sal) said: “We are more closely related to
Musa than you,” and directed the Muslims to fast on the
day of Ashurah. (Abu Dawood).

Aisha (Ral) said: “When the Prophet (Sal) came to
Madinah, he fasted on the day of Ashurah and directed
the people to fast it. But when the fast of Ramadan were
made obligatory, the obligation of fasting was confined
to Ramadan and the obligatory nature of the fast of
Ashurah was abandoned. One can fast on this day, if he
so wills, or can avoid fasting, if he so wills.” (Sahih Al-
Bukhari)

Islamic Center in Washington DC

The idea for an Islam'ic center was originally conceived
in 1944 when the Turkish Ambassador died and there
was no Mosque in which to hold his funeral. The
Washington diplomatic community played a leading role
in the effort to have a Mosque constructed. Support
came from the Muslim American community and most
of the Islamic nations of the world, who donated money,
decorations, and craftsmen to the project. The Islamic
center is controlled by a board of governors made up of
various Ambassadors.

The site was purchased in 1946 and the corner stone
was laid in 1949. The building was designed by Italian
architect Mario Rossi and was dedicated on June 28,
1957 with President Eisenhower participation. The
Islamic Center of Washington contains a big mosque,
a library and classrooms for courses on Islam and the
Arabic language.

Do You Know ...

After the Prophet (Sal) death during the caliphate
of the first three Guided Caliphs and till the mid of
the lunar month Rajab, 36 Hijra Madinah was the
official residency of the Muslim Caliphate. After that,
and during the Caliphate of Ali bin Abu talib (Ral),
kufa became the capital city. When mu’'awiyah (ral)
assumed power Damascus became the capital.
In all cases madinah preserved its religious status.
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ISSUE : A person should look é woman to marry for
her beauty or wealth?

ANSWER : Abu Huraira (Ral) narrated: The Prophet
(Sal) said: “Awoman is married for four things: her wealth,
her family status, her beauty and her religion. So you
should marry the religious woman (otherwise) you will
be aloser. “ (Sahih al-Bukhari : 5090)

ISSUE : When the Prophet (sal) marrying hi¢ wives,
which walima-banquet he gave was greater?

ANSWER : Anas bin Malik (Ral) narrated: The
prophert (Sal) did not give a better wedding banquet on
the occasion of marrying any of his wives than the one
he gave on marrying Zainab, and that banquet consisted
of one sheep. (Sahih al-Bukhari : 5168)

ISSUE : It is necessary to have a bath on Friday to
attend the Jumma prayers?

ANSWER : Yes Abu said Al-khudri (Ral) narrated :
Allah’s Apostle (Sal) Said: “ The taking of a bath on Friday
is obligatory for every Muslim who had attained the age
of puberity”(Sahih al-Bukhari:895)

ISSUE : Is there any prescribe time for witr prayer?

ANSWER : Aisha (Ral) narrated: ‘Allah’s Apostle (Sal)
offered witr prayer at different nights at various hours
extending (from the Isha prayer) up to the last hour of
the night.(Sahih al-Bukhari: 996)

ISSUE : When the sun and the moon eclipse, what
Muslims should do?

ANSWER : Ibn Omar (Ral) narrated; ‘The Prophet
(Sal) said: “The sun and the moon do not eclipse
because of the death or birth of someone, but they are
two signs amongst the signs of Allah. When you see
them offer the prayer.” (Sahih al-Bukhari: 1042)

ISSUE : Some say, one prayer in Masjidul Nabawi is
better one thousand prayer, its correct?

ANSWER : Yes, Abu Huraira (Ral) narrated: Allah’s
Apostle (Sal) said: “One prayer in my mosque is better
than one thousand prayers in any other Mosque except,
Al-Masjidul Haram (Makkah).” (Sahih al-Bukhari: 1190)

ISSUE : Some people believe Khidr (Alai) is alive, is
that true?

ANSWER : There is no proof —evidence in the Quran
and sunnah. It is only their imagination and dreams.
There is strong evidence that he has passed away, as
in ‘Surat Al-Anbiya’ Allah says: “And we granted not any
human being, immortality befor you (O mohammed),
then if you die, would they (Disbeliever) live forever?”
This Ayat shows that death comes unto all.

There is no authentic proof that khidr (Alai) ever met
the Prophet (Sal). If we were to believe that he is alive,
then what is his religion? And if he is a Prophet, where
are his followers and what is his teaching? (Moulana
Mahmood Ahmed Mirpuri : From Fatawa Sirat-e-
Mustageen)

ISSUE : I can we understand from the Messenger of
Allah (Sal) racing with his wife Aisha (Ral) that women
can participate in athletes? We would like you to clarify
this issue

ANSWER : That race was in particular circumstance.
It is apparent that it was at night and the people had
retired to their quarters. The race took place in the
mosque or close to it or at the end of the city. Perhaps
the purpose behind it was to complete the good relations
between them and increase the love and affection
between the spouses. Based on that. One may use
that as evidence for similar acts. Therefore, it is allowed
for a man to do something similar with his wife on the
condition that they are consealed and not a source of
distraction or temptation. As for a woman practicing
publicly in athletics. Be it sports, racing wrestling or so
forth, one cannot derive that from that story of Prophet
(Sal). That story is limited to actions between spouses
and in the manner we have described above. Allah
knows best. (Sheikh ibn Jibreen)

ISSUE : A sick person pray by gestures while sitting
get reward?

ANSWER : Imran bin Hussain (Ral) said: | had piles.
| asked the Prophet (Sal) about the prayer of a person
while sitting. He said: “Itis better for one to pray standing:
and whoever prays sitting gets half the reward of that
who prays while standing : and whoever prays while
lying gets half the reward of that who prays while sitting.”
(Sahih al-Bukhari:1116)
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Can women use perfume?

A woman must avoid wearing perfume in public, There
are many Prophetic traditions that forbid women from
wearing perfume outside their homes. Abu Musa al
Ashari (Ral) reported that the Prophet (Sal) said.”Any
woman who wears perfume and passes by people who
would smell her perfum, she is a fornicator. ( Abu
Dawood, An- Nasaie).

Musa bin Yassar (Ral) said A woman passed by Abu
Hurairah (Ral) wearing strong perfume . He asked her
“Oslave of the powerful, Are you going to the masjid?
“yes” the woman answered. He further asked her “Did
you wear perfume for this purpose? The woman
answered “yes” Thereupon he said “Go back to your
home and have a wash, | heard the Messenger of Allah
(Sal) saying “Any woman goes to the masjid wearing
perfume, Allah does not accept her prayers unless she
returns home and washes off the smell of her perfume”
(Al —Baihaqi 3;133)

If it is prohibited for a woman to wear perfume for going

to mosque, it is certainly much more so to wear perfume .

when going to public places. When a woman goes out
wearing make ~up and perfume she commits a grave
sin even if her husband permits her to do so. Abdullah
Ibn Omar (Ral) reported that the Messeger of Allah (Sal)
said “ Three people Allah will debar from Jannah, An
alcoholic, a person who is not dutiful to his parents,
and ad-dai youth, who approves perverted behavior of
his wife”(Imam Ahmed, al Musnad)

Saudah bint Zam’ah (Ral)

Saudah bint Zam’ah was one of the emigrant believers
who left their families from Makkah to Abyssinia twice
for their religion. When they return back to Makkah her
husband sakran Ibn Amru died. She became a widow
with on supporter or protector. If she go back to her
family, they would have tormented her to renounce her
new religion or even might have killed her, When the
Prophet (Sal) heard about her case, he married her for
two reasons: A - to compensate her for the loss of her
husband and strengthen her faith in Islam.

B - to avoid the'hostility of her tribe (Bani Abdu Shams)
who were enemies of the Prophet’s tribe Bani Hashim.
After the marriage was completed, her people were
grateful to the Prophet and the hostility between the two

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tribes eliminated. So, this marriage saved the life of the
Lady from certain death and destruction. After that, most

“of her tribe believed in the new religion. The Lady

Soudah (Ral) remained the Prophet’s only wife for five
years, until he married the Lady Aisha (Ral). Then she
remained with Prophet (Sal) until his death. During the
Caliphate of Omar bin al- Kattab (Ral) she died.

Umm Atiya - (Ral)

Umm Atiya-her name was Nusaiba bint Al-Harith Al-
Ansariya. She was among the prominent Shahabiya
woman and she used to accompany Allahs Messenger
(Sal) to battle, nursing the sick and treating the injured.
She fought during the battle of Uhad like heroes. She
witnessed the washing of the body of the daughter of
the Prophet (Sal) which she perfected and narrated,
and a number of Sahaba and Tabie Ulemma at Basra
recorded that from her, Her hadith is considered to be
the basis of washing the dead. She was counted to be
among the sahabiya who settled at Basra.

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Muslim Rulers in History

Mu‘awiah bin Abi Sufyan: Full name, Mu’awiah bin Abi
Sufyan bin Harb (20 Before Hijra — 60After Hijra) (603 -
680A.D) the founder of the Umayyad state in Syria ruled
41-60 AH. (661-680 A.D) He belonged to the Umaiyah
clan from the tribe of Quraish. He was born in Makkah
and was one of the opponents to the new religion until
he embraced Islam on the day of the Conquest of Makkah
(8 Hijra). For his knowledge of writing and mathematics,
the Messenger of Allah made him one of his scribes.
Mu’awiah ruled Syria during the reign of both ealiphs omar
bin Kattab (Ral) Uthman bin Affan (Ral). He opposed Ali
bin Abu Talib (Ral) and fought him at the battle of Siffin in
37 Hijra (657 A.D) which ended with the Arbitration. He
became Caliph in 41 Hijra (661 A. D) and moved the
capital of the caliphate to Damascus. He was one of the
major conquerors in the Islamic era, his conquests
reached the atlantic Ocean.

Marwan bin Al-Hakam

Full name; Marwan bin Al-Hakam bin Abi al-As bin
Umaiyah, 2-65 hijra (623 — 685 A.D), the fourth Umaiyad
caliph, and forefather of the Marwanids, ruled 64-65 hijra
(683 — 685 A.D) He was loyal follower of the caliph
Uthman bin Affan (Ral) and participated in the Battle of
the camel. He established the standards for weights and
measurements. He died of plague in Damascus.

Abu Ja'far Al-Mansur

Full name, Abdullah bin Muhammed bin Ali bin al-Abbas
95-158 Hijra (714 — 775 A.D), The second Abbassid
caliph. He was the first Arab caliph to be keenly interested
in sciences, he ruled 136 — 158 Hijra (754 — 775A.D) He
built Baghdad and made it the Capital of his caliphate.
He is the father of all the Abbassid Caliphs. He died while
performing pilgrimage and was buried in Makkah.

Abu Al-Abbas al-Saffah

Full name, Abdullah bin Muhammed bin Ali bin Abdullah
bin Al-Abbas bin Abdul Muttalib 104 -136 Hijra (722- 754
A.D), he was named caliph at Kufa and seized power
over the Muslim empire after the killing of Marwan bin

Muhammed, the last Umayyad caliph in Syria. He made
Al-anbar the capital of his caliphate. He was the first caliph
in the Islamic era to originate the vizierates.

Hisham bin Abdul Malik:

Full name, Hisham bin Abdul Malik bin Marwan 71-125
Hijra (690 — 743 A.D) the tenth Umayyad caliph, ruled
105 — 125 Hijra, (724 — 743 A.D) During his reign the
Islamic empire reached its utmost extent. He engaged
in several wars with the Byzantines, his army conquered
Narbonne and his empire expanded to poitiers in
France, where the Battle of Balat al-Shuhada (Tours -
Poitiers) took Place.

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‘Riswa’ history from Mamluk’s, to Othmani, and Saudi

After the fall of the Abbassian state in 656 Hijra. The
first to cover the holy khaba was one of the Egyptian
Mamluk king, Alzaher Bebars Al Bandagadari. The kiswa
continued to come from Egypt and yemen alternately
until the ere of king Al-Saleh Ismail Bin Naser Bin
Qalawoon, bought three villages (Bisous, Sandabees,
and Abo Al Ghaeet) in the Al Qalobiya District in 750
Hijra. He financed the Kiswa Project from the Islamnc
treasury fund to make the kiswa for the holy khaba

Sultan Saleem 1 took over power from Syria and entered
Cairo on Muharram 923 Hijira He then moved into the
Hijaz peacefully under the control of the othman state
where he took on the title of the custodian of the two
Holy mosques. While in Egypt he commissioned a
Kiswa for the holy Khaba and another for holy prophet’s
grave and another for the magam Ibrahim. He also made
a new Kiswa Which were written Sultan Saleem’s
name on it.

Sultan Sulaiman Al-Qanooni found that the money from
the endowment was not sufficient to provide the yearly
kiswa so he ordered the buying of seven villages in
addition to the three acquired in 974 Hijra. The proceeds
from the ten villages were then directed solely for the
production of kiswa for the holy khaba. This arrangement
proved to be the greatest contribution by the othmanian
sultans.They paid considerable tribute to Makkah and
seized on any opportunity to express their loyaty to and
love for the residents and emirs of Makkah, whom they
saw as the kins of the holy prophet (Sal).

The holy khaba cover kiswa continued to come from
Egypt for over the centuries, political difference between
Saudi Arabia and Egypt have suspended the
manufacture of the kiswa in Egypt. Saudi Arabia has
taken over the responsibility of making the kiswa until
today. The khaba was wrapped in the year 1346 Hijra
the first kiswa made in Makkah. The Kiswa house
remained in Ajyad manufacturing the kiswa until 1358
Hjra, and Kiswa continued to be made in Makkah yearly
until 1381 Hijra.Former headquarter of the ministry of
Pilgrimage and Endowment where the management of
the kiswa workshop was carried out. Kiswa continued
to be made there until 1397 Hijra.

I_n that year, operations were trensfered to a new factory
built at Um al- Jood in Makkah, and that is whre the holy

kiswa continued to be made to the present day. The
new factory consists of a number of manufacturing
process. The process starts with silk spinning to
embroidering and assembly. The mechanical weaving
contains the woven Quranic verses. The embroidery
work is highly skilled and requires great dedication and
patience to achive the outstanding and beautiful designs
and following Arabic script.

The first was crucified for Islam

While on the cross (probably the first ever used in Ara
bia), Khubaib Ibn Adiy, who was being Pricked and his
body pierced by the spears and swords of the pagan
Quraish, and was asked, “would you not rather wish that
Muhammed (Sal) be in your place while you are safe
and sound with your family?” what would be tha answer
of a man under such circumstances?

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Brief Biographics of Great Imam of Hadees

BY- Al-Hafiz 1bn Hajar al-Asqalani
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01. Ahmed- Ibn Hanbal; He is Abu Abdullah Ahmed
bin Muhammed bin chanbal As- Shaibani, known by the
name Ibn Hanbal. He was a celebrated theologian jurist
and a Hadith scholar. He is also one of the four figh
Imam and the founder of the Hanbali madhhab (The
Hanbal’s juristic school)

Ahmed was born at Baghdéd Iraq in Rabiul Awwal 164
Hijra. He studied the Hadith and figh together with other
Islamic disciplines in Baghdad, then travelled to sham
and Hijas for further studies. He was persecuted, during
the rule of Al-Ma’mun bin Haroon Al-Rashid for refusing
to acknowledge the Bida of claiming ‘the creation of the
Quran’ introduced by the mutazila. He, however stood
firm against all the trials and save the sunna from the
innovation of the wretched mutazila thoughts.He was
mostly persecuted, he is most fumous for collecting
the Hadith of Prophet (Sal) compiled in the musnad
Ahmed bin Hanbal, which contain 28 to 29 thousand
Hadees. Ibn Hanbal died in Baghdad on Friday 12 rabiul
Awwal, 241 Hijra.

02. Al-Bukhari Muhammed bin Ismail; He is the
Amirul Muminin in the knowledge of hadith and his full
name is Abu Abdullah Mohammed bin Ismail bin Ibrahim
bin Al-mughira bin Al-Jufi Al Bukhari. He was born in
shawwal 194 Hijra, in Bukhara Uzbekistan. Al-Bukhari
studied hadith at an early age and travelled widely over
the muslim world collecting Hadith and compiled the
most authentic ones in his book Al-jami As-sahih, which
later became known as Sahih Al-Bukhari and contains
2602 Hadees which he selected from the thousands of
Hadith that he had memorized. Al-Bukhari studied under
famous Hadith Imam like Malik bin Anas and Yahya bin
Ma’in. Imam Bukhari died in samarkand Uzbekistan, in
the night of Eid —ul —fitr 256 Hijra, Imam Bukhari was
unique in the science of the methodology of hadith and
his book authentic book after the Quran.

03. Muslim bin Hajjaj; Muslims full name is Muslim
bin Hajjaj Al Qushairi Al Nishapuri. He was born in 204
Hijrah, in the city of Nishapur near the city of Mashad in
present Iran. Imam Muslim is considered second only
to Al Bukhari in the Science of the methodology of Hadith.
He started the study of Hadith at than early age and
travelled to Iraq, Hijaz, Sham and Egypt. He studied
under the scholars of Hadith at that time like Imam
Bukhari. Imam Ahmed bin Hanbal and Imam Ibn Abu
Shaiba. He also taught the famous Hadith Scholars like

Tirmidhi and ibn Abu Hatim. Imam Muslim compiled the
Hadith book Al-Musnad as-Sahih which became known
as Sahih Muslim. This book, which is considered by.
the Muslim Ulema as the second most authentic Hadith
book after Sahih al-Bukhari, contains 9,200 Hadees.
Imam Muslim died at his birthplace in Rajab 261 Hijrah.

04. Abu Dawud; Sulaiman bin Al-Ashath; Abu
Dawud sulaiman bin Al-Ashath bin Ishaq Al- Azdi As-
Sijistani, who was one of the eminent Imam of Hedith,
was born In 202 Hijrah. He studied Hadith under Imam
Ahmed bin Hanbal along with Imam Bukhari and taught

_many of the later scholars of Hadith like At Tirmidh and

Nasai. Though Abu Dawud collected 500,000 Hadees,
He compliled 4,800 Hadith only in his book of Sunan,
which he taught in Baghdad and other major cities at
that time Abu dawud died in Basra-Iraq on Friday in the
month of shawwal 275 Hijra.
