When he went to Basrah as gover-
nor of the city, he called the inhabit-
ants to a meeting and addressed
them: "The Amir al-Muminin, Umar
%, has sent me to you to teach you
the Book -of your Lord and the
Sunnah of His Prophet ££ and to
clean your streets for you."

People were taken aback when they
heard these words. They could eas-
ily understand that one of the respon-
sibilities of a Muslim ruler was to in-
struct people in their religion. How-
ever, that one of his duties should be
to clean streets was something new
and surprising to them.

Who was this governor of whom the
Prophet's(#2) grandson, al-Hasan
%, may Allah be pleased with him
said: "There was no rider who came
to Basrah who was better for its
people than he."

Hisreal name was Abdullah ibn Qays
&% but he was and continues to be
known as Abu Musa al-Ashari <.
He left his native land, the Yemen,
for Makkah immediately after hear-

ing that a Prophet #& had appeared |

there who was a man of rare insight,

who called people to the worship of

highest standards of morality.

At Makkah, he stayed in the com- |

pany of the Prophet &% and gained

knowledge and guidance. He re-
turned to his country to propagate
the word of Allah and spread the mis-
sion of the noble Prophet #&, peace
be on him. We have no further news
of him for more than a decade. Then
just after the end of the Khaybar
expedition he came to the Prophet
# in Madinah. His arrival there co-
incided with that of Jaffar ibn Abi
Talib 4% and other Muslims from |
Abyssinia and the Prophet £ wel- |
comed them all with joy and happi-
ness.

This time Abu Musa ¢did not come
alone. He came with more than fifty

- persons from Yemen who had ac-
| cepted Islam. Among them were his

two brothers, Abu Ruhm and Abu
Burdah #%. The Prophet & referred
to the whole group as the "Asharis".
In fact he sometimes referred to all
Yemenis as Asharis after Abu Musa
al-Ashari 4. He often praised the
group for their soft and tender-
hearted nature and held them up to
the rest of his companions as a high
example of good behavior. He once

Abu Musa % soon became highly |
esteemed in the Muslim community.
He had many great qualities. He was
| afagih endowed with intelligence and |

People used to
say: "The judges in this ummah are |
four: Umar, Ali, Abu Musa and Zayd |
ibn Thabit s."

Abu Musa #had a natural, uncom-
plicated disposition. He was by na-
ture a trusting person and expected |
people to deal with him on the basis |
of trust and sincerity.

In the field of jihad, he was a war-
rior of great courage and endurance |
and skill. The Prophet 4ssaid of him:
"The master of horsemen is Abu |
Musa."

"Abu Musa's <% insight and the
soundness of his judgment did not
allow him to be deceived by an en-
emy in battle. In battle conditions he
saw situations with complete clarity
and executed his actions with a firm
resolve.

Abu Musa <& was shocked by what
he heard. He could not imagine that
Amr &% would commit such treach-
ery even though he was warned about
it. Filled with anger and disgust, he
Jambasted Amr < for his deceit and
for ruining the chances of peace and
reconciliation among Muslims. Amr
5 had thus turned the arbitration
process into a farce.

Abu Musa % continued to remain |

neutral in the conflict which was
ended by Ali when he made a treaty
with Muawiyah «4confirming him as

and spent the rest of his life near the
Sacred Mosque. During his life he
had remained devoted to the noble
Prophet #2and his righteous succes-
sors. During the life of the Prophet
“ the Prophet #2had appointed him
and Muadh ibn Jabal < as gover-
nor of Kufah.

Abu Musa > was particularly at-
tached to the Quran, reading it con-
stantly, memorizing it, understanding |
it and putting it into practice. His
advice regarding the Quran is full of
wisdom: "Follow the Quran," he
said, "and do not desire that the |
Quran should follow you."

In ibadah, he showed a great deal
of strength and endurance. On days
when the heat was intense and al-
most unbearable, Abu Musa 4%

' would be found fasting and he would

say: "Perhaps the thirst of the mid-
day heat would prove to be quench-
ing for us on the day of Qiyamah."

As his end drew near, the words
which he kept saying were words
which he wanted to repeat through-
out his life as a believer:

"Allahumma anta-s Salaam Wa
minka-s Salaam. "O Lord, You are
the Source of Peace And from You

Syria and Egypt.
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The Right to Life

The first and the foremost basic right is the right to live and respect
human life. The Holy Quran lays down:
“Whosoever kills a human being without (any reason like) man slaughter,
or corruption on earth, it is as though he had killed all mankind...” (5:32)
“Do notkill a soul which Allah has made sacred except through the due
process of law...” (6:151)

The Right to Justice
This 1s a very important and valuable right which Islam has given to man
as a human being. The Holy Quran has laid down: “Do not let your
hatred of a people incite you to aggression” (5:2).
“And do not let ill-will towards any folk incite you so that you swerve
from dealing justly. Be just; that is nearest to heedfulness” (5:8)

Equality of Human Beings
This has been exemplified by the Prophet #in one of his sayings thus: _
“No Arab has any superiority over a non - Arab, not does a non-Arab ‘
have any superiority over an Arab. Nor does a white man have any
superiority over a black man, or the blackman, or the black man any
superiority over the white man. You are all the children of Adam %52, |
and Adam #&8\ was created from clay” (Al-Bayhagqi and Al-Bazzar). ‘

The Security of Life and Property [
In the address which the Prophet # delivered on the occasion of the
Farewell Hajj, he () said: “Your lives and properties are forbidden to
one another till you meet your Lord on the Day of Resurrection.” Allah.
Almighty has laid down in the Holy Quran: “Anyone who kills a believer
deliberately will receive as his reward (a sentence) to live in Hell for ever.
Allah will be angry with him and curse him, and prepare dreadful torment
for him” (4:93). Prophet # has also said about the dhimmis (the non
Muslim citizens of the Muslim State): “One who kills aman under
covenant (i.e. adhimmi) will not even smell the fragrance of Paradise”
(Al Bukhari and Abu Dawud).
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The Protection of Honour
Holy Quran clearly lays down: (a) “You who believe, do not let one (set
of) people make fun of another set. (b) Do not defame one another. (c)
Do not insult by using nicknames. (d) And do not backbite or speak ill of
one another” (49:11-12).

The Right of the Non-Combatants:

Islam has first drawn a clear line of distinction between the combatants
and the non-combatants of the enemy country. As far as the non-combat-
ant population is concerned such as women, children, the old and infirm,
etc., the instructions of the Prophet # are as follow: “Do not kill any old
person, any child or any woman” (Abu Dawud). “Do not kill the monks in
monasteries” or “Do not kill the people who are setting in places of
worship” (Musnad of Ibn Hanbal).

WAY TO PERFECTION

Ifman is subjected to an anlysis per-
sistently, we would understand that
the man is engaging in worship in or-
der to attain perfection, Itis a doubt
to ascertain that all those who know-
| ingly and unknowingly acting one
way whatsoever, might attain perfec-
tion. The ways of achieving perfec-
tion must be searched. When we get
clear answers to our most deserving
questions we will find a way to per-
fection. The doubts about thowheed
if properly analysed, will be clarified
with the help of God.

Peace is to be attained only
in the worldly affairs. Though all men

there is no deception and illusion in
the peace achieved it will not be the
perfect one. When one takes food
he attains, only a temporary solution
to his problem of hunger till the hun-
ger reasserts again. Once again he
goes in search of food. All human
functions are like this. This peace is
only an opportunistic peace but a
perfect one. All actions that are di-
rected towards attaining this oppor-
tunistic peace is pregnant with the
desire to achieve perfect peace.
Therefore perfection or peace is
based on knowledge and wisdom.
The knowledge and wisdom is based
on the thing to be known and dis-
cerned. There is no greater truth than
