it is called a Librarian. A library may be quite small or it may be,
like the library of the British museum in London. It has about
7,000,000 books

Libraries both big and smalls ones, are there for
use. You may be lucky enough to have a class
library. if so, your teacher will tell you how to
“use it, Your school may have its own library.

Hence, fiction and non - fiction. in the reference section are kept
books which may not be taken away from the library, such as
encyclopedias and dictionaries.

You may take these books from the shelves and read them at one of
the tables, but you must not take them outside the library.
