REGULATIONS made by His Excellency the Governor, with the advice of the Executive 
Council, in pursuance of the provisions of the 10th section of the Ordinance No. 8 of 
1866, intituled " A n Ordinance to provide against the spread of Contagious Diseases in 
this Island." 

1. The following officers shall be deemed " authorized persons " under and for the purposes 
of carrying out these regulations within the District of Jaffna :— 

The Government Agent of the Province. 
The Police Magistrate. 
The Assistant Superintendent of Police. 
The Chairman of the Board of Health (if any), or, in his absence, the Secretary of the 

Board of Health (if any). 
The Colonial Surgeon of the Province. 
A n y Medical Officer of the District. 

2. It shall be lawful f?>r any authorized person to cause persons infected with cholera, small­
pox, chickenpox, or other infectious or contagious disease in any house or place hereunder described 
to be removed to some public hospital or other place provided by Government :— 

(1) In any house or place in which goods are exposed for sale. 
(2) In any house or place of public resort. 
( 3 ) In any building in which there are no means of isolating the patients from the other 

inmates, or in any building where the retention of the patient is likely to prove a 
source of danger to others. 

Provided that it shall be competent for any such authorized person as aforesaid, in case the 
removal of any person so infected in any house or place in which goods are exposed for sale is 
objected to, and the house or place is not otherwise open to objection, to allow the patient to be 
retained, on condition, however, that the sale of goods shall not be carried on in such house or place 
during such time as any person shall remain so infected in such house or place. 

Provided further, that it shall be lawful for any such authorized person as aforesaid to allow 
any patient to be removed to any locality which such patient or his or her friends may choose, and to 
which the Medical authorities of the town or place, if any, do not object, instead of to the public 
hospital or place provided by Government. 

3 . Except as provided by these regulations, and except as provided by the said Ordinance 
No. 8 of 1866, it shall not be lawful for any person to remove or assist in removing any person suffering 
from cholera, smallpox, chickenpox, or other infectious or contagious disease from the house or place 
in which such person shall be to any other house or place, without the sanction in writing of some 
duly authorized person. 

4. It shall be'lawful for any authorized person to prohibit the removal for interment of the 
corpses of persons who have died of any contagious disease along any particular thoroughfare, and to 
prescribe the thoroughfares leading to the place of interment along which such corpses shall be 
carried. Information of such prohibition shall be given by notice in writing under the hand of some 
authorized person, which shall be posted in two or more conspicuous places in the prohibited 
thoroughfare, and by publication in such other way as may be deemed necessary by such authorized 
person. . 

5. These regulations shall come into operation on this date, and shall continue in force until 
June 3 0 , 1894, or to such-other time as the Governor, with the advice of the Executive Council, shall 
extend the same.

Ordinance, 1862," and to vest certain powers and 

duties conferred by the said Ordinance on the Governor and 
Executive Council in the Chairman of the Municipal 
Council, and the Municipal Council, in respect of general 
cemeteries situated, or used for the burjal of persons dying, 
within the limits of a municipal t o w n : Be it therefore 
enacted by the Governor of Ceylon, by and with the advice 
and consent of the Legislative Council thereof, as fo l lows :— 

1 This Ordinance may be cited as " The Municipal Ceme­
teries Ordinance, 1894"; and this Ordinance and " T h e 
Cemeteries Ordinance, 1862," hereinafter called the principal 
Ordinance, and the Ordinances No. 2 of 1885 and No. 17 of 
1886 shall be construed and read as one Ordinance. 

2 For the purpose of carrying out the • provisions of 
sections 5 and 6 of the principal Ordinance and the provisions 
of the Ordinance No. 2 of 1885, it shall be the duty of the 
municipal council of any town, on the request of the Gover­
nor in Executive Council, to provide land for the purpose of 
the establishment of a general cemetery for the burial of 
persons dying within the limits of such town, or of adding 
to the limits of any such cemetery heretofore, or hereafter 
to be, established under the principal Ordinance. 

3 The powers and duties vested in and appertaining to the 
Governor, with the advice and consent of the Executive 
Council, under and by virtue of the provisions of sections 10, 
12, 18, 20, 22, 24, 26, and 28 of the principal Ordinance, and 
section 3 of the Ordinance No. 17 of 1886, and to the Gover­
nor under and by virtue of the provisions of sections 8, 17, 
and 22 of the principal Ordinance and section 2 of the 
Ordinance No. 17 of 1886, shall be exercised and performed 
by the municipal council, and the chairman of the municipal 
council , respectively, in respect of any general cemetery 
established under the principal Ordinance, and situated or 
used for the burial of persons dying, within municipal limits. 

4 A l l monies realized by the sale of any portion of such 
cemeteries under section 20 of the principal Ordinance shall 
be paid into the municipal fund and form a portion of the 
municipal revenue.

7 The municipal council shall make regulations as to 
the fees to be paid for the performance of burial services, 
for digging graves, and such other services in any general 
cemetery established under the provisions of the principal 
Ordinance and situated, or used for the burial of persons 
dying, within municipal limits, and all such fees shall be paid 
to the keeper of such cemetery to be by him paid to the 
chairman of the municipal council as part of the municipal 
revenue. Provided that the fees payable under this section 
in respect of any portion of any cemetery set apart for 
the special use of any religious denomination, and all fees 
payable under the Ordinance N o . 17 of 1886, shall, as hereto­
fore, be paid and appropriated by the board of management 
for such portion appointed under the said Ordinance, and 
shall be applied by such board in manner provided by section 
7 of the said Ordinance. 

8 Nothing in this Ordinance contained shall in any way 
affect, vary, or alter (1) any right, privilege, obligation, or

W" H E R E A S it is expedient to make provision touching 
private burial grounds and cremation grounds 

situated within the limits of municipal towns, with a v iew to 
the protection of the pubMc health : Be it therefore enacted 
by the Governor of Ceylon, by and with the advice and 
consent of the Legislative Council thereof, as follows :—> 

1 In this Ordinance the term " burial g r o u n d " shall 
mean any land or ground other than a general cemetery used 
for the burial of the dead at the time of coming into opera­
tion of this Ordinance, or subsequently approved of by the 
Governor in manner provided by section 2 of this Ordinance 
for the purpose of burying the dead.

2 No new burial ground or cremation ground shall be 
provided and used in any municipal town without the 
previous approval of the Governor, on the recommendation of 
the municipal council of such town, signified by notice in 
the Government Gazette. 

3 In case it appears to the Governor and Executive 
Council, upon the representation of the municipal council of 
any town, that any burial ground or cremation ground 
situated in such town is in such a state or locality as to be 
dangerous to th«e health of the inhabitants of such town, it 
shall be lawful for the Governor, with the advice of the 
Executive Council, to order that after a time to be mentioned 
in the order burials or cremations in any such burial ground 
or cremation ground shall be discontinued; and every such 
order shall be published in the Government Gazette. 

4 After the time mentioned in any such order it shall 
not be lawful to bury or cremate any corpse in any burial 
ground or cremation ground mentioned in such order ; and 
every person who after such time as aforesaid shall bury or 
cremate, permit, or suffer to be buried or cremated any corpse 
contrary to this section, shall be guilty of an offence, and be 
liable on conviction thereof to a fine not exceeding two 
hundred rupees. 

5 After the coming into operation of this Ordinance it 
shall be lawful to the municipal council f rom time to time 
to make by-laws for the fol lowing purposes :— 

(1) For the registration of burial grounds and cremation 
grounds situated within municipal limits ; 

(2) For the inspection of such burial and cremation 
grounds; 

(3) For the proper regulation of the burial and cremation 
of corpses in such burial and cremation grounds ; 

( 4 ) A n d generally for the proper management, regulation, 
and control of all such burial and cremation grounds, 
and for the maintenance of order, decency, and 
cleanliness within the limits thereof; 

and such by-laws at any time to repeal, alter, or a m e n d : 
Provided that such by-laws shall not be of any force or effect 
unless and until they shall be submitted to and confirmed 
by the Governor in Executive Council, who is hereby em­
powered to alter, amend, or disallow the same, or any repeal, 
alteration, or amendment thereof, as he may think proper ; 
and all such by-laws and any repeal, alteration, or amendment 
thereof shall be published in*the Government Gazette. 

6 Al l courts of justice shall Jake judicial cognizance of 
such by-laws and of any repeal, alteration, or amendment 
thereof, when and so soon as the same shall have been so 
duly confirmed and published as aforesaid ; and all officers 
of police are hereby required to assist in carrying out the 
provisions thereof. « 

7 From and after the expiration of three months from the 
date of the publication in the Government Gazette of by-laws 
providing for the registration of burial grounds and cremation 
grounds, it shall not be lawful to bury or cremate any corpse 
in any burial or cremation ground which has not been duly 
registered in manner prescribed by such by-laws, and every 
person who shall bury or cremate, permit, or suffer to be buried 
or cremated any corpse after the expiry of such time as afore­
said in any burial or cremation ground not duly registered 
as aforesaid, shall be guilty of an offence, and be liable on 
conviction thereof to a fine not exceeding two hundred 
rupees.

, Minutes of Proceedings of a General Meeting, of the Municipal Council of Colombo held in the 
Town Hall on Friday, January 26, 1894. 

The Council met this day at -3 P.M., pursuant to notice dated January 20, 1894.

1. The Council then proceeded to ballot for the election o f five members to form a Standing Committee for 

1894, in accordance with the 88th section of the Ordinance No . V of 1887, and the result of the ballot was declared by 
the Chairman to be in favour of Mr. C. Perera, Hon. A . de A . Seneviratne, Dr. W . R . Kvnsey, Mr. C. P. Dias, and 
Mr. C. M. Fernando, who, with the Chairman, were thereupon appointed a Standing Committee for 1894. 

' 2 . The Statement of Receipts and Disbursments^from January to "December, 1893, was not ready. A Pro­
gress Report of Work done during December, 1893, was laid on the table. 

'3. A letter No. 180 of December 7, 1893, from the Hon . the Colonial Secretary, on the subject of a duplicate 
pipe from Labugama, was laid on the table, having bean previously circulated amongst Members with a memorandum 
from, the Chairman on the subject 

Hon. A . de A. Seneviratne moved " that the matter is one entirely for the Government to deal withf and that the 
Council do not feel called upon to express any opinion on the subject." 

Mr. C. Perera seconded. 
The Chairman moved as an amendment "that, the Hon. the Colonial Secretary be informed, in reply to 

his letter No . 180 of December 7, that the Municipal Council see no immediate necessity for carrying out the duplica­
tion of the pipe from Labugama, as they find the supply of water is greatly in excess of the consumption, the average 
daily supply for 1893 being 2,560,344 gallons, and the average daily consumption only 1,974,928 gallons. The difference 
585,416 gallons showing an excess of over 20 per cent, of supply over consumption. That the Council have already 
made arrangements for saving a considerable sum from their Assessment Revenue for 1894, and are prepared to con­
tinue to put by for investment such further sums as can be spared annually, with due regard to necessary extensions 
of gas and water in the town. » 

" That they hc^pe the Rs. 10,000 derived annually from the tax on arrack taverns within the Municipality will 
be funded by Government until the question of duplication of the pipe j s again lipe for discussion, with the view of 
the sums so funded being eventually spent in aid of the extension That the Council gladly note that His Excjllency 
the Governor is prepared to reconsider the question of the Kelani bridge tolls. That they trust, before depriving the 
Council of such an important source of general revenue, His Excellency will, irrespective entirely of the water question; 
consider how seriously the funds of the Council, as regards public works and for all purposes of general improvement, 
will be crippled, if the sum derived from these tolls is lost to them, and will consent to allow them to be retained 
when th« new bridge is opened. ,

• • 
Proposed By-Laws relating to removal of Night Soil. 

(1) It shall not be lawful for any person, not being a contractor with the Municipal Council or an officer 
in the service of the Municipal Council" to remove night soil from any house or land within the Municipality,- unless 
he shall have registered his name and address at the Office of the Municipal Council and obtained a license from'the 
•Chairman of the 4Council, which license it shall be in the discretion of the Chairman to grant or refuse. 

(2 ) All licenses issued under these by-laws shall be in force to the end of the year in which they were issued. 
(3 ) Any person licensed as aforesaid shall from time to time give such particulars as the Chairman may require 

as to the houses or lands from which night soil is to be removed. 
( 4 ) . No night soil shall be removed in any cart or otherwise except in galvanized iron buckets of a pattern and 

construction approved by the Municipal .Superintendent of Roads, which may be obtained on application at the 
Municipal Office, and such buckets shall be at all times whole, sound, and wate"rtight,*with the lid properly closed. 

(5) Before any cart shall be used for the conveyance of night soil, it shall be submitted for the inspection of 
the Municipal Superintendent o f Roads, and shall be so used only on the certificate of the .Superintendent —such 
certificate to be renewed from time to time as may be ordered by the Chairman. . , * 

(6 ) A register shall b« kept of all carts licensed for the conveyance of night soil. Such carts shall be con­
secutively numbered, and the words " Latrine Cart" and the number in the register shall be painted on such carts at 
the Municipal Office at the expense of the licensee. 

* (7) No cart carrying night soil shall pass along any street before 11 P.M. or after 4.30 A M. 
(8 ) The night soil shall be removed only to places authorized by the Municipal Council, to be there buried or 

otherwise disposed of at the expense o f the licensee in such a manner as may be ordered by the Chairman. 
(9 ) Any person committing a breach of any of the foregoing by-laws shall be guilty of an offence, and shall be 

liable on conviction to a fine not exceeding Rs. 20. * * 
(10) It shall be lawful to the Chairman at any time to revoke or suspend any license granted under these 

by-laws. • * * 

Resolved,—That the by-laws be adopted and forwarded for confirmation by the Governor in Executive Council.

Holland come into operation on the 1st \January, whi le the Commercial Treaties with Germany, 
Austria, and Italy, the Conventions with Great Britain and Denmark, and the Provisional Agreement 
concluded with France are awaiting ratification, it becomes necessary to adopt certain measufes for 
establishing a legitimate reciprocity until the Cortes shall have met, discussed the Conventions, and 
submitted their suggestions for Royal sanction. These measures should not differ from those adopted 
in the case of nations with whom we have recently concluded Treaties, and those which, in virtue of 
past Agreements, are entitled to most-favoured-nation treatment, in v i ew of the Conventions coming 
into force on the 1st January. 

With regard to those nations which have not yet concluded new Commercial Agreements, and 
those coming under the Second Column of the Tariff in virtue of the Royal Order of the 29th June, 
1892, it is impossible to introduce any change until a more satisfactory arrangement is arrived at.

Royal Decree. 
In the name of my august son, King Alphonso X I I I . , and as Queen-Regent of the Realm, at the 

instigation of the Council of Ministers, I hereby decree as fol lows : 
Article 1. From the 1st January next, and pend^ig the deliberations of the Cortes on the 

Project of Law to be immediately laid before them, the most reduced ("mas reducidos") Tariff and 
further advantages resulting from the Commercial Conventions with Sweden, Norway, Switzerland, 
and Holland shall be applied to the products of the soil and industries .of Germany, Austria-Hungary, 
Denmark, France, Great Britain and her Colonies, and Italy, subject to the same conditions as those 
under which those benefits are conceded. 

Article 2. Similar rights and immunities shall be applied to those nations possessing the 
most-favoured-nation clause in Treaties of Commerce, Peace, or Friendship, which have not been 
named. 

Article 3. The duties of the Second Column of the Tariff shall continue to be levied in the 
form now applying to the products of the soil and industries of all other nations entitled to this 
advantage, in virtue of the Royal Order of the 29th June, 1892. 

Article 4. The Government shall notify the provisions of this Decree to the Cortes.

Preamble. 

M I N U T E . 
Th.e following Draft of a proposed Ordinance is published 

for general information:— 

An Ordinance to enable the Postmaster-General to withhold 
from delivery any Letter or Postal Packet bearing any 

fictitious Postage Stamp. 

WH E R E A S it is expedient to make provision enabling 
the Postmaster-General to withhold from delivery 

( i f necessary) any letter or postal packet containing or 
bearing any fictitious postage stamp : Be it therefore enacted 
b y the Governor, of Ceylon, by and with the advice and 
consent of the Legislative Council thereof, as follows :— ' 

1 This Ordinance may be cited for all purposes as " The 
Ceylon Postal and Telegraph Amendment Ordinance, 189 , " 
and shall be read as one with " T h e Ceylon Postal and 
Telegraph Ordinance, 1892." 

2 A n y officer of the postal department may withhold 
from delivery (if necessary) any letter or postal packet con­
taining or bearing any fictitious postage stamp, that is to say, 
any facsimile, or imitation, or representation of any stamp 
for denoting any rate or duty of postage, including any 
stamp for denoting a rate or duty of postage of the United 
Kingdom, of any of Her Majesty's colonies, or of any foreign 
country; or purporting to be prepaid with any postage 
stamp which has been previously used to prepay any other 
postal packet. 

3 A n y letter or postal packet detained under the provi­
sions of section 2 may be either returned or given up to the 
sender thereof, or dealt with or disposed of in such other 
manner as may be authorized by the Postmaster-General.
