Our College

Three score and ten is the proverbially recognised span for human life. By
this token, the Jaffna Hindu College, founded in 7890, has covered that span
and achieved a fulness that needs neither assertion nor proof.

But taken with other institutions of its type in Jaffna, Jaffna Hindu College is
comparatively young. This is a fact about which one need not be apologetic for
Jaffna Hindu had to await the Hindu - Buddhist revival of the late nineteenth
century, led by Arumuga Navalar in the north and Anagarika Dharmapala in the
south, before it could appear on the educational scene then dominated by foreign
missionaries. And when it did appear, it was with a new national purpose
hallowed by ancient indigenous traditions.

But a purpose, no matter how closely integrated with the life of the
people, can by itself leave no imprint on history unless there are persons to
express it in words and turn it into deeds. In this case such a person was not
far off in time or space. Sinnathamby Nagalingam, then one of Jaffna’s eminent
lawyers and public benefactors was that man of destiny.

He had been so generous a patron of the Native Town High School
(situated at the 2nd Cross Street, Jaffna) that its founder William Nevins
Muthucumarar Chithamparapillai decided to hand it over to the patron himself.
The patron in his turn offered it to the Saiva Paripalana Sabhai.

The offer, attractive though it was, might have had no takers but for the
enthusiasm of another -person to whom the cause of Hindu education in Ceylon
must ever remain indebted This was Pasupathy Chettiar, a Hindu revivalist, who
had some voice in the counsels of the Saiva Paripalana Sabhai. Moved by his
persuasion, the Sabhai responded unanimously and in July 1890 accepted the
school, renamed it the Hindu High School, and transferred it to a place
(north of Sivan Temple, Vannarponnai) nearer to its present site.

Round about this time, almost all the students of the Pettah High School
(located at Chapel Street) sought and obtained admission in the new school, thus
making it an amalgam of two older schools.

The next stage in the school’s progress was the securing of a permanent
site and the provision of temporary accommodation. To the indefatigable, resource-
ful Pasupathy Chettiar this was just another problem to be tackled and
solved. Within a month or two he obtained the site (the present one) at a
nominal pric: ; and as for accommodation, he availed himself of a reception accord-
ed to the Hon. Mr. (later Sir) P. Ramanathan to take over the ‘“ pandal ”

: and
house the school therein.
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Thus, under the due auspices of the Vijaya Dasami day in October
1890, the Hindu High School (the present Jaffna Hindu College) assembled
for the first time at its permanent site. A sub-committee of five :—
T. Chellappapillai, retired Chief Justice of Travancore, S. Nagalingam,
Pasupathy Chettiar, A. Sabapathy and T. Kailasapillai were elected by the
Sabhai to run the school, and of them S. Nagalingam was appointed manager,

" The first headmaster was S. Appapillai.

From its inception, the school never looked back and the number of stu-
dents on roll increased with such steadiness that a boarding house had soon to
be commissioned to accommodate students from outside Jaffna.

In March 1891, the Director -of Public Instruction visited the school and
was favourably impressed. Encouraged by this, the Committee set about laying
the foundations for a permanent structure to house the school, The main block
was not long in coming and it was declared open by Mudaliar P. Cumaraswamy,
brother of Sir Ponnambalam Ramanathan.

By this time the number on roll had trebled itself, and it became incum-
bent on the management to find a head suitably qualified for the needs of the
growing institution. And as destiny would have it, the man chosen was Nevins
Selvadurai, son of the very William Nevins Chithamparappillai who had been the
first benefactor. The new headmaster assumed office in February 1892 and lost
no time in putting the school on the map. With his dynamic personality and
deep love of learning, he not only produced good results at public examinations
but in 1895 raised the school te the status of a college by forming an F. A.
class to prepare students for the degree examinations of the University of Calcutta
and later (till 1909) of the University of Madras.

Not being a man given to half measures and compromises, Nevins Selvadurai
soon had the college registered for state grant.

Thus he lightened the financial burden lying on the shoulders of the
management who, helped by Nagalingam’s personal generosity and the Chettiar’s
infectious zeal in raising public collections, were able to proceed with the cons-
truction and completion of the college building.

Before moving out in 1910 to Trinity College, Kandy, Nevins Selvadurai,
a Christian, did other signal services—the inauguration of the Y. M. H. A. and
the founding of the O. B. A.—to the college which he had helped to make the
premier Hindu educational institution in Ceylon.

Then came in succession two learned Indians Mr. Shiva Rao and Mr. Sanjiva
Rao to guide the destinies of the college and give its students a larger focus on
the world in which they lived.

But they could not stay in office long, and back came Nevins Selvadurai to ]:Eave
the Science Block completed in 1916 and present students to the local examina-
tions of the University of Cambridge.



In 1925, when he retired in all the glory and satisfaction of a mission
fulfilled, came his successor Mr. W. A. Troupe, a European wedded to Hindu ideals of
life. His was another period of progress for the College.

He inaugurated classes for the Intermediate Examinations (Arts and Science)
of the Londoa University and laid the foundation of the present hostel, which
under the able guidance of Mr. K. S. Subramaniam, Warden for a major part
of its existence, is to celebrate its golden jubilee later in the year.

On the departure of Mr. Troupe, Mr. M. Sabaratnasinghe acted as head
till another distinguished Indian Mr. V. R. Venkataraman came to the helm of
affairs.

He was succeeded in 1934 by the late Mr. A. Cumaraswamy, during whose
long tenure of office Hindu College made much headway. The College, hitherto
an exclusively boys’ institution, began to admit girl students. And such was
their influx that they had to be accommodated in a separate section until they
claimed and were permitted existence as a college by themselves, the Jaffna Hindu
Ladies’ College of to-day.

To compensate this loss came an acquisition of great value-the playground;
and the consequent development was that Hindu College won many a champion-
ship in inter-collegiate competitions.

Then came free education. While most schools in the north were un-
decided as to what to do, Jaffna Hindu under the leadership of Cumaraswamy

boldly accepted the scheme, opened its portals to hundreds of new students and
showed the way to democratisation of education.

This development brought with it the problems of increased accommoda-
tion and a larger staff, but Cumaraswamy, master of improvisation, was undaunted.
Make - shift arrangements and hurried expedients were resorted to until lasting
solutions could be found. Of these solutions one was the commodious, well

equipped workshop and the other is the Jubilee Block, which was begun by him,
and is nearing completion to-day.

Cu.rrllaraswamy was not destined to live long enough to see all his schemes
reach fruition nor to implement some of the novel plans that he had in mind:
Untimely death overtook him in 1952 when he had completed 19 years of devoted service.

His memory is fresh in our minds and will remain green for years to come.

His mantle has fallen on the shoulders of Mr. V. M. Asaipillai, under

whose efficient but unostentatious leadership the Hindu College has chalked up
many a record, academic as well as athletic.

And now Jaffna Hindu, with the co-operation of its old boys and well-

wishers, stands poised for another leap forward—the construction of a block to
accommodate university degree classes.

Ensure the following :—

Always obtain and use fresh Tea free from impurities. Once a packet of Tea
is opened see that the Tea is kept air-tight in a clean dry canister or
container to preserve flavour.

Use only freshly boiled water as previously boiled water or water
continuously on the boil makes the Tea taste flat.

Warm the Tea-pot before use by rinsing it with about a cupful of hot water.

For preparation of Tea to be taken with milk, use one tea spoonful of Tea
for every cup required and for Tea without milk use one cut tea spoonful.
Add one tea spoonful extra for the pot.

Use a Tea-pot with infuser and remove infuser about five minutes after
pouring in the boiling water. If a Tea-pot with infuser is .not used, strain
the Tea into another Tea-pot or container on the expiry of five minutes;
else, the Tea will get overbrewed.

Add milk and sugar to each cup according to taste. Too much sugar spoils
the taste of Tea just as much as too much salt spoils the taste of curry.

To prevent Tea from acquiring foreign taste, colour and flavour, do not use
the Tea-pot for preparing anything else in it.
