REPORT OF THE EXEGUTIVE COMMITTEE 1994 - 1995

It is a pleasure for ma to submit
to fellow Vembadians the 1994 - 95
report of the Executive Committee of
the revived and reconstituted Old Girls’
Association. — :

After three consecutive years of
First Presidency of Mrs, Kamalaranee
Thurairajah, Manager of the Supra
Grade Branch of the Bank of Ceylon,
Jaffna, as per the provisions of the
Constitution, the post had to be offered
to another Old Girl; and thus another
distinguished OIld Girl, Dr, Miss
Navamalar Kanagaratnam, Director of
the Teaching Hospital, Jaffna was
unanimously elected President at the
Annual General Meeting held on
3.7.94.

* *“Jaffna hospital” and “casualties”’
are two subjects spoken day and night
in nook and corner of Jaffna is proof
of the strenuous time Dr. Miss
Kanagaratnam is having with meagre
facilities at the hospital. Yet, in spite
of it, being a loyal Old Girl of
Vembadi, she did fulfil the objectives
of the OGA. Our membership is thank
ful to you doctor for your services,
both at the hospital and to the OGA.

~~ Our OGA is now in an enviable
position because it is able to grow
on its own and as said in our Constitu-
tion, “‘award and or financially support
the students of our Alma Mater”,
who are the prospective members of
our Association.

Going beyond this object, daring
the period under review, our OGA
has presented the school with educat-

ional equipments to the value of

two lakhs of rapees.

I have to mention at- this juncture
that our First Old Girl president Mrs.
Kamalaranee Thurairajah deserves the
credit for financially stabilising the
OGA which is calling the attention
of- our OIld Girls’ Associations in
Brunei, U.K., Canada, Australia and
Colombo, to raise funds to stabilize
the OGA and serve their, as well as
our, Alma Mater. :

The newly elected Executive
Committee started functioning on the
3rd of July 1994. Since then, we
have enrolled 14 Life Members from
Jaffna and 19 from Canada — for the
information of our membership their
life membership fee is thrice that of
inland.

This year the financial position
has been strengthened further by the
magnanimous donations received from
the OGA Branches in U.K, Canada
and Australia. We thank our loyal
Vembadians for the timely help they
have given us in this difficult situation.
It must be noted that it is not a
charity. It is their loyalty to their
OGA, Alma Mater and its Founders.

QOur own Old Girl and a life—wire
of the OGA, Mrs, Sivambihai Ponnam-
balam, the Deputy Principal of our
school retired from service last year.
She was a dedicated teacher and a loyal
Old Girl. She guided the Executive
Committee to bring the OGA to its
present enviable status. We accorded
her a Farewell on the llth of Jaly



this year. It is needless to say how the
day was dawned; yet we had to have
the Farewell and we did. Admiration
of her loyalty to the OGA and her
Alma Mater and her efficiency as the
Deputy Principal was showered upon
her by those present at the function.
Mrs. Sivambihai’s reply was full of
sentiments and determination to uphold
the traditions of Vembadi and the
solidarity of her Alma Mater.

Dr. Mrs. Yogavinayagam, Vice Presi-
dent resigned to further her studies,
and Dr. Miss Parames Sinnappah of
the Jaffna Teaching Hospital was the
unanimous choice of the Executive
Committee to the post of Vice Presi«
dency. Quiet natured, her counselling
is directing the OGA to achieve its goal.

You are aware that the OBA of JCC
and the OGA of VGHS jointly inaugu-
rated the Vembadi - Central General
Knowledge Quiz Contest for senior
students in 1992. The third consecutive
contest was held, this year, at JCC
they won the Shield.

You are aware that the OGA cone
ducted a Raffle in 1993 and realized a
sum of Rs. 97,500 to purchase and pre-
sent a Computer to our school. The then
President Mrs. Kamalaranee Thurairajah
attempted to obtain the necessary trans-
port permit, but was not successful.
Although the OG A advanced her
Rs, 60,000, sensibly she didn’t purchase
it until the permit was ready.

In the meantime the Principal had
bought and brought an Over-Head Pro-
jector and requested us to pay Rs. 73,000
for it, in place of the Computer. We paid
the amount. We have also requested
the Principal to organize a formal pre-
sentation of the over-head projector to

the school by the President of the OGA
ata full assembly of the school students
and teachers and the Exccutive com-
mittee of the OGA,

Mrs. Nageswary Pathmanathan, an
Old Girl and Teacher at Vembadi has
sent us Rs 3000 which included her
Life membership of Rs.600. Welcome.

Mrs. Leela Emerson of the OGA
Canada has not only persuaded and
enrolled Old Girls in our membership
register paying Rs. 600 each, but also
she conducted a sale of souvenirs
collected from other Old Girls and
made a profit of Rs. 27,500.

Adding to this tidy sum Mrs.Vasantha
Daniel nee Buell has given a handsome
Rs. 35,000 and Mrs. Seevamany Nevara-
tnam nee Sivapathasundaram Rs. 17,000
making a total of Rs. 80, 000 which
Mrs. Leela Emerson |has sent us.
Mrs. Vasantha and Mrs. Seevamany
are sterling examples of itwo grateful
chilren of our alma mater. The Founders
of our alma mater will bless you both
and other benefactors.

This total is the second highest
donation ever obtained; first being in
1992 Rs. 1,03,500 donated by the
business community in Jaffna on the
persuasion of the OIld Girls at the
Bank of Ceylon, Hospital road, Supra
Grade Branch, Jaffna.

On our request the OGA of
Australia sent us a substantial amount
of Rs. 60,000 to provide sound
equipments to the stage of Mabel
Thambigh Hall. Simultaneously we
received the Rs. 80,000 from Canada.
In the meantime the Principal bought
the necessary equipments in Colombo
at a cost of Rs, 1.23,000. We paid




the 'bill out of OGA Australia and
OGA Canada funds. Our grateful
thanks are due to Mrs. Devi Bala-
subramaniam of Australia OGA and
Mis. Leela Emerson. The equipments
are now lying .in Colombo pending
transport permit to despatch the
equipments to Jaffna.

We thank the OGA of U.K,
for depositing 750 pounds in our bank
account, and Mrs. Pathma Thiru-
chelvam for depositing Rs. 3700,

This - year ‘the OGA has extended
the Scholarship Awards from one to
three to the Best All-round students in
Year 11.

The ‘annual Prize Day of the
school and Founders Day were held
on the same day together on the 29th
of June 1995. Miss R. Rajaratnam,
Emeritus Principal of our alma mater
delivered the Founders Day Address.
Dr. Miss Parameswary Sinnappah pre-
sented the Scholarship -Awards.

The OGA is also awarding every
year six memorial prizes in the names
of Rev. Dr. Peter Percival, Srilasri
Arumuga Navalar, Miss M. Pickard,

Miss E. Scowcroft, Mrs, Percival and
Miss Mabel Thambiah.
Our OGA together with the

School Developmant Society accorded
a lunch to ‘the school teachers on the
International Teachers Day, 6th October.

We deeply mourn the demise of
Mr. M. Paramanantham, beloved
husband of Kirauba Paramana-
tham of Brunei and our International
Coordinator. Mrs. Kiruba Paramanan=
tham is an Old Girl and she was a
teacher and Deputy Principal at
Vembadi. Indeed it is an irreparable
loss to all of us.

The demise of Mrs. Ratna Nava-
ratnam is a loss not only to the
Vembadi Old Girls community ‘but also
to the academic world. Mrs. R. Raja-
ratoam has said of her academic  attain-
ments in her Founders Day ‘Address
and we ‘have reproduced 'it in this
souvenir.

Our thanks are due to Mr. A
Ganeshalingam, Manager of Peoples
Bank, ‘Stanley Road Branch, Jaffna for
auditing our accounts.

The OGA, Old Girlscand the Prin-
cipal of our Alma Mater are the -trio
in our successes, We thank the ‘Prin-
cipal Mrs. P. S. Skandarajah for her
co-operation.

Under the Rev. Peter Percival, who became Chairman of the
North Ceylon District, a sound policy was founded for the
development by the Wesleyan Mission of education in therj\lorth.
