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VIEWS OF OUR PRINCIPAL

It was with a certain amount of hesitation that I took over the
duties as FPrincipal of Vembadi on the ist of February 1988. It
is an irony that | assumed duties of Frincipal of the Majestic
Vembadi in one of the corridors of Chavakachcheri Ladies
Coliege, because Vembadi herself was a refugee functioning in

an uncertain and uncongenial aimosphere at Chavakachcheri.

It is indeed a great privilege to lead the destinies of this
prestigious institution, which has a rich heritage of over 1680
years. | consider myself fortunate in having had a long
feaching carreer at Yembadi since my. first appointment in
1575. 1 have coniribuied to and witnessed the steady growth
of Vembadi in both the curricular and co-curricular activities.
True to her motio, “Dave to do right” instiiled in the giris who
had gone through her portals and those who are kept in her
dear bosom, a sense of uprighiness, rectitude and rescive that
distinguishes them apart in whatlever position they adorn in
whichever place they are whether it be Africa, Britain, Bruni,

Svdney, Canada or Zurich.

The massive exouds of 1895, no wonder, had a disastrous
impact on VYVembadi. Due to iis proximity to the Historic but
now defunct Jaffna Fort, Vembadi was very vulnerable and was
obliged to functicn under the shades of Jak trees at the
Chavakachcheri Ladies Coliege compound. I would like to take
this opportunity toc express our debt of gratitude to the

Chavakachcheri Ladies College community for their hospitality.
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I would like tc. place on record my appreciation of the
- co-operation rendered by our academic staff in conducting
afternoon classes for our students, in spite of their being

destitute refugees.

On the 13" of May 1996, we returned to our premises and had
the reassembly in front of Thambiah Block. We were much
distressed to find our dear old 1ady in a ruined state. Most of
her buildings had collapsed while cthers were roofless. A good
part of the boundary wails had been rooted out. Even the gates
and the nameboard had been taken away. All the physical
resources inciuding the pupils’ desks and chairs had been
looted. The school began fto function with very limited
resources. The school office functioned at the entrance of the

scowcreit building. No doubt, this was Vembadi’s worst period.

On the 16" of May 1998, the Honourable Minister of Education
visited our school, He felt sorry for our pathetic situation and
assured speedy rehabilitation, Gradually reconstruction and
development are taking place with inputs from the Ministry of
Education, Ministry of Rehabilitation, reconstruction and

development of the North-East, The School Dvelopment Society
and the Oid Girls’s Association. All the members of Parliament
from the Jaffna Disirict show 2 keen interest in the welfare of
Vembadi. 1 wish to say a very big ‘Thank you’ to all these
parties. It is my bounden duly to say a special word of thanks
to Mr.K.Kanagaratnam., the Secretary of our School
Development Socisetly,
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itis };eartenmg tor see Tham bla}; Hall glﬁammg gracefu! y after
the renovation. 1 hope it won’t be long hefare Yembadi towers
majestically to an exalted posmsn m the heart of Jaffna.

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WHAT LITERATURE IS

Specificaliy Based on Anthoiogy For the G.C.E. (Q/L)

Literature is as universal as language and almost as
ancient. In all ages, and in all couniries, poetry has been
written — and eageriy read or iistened to - by all kinds of

eople, by soldiers, servants, lawyers, doctors, farmers, -

sclentists, clergymen, philosphers, paupers, kings and queens. .

it is never restricted to a social class. it beiaﬁgs to all. As .

Robert Frost says “ Poetry begins in delight” 1t does give

dejight. This is true in all literature.

p Actuaily a piece of literature is a concrete thing like the

human éody and the theme is an abstract thing like the soul. .

The techniques used in that piece of literature can be varied -

as different features of human body.

- -Hence a iiterary piece should be taken as a whole at
once. This approach would heip the reader to understand‘ 3t ”
While reading, the reader wiil first identify The image. By
further reading he will understand The Theme of the plece. .
By breaking the literary piecz or scanning through it the :
reader identifies and appreciaies The technigues used by

the author.



The imagse

The image is used in iliterature 1o exXpand the percégtion
of readers. It helps to understand the theme through a well-
known seiting. The author picfures-and painis it in a way
which directs the reader to react in a certain way. Naturally
the reader is tempted to accept the author's view. For
example in the poem “Nobody” by Emily Dickinscn, the poet
presents “frogand “bog” as images and imparts hiis theme.
Though everyone tries his/her best o print out his name and

to become somebody, invariabiy says “yes” for the question;
# Are you nobndy toe 7 ¥

" An image can be used for various purposes. ie. It can have a
positive conotation or a negative one depending on whether.
it_is_associated with a piezsurable axperience or with a

sorrowful experience.

For exampie “The ‘woods” mentioned in the poem
“stopping by woods on 2 snowy evening” by Robert Frost
and “The woods creeping into the scidier’s house” in the
poem_ "Cid. ‘_.Poem” by Arthur Valley bring different
experiences in the mind of the readar. The image “Woods” in

_the. first provides

entertainment; but the latter stands for seclusion or as
intruder. Thus, by choosing an image and presenting it in the
correct manner poets ¢can not only heip o create'—pictures in



a reader's mind, but also suggest a great number of
imaginative associations. This association helps poeis to

establish the atmosphere or mood of the poem.

Fg: “The faliing of snow” in “stopping by woods”
creaies a quiet, almost mystical mood. But the image of
microbe in “The Microbe ” imparts humour.

Another advaniage of images is their extreme economy.
Just a few words enable poets to evoke specific emotions in
readers and to approximate the experience the poet wishes to
create.

Eg: “No body”™ by Emily Dickenson.

The eight lines of this poem enable the readers to experience

the specific emotion.

The Theme

The theme of a work of literature is its central or
dominant idea. Theme is not the same as plot or subject, two
terms with which it is sometimes confused. A simple plot
summary of Premchand’s “The Thakur’'s Well” could be, the
attempt of Gangi to get a bucket of water and how the
attempt turned into a totai resentment. The statement.
“The Thakur’'s well” is about the Indian soclety and its
“tradition” could define the subject of the story. However the
theme of this story wouid have to do more than summarise its

plot or identify its subject. It would have to convey the values
85



and ideas expressed by the story. Many effective stories are
compliex, expressing more than one theme, and “The
Thakur's well” is no exception. For instance, the story “The

Thakur's well” suggests the foliowing as its themes.

(i}. Social injustice caused by the caste sysiem - ie.
Human values like kindness, charity, Love,
sympathy eic are forgotien.

{(ii}. Exploitation of Power, bribery and deceiving
justice and escaping from punishment.

(it1). Rotten Deeds of high class peopie- theft, fust,

~gambie, gossip eic. '

(iv). The plight of women ~ Male chauvinism

{v). Ignorance — uneducated.

Hence, the theme should be an idea that extends
bpevond the boundaries of the piece of literature applying to

the real world.

When identifying the theme of a literary plece
readers should look at not only the image, but aiso the
technigques used in that piece —ie its form, voice, language,
ailusions and sounds - of course a poem may not
communicate the same meaning to every reader. For instance

“"The lazy one” by Pablo NHeruda.



In this poem a reader might identify “the speli that
his country casts on him” another might identify “harmony
with nature”. Some other might discover, “poliution caused
by the modern man” as themes. On the other hand while
“Belis for John white sides Daughter™ By John Crowe
Ransom talks of imevitability of death, it also suggest a

paradoxical theme that “after death a person may be more
present than she was when she was aiive”.

The Technigae.

Technique deals wilth the way how the writer had
expressed his idea. The teckniques help the reader to
understand the piece of literature and to experience it more
ciéarly. A reader may approach a piece of literature purely for
pleasure. But a student of literature should break the piece
into many components. Some a"f‘ the main components are
tone, diction, figures of speech, aliusions, rhymes and

rhythm.

Tone of a literary piece considers the poem’s voice,
i.e either in Ist perscn narration or in 3'® person narration.
" The foliowing poems in the collection of anthology are in first
person narration. '

“ The Snare’,’ Island Speli’, ‘The Lonely Scarecrow’

‘ Plead Mercy’, 'A Poison Tree * ‘Old Poem’

‘ Stopping by woods on a snowy Evening *

‘The Lazy Cne ‘' The Man he killed’ ‘Nobody’.



All the other except “Lord Randol” are in 3™ person narration.
The ballad ‘Lord Randol!’ is on the other hand in direct
speech. While the 1*! person narration helps the reader to
trust every word without question, the 3™ person narration

reates interest as if they were hearing stories. Direct speech
brings dramatic effect to the poem. The poets choose the

correct ione which would be more suitable o their theme.

Diction or word choice and word order tend to

secome the focus of the work. The authors especially poets
know how much weight cach individual word carries, and they
choose them with great care, often selecting words that imply

more than they siate. For 4.

In the poem “The Poison Tree” by William Blake the
repetition of words. ‘1”7 “me” and “and” shows how the poet
becomes self-conscious by his aggressive feelings. The word
order of this poem too shows how the poet is emotionally

confused by his suppressed anger.

“ | told it not, my wrath did grow”

The poets aiso use words with pariicular sounds io
create an effective piciure. For instance, in* the stopping by
woods on a snowy Evening’ the poet uses sibilants. ie ‘S’

sounds — to create the scund of the wind.

in order to understand a poem well, the reader
should identify its figures of speech- .2 metaphor, simile,

personification , hyperbole, Synecdoche, apostréphe etc.

Aifthough figurative language is used in all kinds of
writing, poeis in particular recognize the power of it to take
readers beyond the literal meaning of a word, The following
figures of speech are utilized in the following poems. Thé}f ai*é
only sampies.
