(Died on 16/06/02) in Paris, France

The late Ponmani Sabaratnasinghe is one good example where it goes to prove the well
accepted statement “it is all in the family”. Tracing down her family since early 19th Century,
there is clear evidence of intellectual brilliance and noble values running down the family and
manifesting in different forms. Just to mention one example — the great Saravanamuthus of
Colombo are uncles and grand uncles of Ponmani who were people of great eminence in
almost every field — medicine, sports, law, politics and public service. Her aunt Mrs. Nesam
Saravanamuttu, an old girl of Vembadi, was the first Tamil lady Member of Parliament from
Colombo in 1931, and her husband Sir Ratnajothi Saravanamuttu (MBBS) was the first Mayor
of Colombo and elected Member of the Ceylon State Council from Colombo constituency.

Her father, the late Mr. Sabaratnasinghe, a descendant of the illustrious family was an
educationalist himself being Vice Principal of Jaffna Hindu College and Principal of
Vaddukoddai Hindu College. This sub family of Singhe master came to be well known in
Jaffna as the Singhees and Ponmani as Singe Teacher.

Ponmani, sister of five illustrious brothers, showed all the hallmarks of the family in many
ways particularly, in intelligence and values. Her educational career, provided ample
opportunities for the manifestation of these qualities to the maximum she had served at Jaffna
Hindu Ladies College, Uduvil Girls School but it was at Vaidyeswara Vidyalaym and Vembadi
Girls High School that she made the lasting impression among children and others. Her
linguistic ability combined with her deep knowledge of her subject and her soft, kind and
pleasant disposition helped her to be loved by her students.

Children always enjoyed her childlike disposition and her characteristic smile which is
displayed with greater, Intensity when she is reminded of her nice hair style or the elegance of
her sari.

As a mother, she had shown excellence and ability in shaping her only child Muthukumar,

President JCC OBA France into a person of responsibility and respectability. It is with
him and his family, she found much needed care and relaxation during her final years.

he priority of the new committee elected this year is to launch a membership drive to recruit more
Vembadites to the Alumni Association in U.K. A larger membership will serve as a forum to meet, long lost
friends to establish contact and respond to the Vembadi in this hour of need.

With the support of the members and well wishers, the funds raised in the past years have been sent to Vembadi.
In 1999/2000, a sum of £1,500.00 was sent towards the purchase of a Photocopier for the School. For the year
2000/2001, a sum of £2,500.00 (Rs.313,610/-) was donated to the Jaffna Old Girls' Association to help them set
up a Computer Laboratory for the 400 A/L Students in Vembadi. In the current year 2001/02, a total sum of
£2,000.00 has been allocated for the School.

Out of this, a sum of £1,000.00 has been sent in June towards the following :

(1) Financial Support to the most Vulnerable Students
in the form of Rs.200/- per student to help- with basic needs like stationery.
Target Beneficiaries: 100 Students
Project Budget Rs.20,000/- per Term or Rs.60,000/- per year
(2) To supply 100 pairs of school shoes and socks
to a different sent of students in need identified by the School
Project Budget : Rs.50,000/- per year
(3) To provide Refreshments to Children
During PT Training at the rate of Rs.10/- per student per year
Project Budget: Rs.25,000/- per year

Balance £1,000.00 is to be deposited in a savings account to be opened in Sri Lanka for the School by the VOGA
(UK) shortly and the monthly interest to go towards School Projects, when the need arises.

VOGA (UK) is thus able to increase their contribution to the School in the last year, but as you are aware, we
will be able to meet the increasing needs with greater membership. We are appealing to the Old Girls to help the
School by enrolling as Members.
