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Mr. Muthuvetpillai, Principal emeritus - Manipay Hindu College.

Manipay Hindu College (MHC), in its history of almost 100 years now, has
had many a principals who tirelessly served the college to promote it as a
prominent College in Jaffna. Mr. Muthuvetpillai can be easily listed on par
with the other eminent principals of MHC, such as Swamy Vipulanandar
and Mr. Veerasingam, the father of co-operative movement in the Northern
Province.

Bom on the 11* of May 1916 in Manipay, he had his secondary education in
Manipay Hindu College itself. Then he went on to study his higher studies at
Royal College, Colombo on a scholarship he won by excelling at MHC.
There too he excelled in studies as well as in sports, notably in cricket.
Although he could have gone for either medicine or engineering as his career,

he chose to become a teacher in order to serve his own village, Manipay. This was often told by him to his
friends and his children.

After graduating with honors in Chemistry from the University of Ceylon, he was personally chosen by the
then principal of Tellipallai Union College, Mr. L.P. Thurairatnam to serve as a teacher there. After a short
while he got appointment as the principal of Palaly Teachers’ Training College. In 1952, the MHC board
of directors, on the recommendation of Mr. L.P. Thurairatnam, appointed Mr. Muthuvetpillai as the Vice-
Principal of MHC. In 1956, he was made the principal of the college and the college began to experience
many phases of growth in all aspects.

Many of the present MHC buildings were built during the period of 16 years of his service as principal until
he retired in 1972. Another milestone of his period was the creation of Manipay Ladies College (MLC).
Every one knows that MLC was initiated and created entirely by Mr. Muthuvetpillai. Also, during his
period, MHC excelled not only in academic field but in sports and cultural performances as well. He was
considered to be one of the best school administrators in his time in the Jaffna district. He was a very strict
disciplinarian but at the same time he was genuinely concerned about the progress and well being of his
students and staff. Even after his retirement, he continued to have an interest in the college, and the
principals who served after him never stopped to consult him on any important issues related to the college
until he passed away on the 4™ of March 1986.

All the students who studied at MHC during his period consider the period of Mr. Muthuvetpillai as the
Golden era of MHC.

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M. Perairavar -  An Insight- Excerpts from the ¢ Perayiravar Number’

From the insights I have gained as a student, teacher, deputy principal and
principal for more than forty years at M.H.C.,I wish to express a few of my
opinions.

The progress and the pace of progress of the school in these years are praise-
worthy. In 1939/40 when I was a student here, London Matriculation was
the Final class. Now we have more than 600 students in the A.L. alone .In
keeping with the diversification of the Arts courses in the University, M.H.C
was the first school in the region to offer to the students subject combinations
like Mathematics, Logic, Accounts, Economics, Geography Commerce,
Applied Math etc. leading to Management, Business and Commerce studies
at the University. Due to the diversification , Tamil and Muslim students from
all parts of Ceylon sought admission. As a result a college hostel was started in 1977.The figures in the
Exam results reveal the progress the school achieved.

We have today a rich academic community. From Gr 6-10, the community is rooted in the parish. In Gr 11
& 12, the community is open, free, and all Island. I see M.H.C in the future as an apex model electorate
school with only Grades 9,10,11,& 12 for about 1000 boys. Admissions went up without additions to
buildings or expansion of the administrative cadre. However standards improved in studies, sports,
leadership, Drama, House competitions and other co-curricular activities. We were J.S.S.A Senior
Champions in 1975.We are one of the leading schools in the North

Inshort, gladly do the students learn and gladly do they play at Manipay Hindu College. A happy school is
a good school. The numbers increased due to the good academic care of the child. But we did not neglect
the pastoral care of the child. At least once a year the Principal and the form — teachers along with the
subject-teachers sit together with the student to know each student personally in his background. This
method improved the academic performance of the child and the discipline of the school. Discipline is the
flowering of the pupil-teacher relationship .It is not a para-military exercise enforced from without.

Education belongs to the soul; it belongs to God. Hence associations like the P.T.A and O.S.A must
respect the freedom and the personality of the teacher; be in tune with the school and its needs
and play a supportive role.

On a sweltering morning in the year 1946, a young man of 23 years walked out
of the Jaffha railway station and beckoned to a bullock cart driver and instructed
him to take him to Manipay. In his hand was a copy of ‘Ceylon Daily News”
and he had 2 suitcases of steel “trunku petti”.

He had come from a small town of Kumbakonam in Tamil Nadu. He didn’t [
know anyone in Jaffna. But he must have responded to divine calling. Perhaps B#*
he knew his mission in life is to teach.

He arrived at the Manipay Hindu College. People were looking at him with
questioning suspicious eyes. He met Mr. Veerasingam, then principal of MHC
and told him that he want to teach biology. He was hired immediately.

That young man was Mr.S.Thiruvenkadachari, affectionately known as “Chari Master”.

If teaching was his calling, sports and drama became his passion. He introduced drama competition and
organized athletics, cricket and football. He became the secretary of the Jaffna Schools Soccer Association
(JSSA) which conducted soccer matches between schools.

He used his influence with the Indian artists he had known such as Maharajapuram Santhanam and D.K.
Pattammal to give benefit performances in order to raise money for the creation of Manipay Ladies College.

He also staged drams such as “Malliam Mangalam, Therotti Magan”.

He was instrumental in creating the OSA as a functioning body. J

The athletics meets and the drama competition between the four houses, Sampanthar, Vahesar, Sundarar
and Manickar became a huge success. Even now every MHC alumni will recall July 4%,

Chari Master became the principal in 1978 and retired in 1983.After the retirement he involved himself
more in social services within the community.

By the time he retired, he had served 37 years at MHC, by far the longest tenure of any teachers.
