The man eagerly asked “What is that?” and Gandhi replied, “Find a 13 year old Muslim boy from the
orphans created by this riot and raise him as a real Muslim with proper love and affection and sure the
heaven will open its door for you.” This is Gandhi’s life-giving justice (as well as medicine), for that
tortured soul.

If someone repents for his/her crime, a progressive community should provide him/her with
a way of redemption to release his/her sufferings. The best justice system should always work in the
direction of reducing the collective sufferings of the people in the society.

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History of Manipay Hindu College

When Sri Lanka came under western rule, the national languages, education, religions and culture
faced a setback. Various Christian missionaries played decisive role in the nation’s educational system.
Children were gradually weaned from the traditional culture patterns, religions and language for the sake
of English education. Hindu and Buddhist descendants of leading families had abandoned the religion
of their forefathers and adopted the Christian faiths for obtaining an English education which served not
only as passport for employment but also as a means of social and economic advancement. Innumerable
educational institution English and Tamil had been established in Jaffna by foreign missionary societies
for evangelical purposes. That was also the age in which late Srila Sri Arumuganavalar had started his
campaign for Hindu religious revival. Thus the Hindu educational renaissance inspired by Navalar gave
rise in the same year to three big Hindu schools of which M.H.C is one.

During the early part of the year 1910 the want of an institution to impart higher education on national
lines had long been felt by the leading citizens of Manipay, and their dormant feeling were stirred
when Hindu students were being converted to Christian faith and also to western influence by schools
run by Christian missionaries. Manipy Hindu College was founded to counteract this tendency. At this
crucial time savants from the west like Prof Maxmuller, the translator of Vedas, Mr. Mylon Phelps of
America Prof. Maekenzie of England have come to Sri Lanka to imbibe the spiritual wisdom. These
savants paid a visit to Jaffna and the elites of Mainpay took this opportunity to invite Mr. Mylan Phelps
(A convert to Hinduism) to give a lecture on the subject “In a defense of Hindu religion + traditional
cultural values.” He accepted the invitation and addressed a distinguished gathering at Vivekananda Hall
Mainpay, where he stressed the point to establish a Hindu College to give the Hindu students English
education with emphasis on religion and character building. After listening to his speech the public of
Manipay, were fully convinced the establishment of a Hindu school at Manipay is very essential for the
future oh the Hindu children. Immediately after the meeting a committee consisting of the following
personalities was formed Messrs K. Swaminathan Udayar, Thillainathan Maniagar, Hindu Board S.
Rajaratnam, Advocate Ambalavanar, T. Karalapillai, Adigar Sellmuththu, Proctor Thiruvilangam with
S.K Lawton as president and Late Mudaliyar C. Thiagarajah as secretary. The committee approached
the Late W. Sangarapillai known in Colombo circles as the prince among the merchants and a Hindu
philanthropists and he without any hesitation offered the necessary lands and funds for the present
premises of the school, his chief endowment was selected as the most suitable site for building the
school. The cross road that runs by the Manipay Hindu College (called Sangarapillai Rd) is other
testimony of his benefaction. Mr. S. Kanagasabai Udayar also donated to the school an adjoining piece
of land. At a special meeting of the residents of Manipay it was finally decided to carry out building
operations and a new managing committee was formed with Mr. Sangarapillai, the chief benefactor as
president. On the suggestion made by Mr. Sangarapillai it was also decided at this meeting to lay the
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July and to invite Sir Joseph Hutchinson M.A Chief Justice of the Island as the Chief Guest to lay its
foundation stone.

As decided the foundation stone for the building was laid on the 4th of July at 7 pm by Sir Joseph
Hutchinson M.A, Chief Justice of Ceylon in the presence of a large representative and respectable
gathering. At the request of Mr. W. Sangarapillai, the building with six classrooms was named
Hutchinson Hall.

The aims objects of the institution to give all Hindu pupils admitted to school a through general education
of religious instruction in Hindu religion thereby help its revival of Hindu culture. The nucleus of
the college had the beginnings in the Vivekanada Hall near Velakkai Temple at Manipay with Mr. S.
Veeraswamipillai B.A, as it’s to first Principal. Thus the proposed school became an accomplished
fact.

Since then our college was administered by the most talented principals with their absolute dedication and
sacrifice, and today our college flag is flying in the sky with a history of 100 years. Mr. S.Sivaneswaran
the current principal is fortunate enough to be the master of centenary celebration. Everyone of us
shoud be proud of the achievement of our college during the past hundred years.

HEALTHY SMILE FOREVER
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Manipay Hindu In Retrospect
By — C.R.Mandalanayagam

I have had nearly fifty years of active association with M.H.C, First as a student, then as a member
on its staff and later as a member of its O.S.A Executive Committee. So I feel that I am one of those
lucky souls competent enough to enlighten the present and future generation of the glorious past of
my “Alma matter”. First and foremost, I wish to congratulate M.H.C on hitting a fruitful century in
the field of education.

Coming to the history of M.H.C, I shall try to give you a brief account of how it started. In the early
20" century English education in Manipay Parish was entirely in the hands of Christian missionaries.
The Hindu crowd which forms the majority had no option but to join these schools.

The impact of western culture and Christianity were telling on the Hindu child and the Hindu
community was up in arms against the whole state of affairs. At this juncture Manipay which was
known as the Cinnamon garden of Jaffna in the best of the sense, came to the rescue of the problems
facing the people. Now the sons of Manipay at that time had distinguished themselves in every walk
of life. Their education and culture were well recognized even outside Ceylon and this made them
hold enviable posts in many countries.

There were enough large-hearted philanthrophists and business magnates. These great men never
hesitated to throw large sums of money when it came to a worthy cause. Further in the heart of hearts,
they too wanted to establish a full-fledged institution to impact higher education in the national

lines. But their feelings were kept dormant for various reasons. One can not forget the fact that all
these gentleman of the upper strata were highly obliged to the missionaries who taught them. Alot

of motivation from the Hindu reform bodies stirred up the elite of the village to hold a meeting with
Mr.S.K.Lawton in the chair and gate Mudaliyar Thiyagarajah as secretary, appeal for funds received
marvelous response and money was pouring in most willingly.

Mr.Sangarapillai donated the land plus financial aid. Mr.Kanagasabai Udayar too contributed more
land. Again another meeting of the residents of Manipay was held to discuss the building operations.
A new committee was formed with the chief benefactor Mr.Sangarapillai at its helm. All arrangements
went on in ‘an apple pie’ order. In 1910 on the 4" of July at 7.00pm the foundation stone was laid by
Sir Joseph Hutchinson, the Chief Justice of Ceylon to the utmost joy of a large mostly educated and
distinguished crowd. It was decided that the main hall on completion will be called Hutchinson Hall.

With the able assistance of Mr.Sangarapillai, the Manager and President of the board of Directors
gave a jolly good start and soon M.H.C. was a recognized school in the Northern Province. The
founder members of the college should be remembered thankfully for the selfless service rendered by
them to bring this project for what it is today.

Our Principals — One And All
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Till the building received its finishing touches, the school was held at the Vivekanantha Hall, near
Velakkai Temple with Mr.Veerasamipillai who has the distinction of being the first principal. He
was an able Mathematician and sent one student for the London Matriculation examination. The
student was no other than Mr.V. Veerasingam who passed out with flying colours. Veerasamipillai
served for nine months and was succeeded by Mr.P.Sabapathipillai B.A.L.T who served for two
years doing selfless service. Mr.Shiva Rao was at the helm but for a short period and was succeeded
by Mr.Sabaratnasinghe B.A. He was very popular as he took great deal of interest in extra curricular
activities which was not popular then. Next in the line was T.P.Hudson B.A. He was a professor in
Latin. He organized the O.S.A. and sent many candidates for the London exams. But his health was
very poor and died suddenly at an early age.

From 1917 — 1920 Mr.T.H.Crossette was at the helm. Though a Christian, he carried out the ideals
of the founders to their full satisfaction. Scout movement was introduced and young men’s Hindu
association was founded. The first college magazine appeared and a fully equipped Science lab was
donated by Mr.Moothathamby one of the directors.

From 1921 — 1922 the Principal was Mr.V.Mylvaganam, later known as Swami Vipulananda. Soon he
vacated the post to join the Ramakrishna Mission and serve humanity.

From1922 — 1951 Mr.Veerasingam — A Principal par excellence took charge of the college. He had
a commanding physique and a cheerful countenance. His period was full of rich events and M.H.C.
reaped bumper harvest. Hence his period was considered the golden era. The performance in every
aspect was marvelous.

Our football teams were champions for four successive years and the athletic teams were champions
for seven years in the inter-collegiate athletic meet. In public exams our results were superb and

not second to the best school in the Island. In 1944 co-education was introduced. Number on roll
increased heavily and temporary classrooms were put up. But then Mr. Veerasingam got interested in
politics, contested and won Vadducoddai seat.

An able Science teacher C.Navaratnam succeeded Mr.Veerasingam. He had been teaching at M.H.C
for nearly 30 years, won the admiration of one and all. During his tenure, lands were bought and a
carnival was organized in the Jaffna esplanade. A music recital by D.K.Patammal was arranged by
the old students and sweep was run. The money collected was used to build the Biology lab and an
upstair block of five class rooms. Home Science lab was completed. The unstinted help during this
period by the board of directors is commendable. He retired in 1955 after doing honest and strenuous
job.

In the galaxy of principals who guided M.H.C, Mr.Muthuvetpillai-A principal born and not made-
holds a unique position. Many solid, strong, spacious buildings were put up during his period. Now
his buildings are undergoing plastic surgery to suit the computer age and do justice to the surplus
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money flowing from our old students.

The two days super grade drama festival in July 1* and July2nd won the admiration and applause of
the whole of Manipay Parish. Let it be any activity he planned every detail with meticulous precision,
chose the right person for the right part and made it a tremendous success. A carnival which ran for a
month brought enough funds to complete the girls’ section. Sports and studies were at top level. Thus
his era could be another golden one.

Mr.M.Perairavar

After 30 years of dedicated service to his alma mater, Mr.Perairavar, succeeded Mr.Muthuvetpillai.
He was a voracious reader and this with his amiable and grand personality made him a leader,
wherever he went. He introduced one session school at M.H.C The results of the O/L and A/L
examinations bore witness to his tireless service. The hostel was reorganized with the able assistance
of Mr.V.Jeyapalan. Number on roll shot up to the highest point. He loved sports and matches were
arranged with schools down South.

Mr.S.T.Chari

Comes next in the list. Though not a citizen of Sri Lanka. His service to M.H.C is invaluable. He was
a jack of all trades. He took part in all activities, curricular or co-curricular and under his supervision
every item had a perfect finish. The functions at M.H.C were wholly in his charge and nothing ever
went wrong. He was more at school than at home. As a teacher of Biology he was very popular
among student world. In fact Chari was a ‘God send’ to M.H.C as teachers of his caliber are fast
fading.

Mr.Mahesaval
Succeeded Mr.Chari and served for a short period. He was an able administrator and our college
produced very good results at public exams.

Then came Mr.C.Kesavarajan, son of manipay and an old student of Manipay Hindu. Religious and
soft —spoken he was very popular. He treated the haves and the haves not equally. It was his efficiency
that made him a cluster Principal. With ample patience he never barked or shouted at his subordinates
and peace reigned in all the ten schools served under him.

Mr.K.Shanmuganathan took charge of the college next. He with his commanding appearance kept
the school in perfect order. Results in public exams were not second to the other heads. Soon he was
promoted to a post in the Department. Now he is an officer of an N.G.O.

“You are a very lucky young man”

Mr.K.Mahesan — My English Teacher

“Say this city has ten million souls,
Some are living in mansions, some are living in holes:

Yet there’s no place for us, my dear, yet there’s no place for us.

- Refugee Blues by W. H Auden

I can still recite every line of this poetry which Mahesan master taught me some 40 years ago. I was
in year 11 and 12 class, he taught English, a subject which had no examination and was considered
not very cool, and any time spent on it had no immediate or tangible benefits towards our only aim at
that time- ie to enter the university and pursue a degree in Engineering. Similarly the speech “Friends
Romans and Countrymen” by Mark Anthony in William Shakespeare’s play Julius Caesar too is well
stuck into my head. To his surprise I one day recited this whole speech when he casually quizzed us
to know whether any body was interested in what he was teaching. This was how much I loved his
teaching. Inever failed to go over what he taught every day even though there was never a requirement,
often sidelining more demanding subjects like Chemistry Physics and the Mathematics. This, to this
day had given me something extra, and I was able to wander around the world and enjoy every piece
of paper, novel, talk, comedy, debate, drama or music, and occasionally let out something I knew to an
audience be it at work, conference, a committee, interview or meeting. He opened a very vast world of
experience, knowledge and enjoyment for me.

Very smart, neatly dressed gentleman with shiny shoes , sort of a leftist - socialist kind. Discipline, he
enforced sometimes with cane but only in lower classes. Injustice, he simply couldn’t tolerate. I have
seen him getting angry with God for not creating every one equal. Languages he loved, whether Tamil,
Latin, English, Sanskrit or Sinhalese, he could sway in to pick up the intricacies and appreciated the
fabric and the patterns woven in them. This he never failed to share with students, but was terribly upset
when he could not find one to take up the wealth that he held in front on a silver plate. He had very high
ambitions, not for himself, but for his students. He believed that he could turn every one of us to be
masters of lots of languages, manners, etiquettes and be gentlemen of the world who valued and treated
everyone equally honorably and honestly and who could enjoy and contribute to an eloquent society.
Once he was bold enough to venture into teaching us “A Tale of Two cities” by Charles Dickens when
this was a forgotten literature of the older generation, it never materialized, but for me, I went straight
to the book shop and bought a copy of that book and could only look at it from cover to cover. Once he
asked the class what book we would like him to teach in English- one suggested “James Bond” with
almost everyone’s endorsement. Then, came the question “Can anyone of you tell me the name of the
author of James Bond? Then I will teach you that.” Although I was able to, he quietly and tactfully
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avoided that subject and we never got to do that book.

He was the house master of Suntharar House and for the drama competitions he made his house to stage
Shakespeare’s plays translated into Tamil every year and this became the hall mark of that house. This
was the only opportunity for some locals who were not well versed in English to taste a little bit of
Shakespeare and to know there existed great literatures not only in Tamil but in other languages as well.
Our diamond jubilee magazine has a note about him as - “A teacher who did yeoman’s services. He was
an adept at producing Shakespeare plays for the drama festival. Since the proper presentation of lessons
was a natural gift with him, he taught English, History and Sanskrit with thoroughness and efficiency”
There is no better person to meet after school or after leaving school. Outside the classroom, be at his
home, at the bus stop or seated under a shady tree watching school cricket and conversing with him
is a very rewarding experience with lots of comments, laughter, opinions, advice and philosophy. He
refused to accept the traditional respect that was offered to him in abundance all the time, insisting on
the equality and camaraderie that he always practiced - a thorough gentleman.

It was one cold winter morning in a hotel in the city of London I sat for breakfast with an old aristocratic
Victorian English gentleman and entered into conversation. When we were parting he tapped on my
shoulder and said “You speak good English where did you learn it”. I replied “T had a very good English
teacher at school Sir”. For that he said “You are very very lucky!, young man”. I was young at that time
true, but [ am very very lucky up to now — because of my English teacher — Mr.Mahesan. Sir I give you
100% for that, it is much more than any score you had ever given me.

THE LATE MR. K. DURAISINGHAM
“THE PRIDE OF HIS ALMA MATER”

HE late Mr. K. Duraisingham was born on 20-4-1913, in Uduvil,

Jaffna. He had his education at Manipay Hindu College. Here
he captained the Soccer, Athletics and Volley Ball Teams  from
1931 to 1933.

In 1931, he represented Manipay Hindu College at the Public
Schools’ Athletic Meet and set up new records in the Long Jump
and 220 yards and was the Public Schools’ Champion that year. He
was our pride and Manipay Hindu College will always treasure his
memory. We wish to convey our deep sympathies to his wife Mrs.
Swarnamalar and children.

A summary of Mr. Duraisingham’s achievements in the field
of sports is given below :

1931-33— Captained Manipay Hindu College Soccer, Athletics and
Volley Ball Teams.

1931—  Public Schools’ Athletic Champion.

1934 — Represented Ceylon at the Asiatic Games, Delhi.
Won Gold Medal (Relay), Silver Medal (Long Jump).

1938— Won the Light Weight Wrestling Championship — India
and Ceylon.
1942— He led the All-Ceylon Worestling Team to the All-Indiy

Olympic Games.
1948— Runner -up in the Mr. Ceylon Contest.

1948— ‘ Most Mascular Man' Title.

1950— Represented Ceylon in wrestling at the British Empire
Games held in Auckland.

1954— Feather Weight Champion, Ceylon.
