While Pandu was thus engaged here, his queen at Anuradhapura received
information of the doings of Kulakkoddan, and despatched a small army
with instructions to drive him out of the kingdom. When the army reached
Thambala-kamam and witnessed the gigantic undertakings of the enemy,
it trembled with fear, and approaching the Kulak-koddan represented itself
to have come to him on a pacific mission, having been sent by the court
of Anuradhapura only to inquire if he needed assistance. Kulak-koddan
affected to believe the representation, received the soldiers with apparent
kindness, entertained them sumptuously, and dismissed them with valuable
presents and a friendly reply to their mistress.

On their return to Anuradhapura they published such exaggerated accounts
of the stranger’s greatness and liberality, that no attempt was ever
afterwards made to molest him in his career..

1. Onthe death of Kulakkoddan (which took place in his native country on
his return from Lanka ), the Vanniyas , who had rapidly increased in
number, and had besides received an accession of fifty-nine families
from Pandi,became too numerous to be capable of attending to their lands
peacefully without a king.

2. We are told further that “Trincomalee pattu was governed by the barber
chief Nilayina Panikkan and his barber retinue, and that Tampalakaman,
Kottiyar, and Batticaloa were mere jungle. Vidattaltiva in Mannar was
also covered with jungle.

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1. They began to fight with one another for supremacy, and the cultivation
of the lands was necessarily neglected. A host of ephemeral kings rose
and disappeared in succession. The most distinguished of them was Santira
Vanniyan.

A peace was at length concluded,
and seven chieftains were elected from the Vanniyas to exercise sovereign
power, each within his own territory.

Having heard
this, Sinka-ketu Raja sent for sixty Vanniyas, who were his councilors,
and ordered them to take his daughter and marry her to Valasinka Maharaja
who ruled over Ceylon.........

In obedience to this order the sixty Vanniyas brought the princes and

married her to Valasinka Maharajah of Ceylon, who, after ceremony,

addressing the Vanniyas, asked them what (boon) they wanted. They asked

that the country called Adankappattu in Ceylon might be given to them.

The king said; “You go and rule over the country called Adankappattu,

getrid of the wicked men there, colonize it, build up the tanks, and pay
. tribute to Kulankaichakkiravarti, King of Jaffna’. JPLM.p.11.

2. One of the Vanniyas was appointed a tisai(Disawa) at Anuradhapura(?)
to Valasinka Maharaja, and the other fifty-nine proceeded to
Adankappattu,...

The name given in the kalveddu is “Kandi” )

Before it acquired this name it appears to have been known as the
Adankappattu, because it was independent of both Jaffna and
Anuradhapura.

“Adankappattu, a rebellious province” (Winslow) JPLM.p.13.
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1. Vibhishana, who long reigned over Ilam,
........ sent for this prince, named him successor with the title of Jeyathunga
Vira Vararaja Singham, and departed this life. Jeyathungka Vira Vararaja
Singham, sent for and married Singha Kethu’s daughter Samathuthi of
Chola, who came accompanied by 60 Vanniyar. These 60 Vanniyar were
allowed to form settlements in Adankappattu.

Cheddikulam under the Paranghi Carlo and others of his race ;

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1. ....and the other fifty-nine proceeded to Adankappattu, which was
governed as follows;

Mulliyavalai, by a Paraiya chief (named) Mechchaku and his retinue.
Melpattu, by a Veda chief and his retinue at Tanikkallu.

Kilakkumulai and Metkumulai, by Rakshasas. ‘These are explained to be
“desendants of Ravana who retreated there from fear of Rama when he
killed Ravana. They were giant Radchatas, and their chief was Matijuki’.

Mr. Britto translates these two names of pattus in the Vanni, as “the east
and north (sic) corners”. But there no reason why they should be literally
translated any more than “Melpattu”, and the pattus are known by these
names up to the present day. JPLM. p.12
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1. Kalveddu goes on to state that;

As Adankappattu had been governed by people of different castes, the
Vanniyas thought that they would not be able to manage by themselves,
and sent their councilors to Madura, Thondaimandalam, Karaikkal,
Tiruchchinnappali (Trichnopoly), Kudalur, and Marunkur, to bring them
Vellalas, Brahmins, Chakkiliyar, Malaiyakam, Akamapadi, Tamilar,
Kusavar, and all low castes. '

It was Ilanchinka mappanan who sent these messengers. JPLM.p.12,13.
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1. On arrival of the rﬁessengers, Varasinka Arachchi, in company with
Mullai-malanar, Saraku-malanar, Sivhai-malanar, &c, left Trichnopoly,
came to Mulliyawalai rendered services to the Chandas and Valaiyas
there, built the tank called Tamaraikkulam as well as some other tanks
and lived there. JPLM.p.12,13.

2 Tamarai Kulam : There is a tank of this name in Mulliyavalaai, but it is
not now used as a tank, the bed being cultivated. JPLM.p.13

3. Nanti, son of Varasinka Arachchi had seven daughters: they were chaste
women: they sank sixty holy wells, worshipped Siva, and lived justly.

The seven temples at Mannakandal in the neighbourhood, called by
the people Kanyakovil, “because there were seven Vanniyan virgin
chieftainesses” probably commemorate the seven daughters of Nanti.
The “city” thus founded was doubtless Mannakandal, which has a large
tank called Puliyankulam with stone sluice. (Diary of 26 June ,1890.)

The 59 Vanniar sent for men from Madura, Tondamandalam, Karaikkal,
Trichinoppali, Kudalur, Marunghur, and there came from these places
the poor among all classes: the Vellalar, Brahmans, Shoemakers,
Malayalis, Akampadis, Thimilar, Potters, and Christians. They were led
by the chiefs Ilagnchingka Mappanan, Allavaku, Aththi Mappanan, Singka
Mappanan and others [who are named with their places of settlement
both in Jaffna and the Vannis]

With aid of these new comers the Vanniyar overcame the original
inhabitants, became kings in their place, but paid tribute to Jaffna.

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After some time one of them “Tidavirasinka, went into Karikkaddumulai,
killed the Paraiya chief; and governed that division;

Four others “Ilanchinka-mappanan, Irasinka-mappanan,
Nallvakumaitavan, and Karuttavar Kalinka-mappanan, invaded
Mulliyawalai, which was ruled over by Valaiyas and Chandars. These
four persons drove away and slaughtered them and took the country for
themselves.

Nilayinar, Tisaiyandar, and their retinue invaded Tanikkallu, killed the
Vedas, and governed Melpattu.

Kedpayinar and Yappayinar resided in the maritime pattus; .JPLM.p.13.
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1. The women Umaichchi took up her residence at Karuvaddukkerni.
On the shore of the Kokkilay lake. There is a field in the village called
after her, Umaichchiya-kodduveli .JPLM..p.13.
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1. The five Vanniyas appointed Ilanchinka-mappanan king, Irasinka-
mappanan general, and Nallavaku-maitavan prime minister.JPLM.p13.

2. With the intention of going to Madura they proceeded to Jaffna, paid
homage to Kulankaichakkiravarti and took leave of him to go their country.
They embarked, but were swallowed on the way by a whale, and the ship
foundered. JPLM.pl3.
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1. The Vanniyar now thought of returning to Madura but on their way they
suffered shipwreck and were drowned in the sea. Their wives, the
Vannichchimar, in the mean time arrived in Ceylon with very large retinues
including Christians, and learning the fate of their husbands, 54 of them
mounted the funeral pyre. One went to join her husband in Kandi, an the
remaining five went to the five provinces of their husbands and ruled
over them taking each a new husband, who was simply styled Ayinthi
and had no, share in the Government. When these Vannichchimar were
dead, their provinces were ruled by Ilagnchingka Mappanan’s son
Thisaiyvilangku Mappanan.

1. Meanwhile “ the wives of the sixty Vanniyas resided at Madura; but one
day a prince rode along the street in which they lived without the slightest
hesitation, and in consequences they feared that their chasity would be at

stake if they remains there, and made up their minds to go to ceylon.”

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1. Kuruntanurmalai or Piyangala; Mr. Parker thinks that; This is the spot that
is said to have been visited by Buddha on his second journey to Ceylon.
There are several ruins on the hill, and at the back of the northernpart of
the bund; but they are all dilapidated, more through willful defacement
by the later Tamil occupants than by the action of at the Time one place
there were standing two doratupala stones covered with carved figures of
guardian goddesses, exactly like those at Madukanda, but they were more
than half buried, and the space between them, where there is evidently a
flight of steps, is completly-buried, with a tree growing in the middle.
Stones were removed from Kuruntanurmalai (in1858 I believe) to build
the Mullivaykkal temple.

Passing through the Vannis he “ received the volountary submission of
the seven Vanniyas and imposed a tribute upon them, which he enjoined
should be paid to the temple of Konesar, as had been done by their
predecessors” JPLM.p.15.

But
their wives, the Vannichchimar, and one Karaip-piddi- Vanniyan and his
wife, Ammai- Nachchiyar, who sailed in other vessels, safely reached
Yalpanam with their dependants and treasures and awaited here the arrival
of their missing companions before proceeding to the Vannis. After a
time the widowed Vannichchimar being reduced to poverty, they dispersed
into various villages and subsistuted upon the earnings of their slaves
and dependants. Karaip-piddi-vanniyan resided temporarily at
Kantharodai then called Odaikkurichchi.
